No ridicule of the Union- fli
bavers of the great trading cities is spared, and
they are denounced for selling their principles I
withl their calico and tape, and accommodating a
their political and moral convictions and avowals ft
to the prepossessions of prospective buyers. There
is a vast deal of truth in this, which must cut a a
considerable proportion of the Union-Savers to
the hearts--if those have any who sacrifice their a
convictions to their interests. This tone of the h
Black Republican press shows two things with
sunficient plainness, and these are-first, that that c
party is determined to push things to extremities; ii
second, that the Union-Savers constitute by no n
means a large and influential body, though includ-
ing the best men of the North, for if they were, a c
sense of self-interest would not permit the press c
to use language so insulting toward them.

We do not believe, of course, that the sole mo- a

This is the ground we have
heretofore taken, and the argument of interest,
appeals to the pocket nerve, are what we have
brought to bear to convince, to coerce the North,
if possible, to accord us justice in mutual rela-
tions. Weighed as we have weighed it, the testi-
mony of the Black Republican press sustains the
position; and we still say that, for the sake ofpeace
and quietude, we are willing to accept the justice
which the North may be compelled to grant ; for we
can get it in no other way.

A. G. POWERS, THE AETIST.

Among the risingartists of this country, few have
struggled more bravely nor achieved a more decided
success than the gentleman whose name we take
the liberty of mentioning here, and few present a
brighter promise of future eminence in his profes-
sion. It is always gratifying to record the triumphs
of genius. In tile early life of an artist there are
many trials and struggles that the world outside
the studio has little knowledge of. There is, in
these trials and struggles, much personal biography
of a pathetic and sometimes dranlatic character-
far more so in their reality and earnestness than
anything we witness on the mimtic stage, though
few of those who sustain them care to have them
made puIblil and laid bare to the eye of criticism.
Artists of a sensitive nature generally shrink from
such an ordeal, and it is only in sympathetic con-
versation that one may obtain a glance at the expe-
riences atyl early trials of art-life.
The subject of this sketch conmmenced his career

as an artist about seventeen years ago, in tile north-
ern part of Ohio, where therere tire n-ere few advantages
of the instruction necessary to inlmediate progress
in his profession, but lie relied upon his own ener-
gies-and industry, lis natural gifts and earnest faith
that he atoal succeed, supplied in a great measure
the lack of teachers. He commenced witt tile fixed
idea of becoming a portrait painter. In 1844 he
spent tile sununer in Cincinnati, aild while there he
painted an excellent portrait of Judge MecLane,
which at once establishled Iis reputation as a young
artist of great promise. His portrait, next year, in
Lexington, Ky., of Professor Bascomb, then Presi-
dent of Transylvania College, gained him great
credit, and in 1846 he visited Louisiana, and located
himself at Baton Rouge. In the summer of 1848 he
executed a full length painting of General Taylor
and " Old Whitey," which now adorns one of the

d council chambers in our City Hall, and is consider.
ed the best likeness of the old hero extant.

Since 1849 Mr. Powers has resided permanently
n (with the exception of two years spent abroad) in

a New Orleans, diligently and earnestly pursuing his
profession. He has painted the portraits of many
of our prominent citizens, and of the last three
Presidents-Taylor, Pierce and Buchanan-firmly
establishing for himself a high reputation in the
South and West as a portrait painter.

In 1854 lie visited Europe, spending two years
there, becoming familiar with the principal galle-
ries and studying diligently in tile meantime. In
the galleries where he made some copies he at-
tracted much attention for his truthful coloring and
rapid execution, as we learned from letter writers
abroad, who frequently made flattering mention of
him. Since his return his portraits show decided
improvement, and give evidence that he did not
waste his time and talents in servile imitations of
the old masters. They are earnest and truthful,
and their coloring warm and genial, like the social
disposition of tile man himself. His success has
been well earned and a liberal patronage has at-

ad tended his efforts, as those of one who has been
so true to art and to himself should he. A visit to
his studio, 142 Canal street, will satisfy any ad-
mirer of the higher bianches of art that we do not
over-estimate his title to a high rank in his profes-
,j. sion.

,THE HQGUENOTS" AT THE NEW OPERA.

This opera was again performed on Saturday
evening with the same eclat that attended its first
representation on Thursday evening, and a notice
of the same, which was unavoidably crowded out
in our last edition, will be found below:

Edi. r'escent: Another triumph was added to
the well-earned successes accomplished at this
magnificent lyric temple, in the production of this
masterpiece of the great Meyerheer. On Thurs-
day evening last a large and fashionable audience
was present, and a unanimous verdict of satisfac-
tion "recorded" in hearty outbursts of applanse
and continued bravos at certain intervals of the

performance.
The occasion was the true debut of Mile Geis-

mar, in the part of alen~tine; and, although ap.
parently still suffering from her recent indispo-
sition, site substantiated, in the highest and most
flattering degree, the good opinion that was formed
of her at her first appearance as Azucena, in " The
Trovatore." She proved herself foully equal, and
in some parts really great, in the difficult rile of

dientiner: and in the last scene of the fourth act,
with Raoul, when she dcecla•es her love to him,
the expressions of her countenance portraying
the feelings, and her postures and positions as an
actress, with her fine soprano voice, conjoined
with the clear and powerfil tenor of Matthicu, pro.
duced an electric sensation through the house,
such as I have not felt or seen for a long time, and
they were both complimented with a hearty call
at the end of the act.

Mile Feitlenger as Marguerite, in the first act,
was in several points nearly a half tone above the
orchestra, which caused some sharp and shrill
tones, by no means pleasant; but site well re-
deemed herself in all her other scenes, and gave us
the pure, sweet metal of her voice.

Madame Marie Pretti as UTrbain, the page, sano
the part charmingly; and if she would throw more

preranton and aublntiot into ber atW!s.4 would
be luch better. J•be dressed the character well;
and, with her finely formed deflelopmerite, made a
very pretty picture.

Matthien as Raout, fully equaled his already well
merited reputation, and in some scenes, particu- I

larly in the finale of the fourth set, in the duett
with Valentine, was immense, with his sympa-
thetic and effective notes.

Genebrel, the great basso, as Marcel, fully as-
sured me that he had imrproved even uponhiswell. I
known qualities as a highly cultivated artist; in his
riles he has no compeers here; he is always at
ease upon the stage, with an expressive face and
fine figure to develop the requirements of his part.

ahelchesidec, as S•Jerer, with that rich baritone,
which I have before so well commended, had not
much opportunity, but he is always good and per-
feet in everything he undertakes.

Petit an (Cbse, made the most of his part; his
agreeable voice is always satisfactory.

Vanlair, second basso, as St. Bris, proved him
self the possessor of a much better voice than I
had credited him with.

Carriere, as Bolarose, was too boisterous in the
celebrated" Itotaplan" chorus, and not altogether
in good time. lie is a good artist, but he must not
get too excited.

The new scenery, as well as the appointments
and properties, are of the very best, and the "mise
en scene," in the second act, a perfect picture,
with its huge trees and a large flight of steps and
balustrade, assuring the looker-on it was no such
affair as the humorous Sol Smith describes as hav-
ing happened to a Romeo and Juliet balcony, which
caused a sweet Juliet to utter her text in this wise :
Oh! Romeo! Romeo ! (the balcony is falling, hold
it up; this was addressed to the scene shifter)
wherefore art thou Romeo?

The promises made, by the gentlemanly and
liberal manager have been fully carried out in re-
gard'to this theater; there is one thing I would,
however, call his attention to, in the deviation from
the good old habit of pnuetualityin commencing
the opera at the time appointed, and if our " fash-
ionahles" will not appear until three quarters of an
hour after the time, not to detain those who are
punctual, and keep thenm until the wee hours to
hear the end of the performance; a shorter time
mightalpo be allowed between the acts in a long
five act opera.

Summing up the evidence, I have good authority
for saying this difficult opera was never so well
r produced here. Ntx.
