A GOOD MOVE.•

CI .\ ITARLESTON I'MPORItTERIS.

In the Charleston Mercury of the 14th inst. a
very significant card appeared. We would be
highly gratified to see similar ones appear from
similar sources in Savannah, Mobile and New Or-
leans, and would be overjoyed to witness an nri-
versal sustainment of the movement by the South-
ern people: and if the Legislatures of the Gulf
and Atlantic Southern States would only give en-
eouragement to the measure by enacting discrimi-
rating local laws, without infringing any legal or
constitutional provision of the Federal Compact,
as they easily can. its complete success would be
placed beyond the possibility of doubt.

The card to which we have referred is signed
by the Importers and Jobbers of Charleston. In
the list are to be found the names of well-known,
otaunch and solvent importers of "Dry Goodsna
of every description, of " Hardware," of " Roots
arnd Shoes," of "Clothing," of "Groceries," of
"' Crockery and Glassware," of " Drugs and Medi-
cines," of " Silks and Fancy Goods," of " Hats,
Caps and Straw Goods," of " Saddles and Sad-
dlery Hardware," of " Rooks and Stationery," of
" Carpets, Oil Cloths and Window Curtains," of
Paper Dealers, of " Importers and Dealers in
Wines, Liquors, Tobacco," etc., comprising nearly
every department of trade and prepared to supply
almost every want.

With this brief mention we will submit that por-
tion of the card published by the merchants of
Charleston, which precedes the names appended
to it:

We, the undersigned, importers and jobbers in
the city of Charleston, in view of the present ex-
cited state of tie country, deem it proper to bring
to tire notice of the interlior merchants the claims
we have to their patronage and custom. The msa-
jority of os have been long established in biusiness,
and from our experience are well acquainted with
tihe wants of tlhis section of country. All of us
htold sentiments in common on tie agitating que.s-
tion of tihe day-slaver--and all of us desire, as
far as practicable, to become commercially inde-
pendent of the North. We have no desire to un-
derrate thie energy and enterprise of the mechauts
of NPorthern cities. but wre claim to be able to scup-
ply goods in our respective lines on as favoralile
terms, both as to price and credit, as the merchants
of any city in the Union. We have facilities for
obtaining goods from Europe not surpassed by
any, and our importations from abroad are very
large, notwithstanding thIe reports to thIe rcontrary-
circulated bty those who Iihave no knowledge of
what they atfirm, or whose irrterests prompt them
to mislead. Americau goods we obtain from tlhe
manufacturers on as favorable terms as any job-
bing merchants of tihe Northern cities. Why, then,
slhould we not be able to sell on as favorable terms
as others? We are able and determined to do so,
and all we ask of you is to try this market-lay
aside the prejudice (for it is only a prejudice) that
your customers prefer goods from New York to
tlhose from Charleston, and build up and encourage
your own seaport and your own merchants. If we
cannot do what we profess, you will be subjected
to very little inconvenience, for opportunities of
leaving by railway or steamer are offered every
twelve hours.

Our stocks will be complete by 1st February
next, and it remains to be seen how many of those
who have heretofore purchased all their goods in
Northern cities will give Charleston a trial thil
spring.

The Charleston Mercury, referring to the above
card, truthfully observes:

An important card to the interior traders of
South Carolina and other Southern States, appears
in the Mercury of this morning. It so well states
its own case, and the argument is so utterly irre-
futable, that we are content to let it speak for
itself. If its terse and vigorous language does not
affect tre mind and the pocket of our country
merchants, nothing will.

To all acquainted with the business men of this
city, the character and reputation of the firms
whose signatures are attached to tile card is well
known. To those who are unacquainted here, and
who care to become so, we can only say that these
gentlemen, by their enterprise, theirintegrity and
personal qualities, maintain the character of tihe

hCharleston merchants of former times. By them
and such as they, our city has deservedly won the
enviable reputation site everywhere bears. No
designing sharlpers or charlatans are tolerated in

lheir circles, arid none ever will be, unless Charlrs-
ton should chance to become so overgrown as to
he hreedless.

The city of Charleston exports some five hun-
dred thousand bales of cotton. At fifty dollars
ter bale, this cotton is worth twenty-five millions
dollars. The Legislature of the State of South
Carolina is now in session. Let the Legislature pass
taws that will amount to practical non-intercourse,
commercially speaking, with the North. Let them
tax every article brought within their limits from
tihe North, whether imported or mlanufactured, as
oonr as explosed for sale, to the verge of absolute

prohibition, and Charleston will immediately be-
come an importing city to the amount of her ex-
ports. This is as certain as night follows day, or
that water seeks itown level. Some inconveni-
ence and some loss might be experienced during
tihe trial of the experiment tile first six months:
butin every loss and each inconvenience would be a
iundred foild compensated by a multiplicity of ad-
eantages before twelve months elapsed. Millions
vould be saved by direct trade, and by doing away
with thile ie gproits which the brokers, and bank-
ers, and importers, and jobbers, and shavers and
middlemen of tile great Northern cities, now annnu-

ally make off the Southern trade, driven, by Go.-
ernmental favor and other adventitious circuil-
otances, into an unnatural channel.

Theorists, without any practical sense, scai-firee-
soilers having Northern connections to serve, and
" union-at-any-price " individuals. macy lift their
hands in holy horror at thris proposition, as they
have, and prate about Northern legislative retal-
iation, and the direful consequences such a course
would bring upon the Southern State adopting it.
These men are either dolts or worse. They would
become traitors if profit and opportunity presented
itself--reglar disciples of Ossawatomie Brown.
They speak about Northern legislative retaliation.
Ilow absurd. The North furnishes us with nothing
we cannot do without, or which we cannot obtain
lcheaper and better by forcing a system of direct
trade. They say that we are dependent upon the
North for many articles of indispensable use.
True. linBut most of those articles are imported,
and we can do better by obtaining them from first
hands, than by paying the profits anl charges of a
dozen Northern intermediary agents. They say
we will sulier immensely by the passage of non-in-
tcrcorerse laws. This is inadulterated lhumbg. It
will not bear intelligent investigation for anll instant.
Let South Carolina pass the local discriminating
laws, we have Iintedt at, and what will be the con-
seqllenree In four days authentic copies of tilhe
law would be in Boston, Phliladelphia and New
York. In fourteen days, at the outside, a steamer
would take the iewes to Liverpool; and in a week
a perfect knowledge of the transaction would be
spread over the whole of continental Europe, and
ships would be loading for Charleston freighted
wvith every article the people of South Carolina
could wish for, offered at cheaper rates tlan they
now pay, and prepared-glad of the chance-to
take their cotton in payment, and make up a pro-
litable return cargo. This would cause Charleston
to become a great importing, as well as an export-
ing mart of commerce, and would make her an im-
portnnt center of exchanges, which would render
her, as if by magic, a metropolis of tenfold the
dimensions she now is.
What is unleniably true, as regards Charleston,

is equally true in respect to Savannah, Mobile and
New Orleans, although, perhaps, in a larger ratio.
Should the Legislature of iGeorgia pass non-inter-
course laws, Savannah is bound to become a great
importing as well as exporting city, second only,
if at all, in the scale of commerce to Charleston;
and if Alabama and Louisiana should pass similar
laws, Mobile would nececoarily become second

only in importations and exportations to New
Orleans.

Here, legally and constitutionally, without any
disregard of the social and political compact of
the Union, a grand future is opened before the
Southern States and cities of the Confederacy. We
violate no law-we impair no contract-we infringe
no obligation-and at the same time we render our-
selves politically, pecuniarily, commercially and in
every other wise, independent of those who seek
the destruction of our rights, and the annihilation
of our franchises. Will the Legislatures of the
South act? That is now the only important ques-
tion before them.

These views, although hurriedly written and ne-
cessarily imperfect, have been long considered.
On some future occasion, when opportunity serves,
we shall take up tile subject at length, demon-
strate our argument by the production of Irrefu-
table facts and figures, and prove conclusively, if
our proposition is carried out, that it will make
New Orleans the grandest and most prosperous
commercial emporium on the Western Hemisphere.

TALK ON 'OCRNGE.

The Lapland weather yesterday was a bar to the
sunal congregations on Carondelet street. Of

course, nothing of a stirring character turned up.
On the great levee there was a very heavy press of
business. We could have walked on rows and
piles of cotton bales for three-quarters of a mile;
and with the receipts of Western produce, it can
well be conceived there was very little space on
this great pandemonium of trade. The most im-
portant talk was of the resolutions of buyers of
cotton, which went into effect yesterday. The
sales of the staple amount to only 12,000 bales for
the two days. There was some talk that one or
two buyers had violated the compact or agree-
ment. It appears, however, that they never enter-
ed into it, and did not sign the agreement. It was
talked of that the buyers who have entered into
the agreement represent the very great interest or
equivalent to fifteen hundred thousand bales of cot-
ton, say one and a half millions. Independent of
the settlement of differences at stake between buy.
era and sellers, or Bears and Balls, a dull markel
might be expected to follow the depressing asc
counts by the North American, though the Man
chester advices were deemed as very favorable.
The talk was, that the receipts of cotton at all the
ports would this morning exceed nineteen hun-
dred and fifty thousand bales. As our Texas and
Virginia advices were not received yesterday, we
have no later figures from that section. At the
same time, through private sources, we learn that
receipts at tile ports in North Carolina and Virginia
are not received.

The mails failed yesterday by both routes. If
the Florida route goes into effect, it is hoped we
may by the three routes receive at least mails
three times per week or every other day.

The next steamer from Europe will probably be
the Asia from Liverpool of the 10th, to arrive at
New York. As the weather was becoming very
cold, the streets and 'change were cleared at an
early hour yesterday.
