It will be
unfortune for borroweit ; trtey ,llrtheth fSieise
to be taken in by temperoary buyers of commer-
cial securities, that is, the co•amto.day and goto-
morrow operators. In this gooade $psssm i
this moment there are all classes and grades of
operators to be found who swindle and def•tida
city out of taxes and licenses, cheat the State of
its does, and laugh at the credulity of borrowers.
These sort of shavers ensconce themselves under
the wings of brokers, and deride ouor statute with
as much effrontery as the greatest rouge and noir
devotee in existence.

The offrerings or calls in the banks to-day were
large, being double the income of each, which re-
suited in large sums of paper being rejected. We,
however, suggest to all borrowers, do not be
alarmed, there are no causes for a heavy pres;
yet it cannot be disguised that those who disre-
garded our admonitions, weeks and months since,
will and must feel the effects of the temporary pres-
sure in the general money market. We call the
pressure temporary, for the course of finance will,
in all probability, be the means of gold being sent
hither to meet the requirements of commerce.

The course of Exchange will undoubtedly be the
means of bringing gold from New York, but we
think the prospect of gold coming from Europe is
in unison with the weather for the past three days,
dark, cloudy and decidedly cool.

The general Exchange market opened heavy to-
day. There were transactions in sight funds, bank
checks, on New York at the reduced rate of I@
15-16 dis. This immediately knocked down good
commercial sight to 1@1t dis. Over the counter
some of the banks held at }f@ dis., but these were
obsolete rates before the close of bnsiness. We
quote bank checks from 1@1 discount over the
counter. Outside from J@I for double Al to 1@
1$ discount for good to fair. Sixty days sight at
all sorts of prices from 2, 21021 discount. Two
round sums of $25,000 each (choice names) were
taken at 2j dis. In Sterling the transactions were
limited. We quote clear bills from 107$, 108@108$,
and document bills 107@1071, with much debate
and contention arising in regard to document bills
from great delay in delivery of cotton from the
presses. These complaints appear to be accumu-
lating from day to day, and interfere greatly with
the selling of bills and the realization of the pro-
ceeds, as all buyers of this kind of exchange are
not possessed of so much of the milk of human
kindness as to allow buyers to draw for the value
of a thousand bales of cotton which may be two or
three weeks getting on board of ship. Of course,
with the decline in sterling, francs were effected.
We have to quote some sales on Paris direct at
5.25@5.231, and on other points 5.30@5.261, mak-
ing the extreme range from 5.30@5.231, so those
old citizens of our good city, who spend as much,
or more of their income in Paris than they do in
Louisiana, can now remit at low figures.

There were received by the steamer Cahawba
yesterday from NewYork $200,000 in gold. It was
part of the amount ordered by purchase of the
Mexican dollars which were alluded to some days
since, and does not add anything to the specie
basis of the banks. In fact, the banks were to-day
running down close to the specie line allowed by
law.

There were no sales of stocks or bonds to-day.
Messrs. Palfrey & Co. will sell on Saturday th

24th, at the St. Charles Hotel Exchange, varier
kinds of bank shares, bonds and miscellaneot
stocks in general. It being the first public sale b

this season, bargains may be realized, and it wi
be well for all stock and bond dealers to attend.
