Ed. Oieoment-The past season has bees ony of
almost unparalleled prosperityin the city of, ew
Orleans. Af'the various pursalts that occupy the
attention and labor of those who make up the sub-
stantial part of a great metropolis, have remtel,4
an impetus equal to the most sangaine hope. Our
local improvements have been prosecuted with
judiious energy and seal; our grand chains of
communication with the tributary country, aye,
even beyond, have gone on steadily•and sorly, link
by link. We have learned how to spell railroads.
The result of this is only beginning to be, and yetis very apparently felt. Our thorougbhn e, our-warehouses, our domicls, and; in few words; the
busy, cheerful method that meets as everythere,
attest that under the system of improvemansti, so
happily inaugurated, the march of our cityis for-
ward; then let us push on. A great otym o t poe.seas both population and wealth. Thes ne iscoon-
oomitantofthe other. The corollary follows, thats
the one increases the other augments. It must be
granted, then, that t is the interest of all, be they
capitalists, merchants, mechanics or wht.it44d to
lend their assistance, bea it aver sogreatorslitle
in the eflbrt to build up the city with which they
are identified by their best interests, ailbotions and
associations.

I can only now ask the use of your valuable col-
imns for the purpose of suggesting one method.

Itis patentthat great difficulty exists in the pro.curing of.hooaes suitable for that portion of our
residents who are dependent upon their daily toil
for subsistence. Few who cannot call to mind an
enquiry made within a short time past, "Do you
know of a house to rent?" This shows one of two
things: First, that our population is increasingIn
a greater ratio than our ability to bestow it; or,
second, that adequate steps have not been taken to
develop that ability.. The first proposition Ido not
believe to be true, because it is unnatural. In re-
ference to the second, I submit that in the con-
struction of houses, the labor, the skill, the know-
ledge, and the time of the mason, the carpenter,
the plasterer, etc,, are all brought into requisition
and employed. The one is indispensable to the
other. Now, we have many residents who pursue
one or the other of the varioaranches of mechan-
ics for their livelihood, and with a view to ultimate
pro8t. Why, then, may not the effortof the one be
made conducive to the interest of the other, and
thus contributeto the prosperityofall? Mr. Editor,
let some one more competent answer the question;
but I beg, in advance, that I maynotmerelybe met
with-" the idea is eutopian " In most of our
large cities " Builders' Associationas" exist, Ihave
notbeen able to obtain any data in regard to them,
but it certainly borders on the anomalos, that with
us there existsno su ch association, so ftr as I can
learn. Why this is the case, would It not be well
for some one to tell us? I ventre now only to out
line a plan that suggests itself to me as worthy, at
least, of thought, in the carrying out of the objects
ito which I have referred. There are some months
of almost every year when the mechanic is com-
paratively idle. Well, let the mason, the carpenter,
the plasterer, etc., agree among themselves that
the labor, the skill and the time of the one shall be
contributed pro rata forthe benefit of the other in
the building of homes, and I'll warrant you they'll
laugh at "idle times." "But," says some one,
"where and how to buy the lots upon which to
build the hoases?" Why, sir, there are among us
many, pursuing the various callings to which I have
referred, who have nursed their earnings until they
can command their $500, or perhaps $1000. There
are squares of ground in and around the suburbs of
our city that can be purchased upon most reasons,
ble terms for the purpose indicated, because the
value of wurrounding property is necessarily and
immediately enhanced. Well, then, let this comity
of action, as it certainly is unity of interest, but
exist, and the requisite means, coqjointly with the
necessary labor and skill, are brought out, and in
the very nature of things, will achieve the desired
object, viz: the increase of the population and
wealth of our city, together with the promotion of
the comfort and interest of the citizen.

Ir. Editor, I had intended to illustrate, by i•n-
otancing another city of the South, where a very
similar plan has been for years in most successful
operation, but I fear your crowded columns can ill
aflbrd me place. I would then only say that whatI
have written is intended to attract the attention of
those more conversant with the subject, in the hope
that they will show these necessarily crude ans-
gestious to be fallacious or elaborate some method
