l, Is to divide the South, and to render her sub-joetion and overthrow an easy matter by her cun-

ning enemies.The remedy should exclude Northern manufac-
tntes and Importations from all the SouthernStates, or else the tdx will simply oppress the
eople of Virginia without reaching the injury.
pe Southern States, if consulted, will join Vir-ginia in adopting a common remedy, and by thisa

islt? None whatever.

What objecttons can be urged to a conference of
commissioners? We do not propose any Southern
Convention to discuss sectional grievancoes--leotS. these be the subject of State reflection, as they must
become of State action-but we propose that Vir-
ginia shall appoint commissioners, two or more, to
meet similar commissioners from the SouthernStates, whose duty It shall be to originate and
frame the principle of non-intercourse into oucht laws as will receive the sanction of the difibrent
State Legislatures. The commissiloners should be
the beet and ablest sons of the Southern States, of
tried and tested fidelity, and for whose wise and
prudent consultation the South would have the
guarantee of past lives fiithful to her cause.

Without some such consultation it is folly to ex-
pect that the legislation of Virginia will recommend

etselfto the other Southern States. We are unac-
quainted with the policy of those States, even their
mode of taxation is unknown and we eannot expect
those States to adopt the legislation of Virginia,
which comes to them withoutthe weight of recom-
mendation from their own citizens.

It is said that Virginia should lead, and that the
ether Southern States will follow and adopt her
legislation. We want Virginia to lead and act for
herself, but we desire also that other Southers
States be consulted, and their action secured by
the pledge of.their commissioners. The occasion
demands the conference, the evil to be remedied
afflicts all the Southern States, and its correction
should be the sointwork of all. Most of the Legis-
latores of the Southern States are in session at this
time.

The Power of Words.

A word is the body of a thought, and the very
common mistake of not looking beyond the mere
external, is made as often here as elsewhere. It
leads men, and sensible men, too, who happen not
to be wise upon this point, to refer to a mere pow-er of words, effects and Influences which belong tothe thought within. It is such a mistake as that
which should attribute to a man's muscles the tri.
nmph which he had won by his mind, or to the
excellent material and form of his clothing-work
which only the strong frame- within could do.
There are triumphs which mutcles alone can win;
there is a charm which dress alone may possess.
But the triumphs are not those which men, men
with souls s well as bodies, should estimate very
highly; and the charm of dress is one which is not
nasally valued greatly by those whose high estima-
tion is very desirabl. And yetit is surprisinghow
constanly the mistake of referring to words alone,to the mere power of utterance, a work and a suc-
cess which are dse to faculties of which thosewords are but the instruments, is made by sensi-
ble men.

In the life of George Stevenson, the engineer, a
man of very remarkable ability, I recently metwith this anecdote: At a dinner party at Sir EoberiPeel's, whom te was visiting, with a large corm-
pany, he engaged in a controversy with Dr. Buckland upon some question of geology, and the Dr.
silenced him soon and easily. After the dinner hefell in with Sir Willism Follett, then the leading
lawyer of England, and complained to him of hie
de'eat. "It is too bad," said he, "for I know I
was right, and if I had only Buckland's power of
words I should have made it appear." Follett
amnsed himself with mastering the points and
principles of the question, and the next day at
dinner the subject was again bronught up, and Fol-
lett joined in the conversation, and very speedilyand effectually baffled and silenced Buckland.
,What do you say to that, Mr. Stevenson?" said
Sir Robert Peel. "Why," said be, "I will only
say this, thant of all the powers above and under
the earth, there seems to me no power so great as
the gift of the gab."

By this somewhat coarse expression, Stevenson
simply meant the gift of words- the power of ut-
terance. But was it the gift of speech which en-
abled the lawyer to look through the mists of their
loose talr and see plainly where Stevenson was
right and could be defended? Or wasit in theclear and trained intellect, and the prompt and
perfect logic, which gave Follett the power of pen-
etrating to the very heart of the question, and of
keeping his opponent to the exact point at issue,
and of compelling him to abandon sophistries and
side issues, and when he had been driven to his in-
most citadel of forcing him to surrender that as
utterly untenable. And yet, not Stevenson only,but very possibly every man at the table, as they
enjoyed this gladiatorial amusement of the great
lawyer, looked upon it as a mere victory of words.
I have related this anecdote because it seems to
me to illunsatrae perfectly a very common mistake-
inrelatlon to Mr. Chioate. His victories, too, were
sometimes regarded as victories of words.

I cannot but regard word-painting as among the
fins arts, and as standing very high among them.
A word, gentlemen, is it not the instrument of mind
as much as the pencil or the chisel? Will it not
present to the mind's eye the beauty of thought
and feeling, nay, all that one human heart can offer
to another of majestic truth, of tenderness, of
strength, of purity, of grace? An anecdote, which
has come down to os from the land and the age
of Phidias, imports that the sculptor finds his statue
in the marble, and that it is his work to liberate it
from the stone. Not so; the canvas and the mar-
ble only present, transferred to their natural sub-
stance, the lines the hues and forms which mustfirst exist in the mind of the artist. It is his first
work to bid them live definitely and completely inhis imagination. It is his second workto bring themfrom within, without, and invest them for the em-ployment and the instruction of others in the per-manent material he employs.
