The year, the month and the week, asuming

yesterday as the commencement, opened with fine
and clear weather-very opportune at this june-
ture; which, with many arrivals of steamboat from
the Interior, and a good number of vessels from
sea, created great activity and business on the
levee and landings in general. Though free com-
munloatton with the great West Ia prevented by an
embargo of lee and cold weather, there is a great
deal of buslness at this time on hand, which will
take some days, perhaps weeks, to clear off, when
our mercantile classes will be better prepared for
the Western avalanche. In some respects, thile
year ? '9 commences with about as much as can
well be got through with for a few days, particu-
larly In the way of payments, they being very
large this week in all the btnks.

Further talk wis on the Canada's adviees from
Liverpool, up to the 17th alt., which we placed
before the public in our edition yesterday. The
quotations for middling cotton, 7 1-16., will not
cover the shipments going on, or those made here
In November. The stock of American cotton was
reduced, up to the 17th, to 202,000lbles, a large
reduction for the week, in the face of numerous
vessels being due and over due. The politfcal'ad-
vices are brief, and of very little importance.
Consola, the thermometer of finance, were so so,
which can be interpreted as at last quotations, in
which no one on our flangs take much interest.
The talk was, there are some sort of consols or
promises, and red ink obligatiols, just as interest-
ing, nearer home; and though the English funds
closed at an Ith advance, not so much can be said
In favor of home funds, not even in Wall street, of
which private advices do not read so favorable as
last week. In the moantime, there was some side
talk going on, of some sterling bills drawn here
against cotton, being noted for non-acceptance, to
the amount of sixteen thousand pounds. No doubt
the cotton will be good for them when it arrives
In Liverpool, premising that the bills traveled with
more speed than the cotton. There were several
vessels over due in Liverpool on the 17th, from the
United States. The easterly winds which set in
about the 10th, on the English coast, may abate or
change, so as to allow the two hundred thousand
bales of cotton then due to reach port.

Though tle gatherings on the sunny side of Ca-
rondelet street yesterday were numerous, nothing
transpired but talk, and it a very early hour the
festivities of New Year day called off many of the
habitues, and the day closed under remarkable
quietness. The movements in cotton were very
light, and nothing of importance transpired in the
freight market.

The malls continue in the same condition as last
week. One or two letter mails have been received
via Mobile. The entire system of mail service ap-
pears to be getting worse each succeeding week;
in fact, it is becoming a nuisance and disgrace.

The next steamers due from Europe are the
North Briton at Port'and, of the 21st, the City of
Baltimore at New York, of same date. The Arabia
Is the steamer of the 24th, from Liverpool for New
York. Great mail service our Government per-
forms towards its citizens! The Bremen steame
from New York have to be applied to to carry the
United States mails; and then, at other times,they
are forwarded via Canada, to go by the Montreal
line from Portland to Liverpool. The summer
steamers of Mr. Vandeibilt have been withdrawn,
as they were not built for winter service, or pro-
bably it does not pay to keep them only a few
months in the year. When the Collins line was
drawn oil the ocean by the neglect, parsimony and
withdrawal of the government subsidy, it was pre-
dicted that the correspondence and foreign mail
service of the United States would be under the
entire control of the English Government. And
suppose the rate of postage between the two coun-
tries should be doubled, what then? There is no
treaty in existence to last for any length of time
concerning the present postal arrangemnent. Come,
Mr. Iolt, hurry up the Florida route ; let we folks
of the Crescent have a third route, that we may be
certain of a mail once in three days, or twice a
week.
