TALK O 'OHitANG.

It was rather dull than otherwise on the flags
yesterday. Though our great thoroughfare, the
Boulevard Canal, with the great crowd passing to
and fro through rue Royal, would seem to warrant
the belief that a great press of business was mov-
ing onward, the windjpg cup of the day 'di icdt con-
firm the indications. By reference to our marine
lint it will be ohsrered that there were very few ar-
rivals of steamnbats to talk about. Carondelet
street was quiet. The movements in the greate

The maulls having failed about every. day for
weeks past, including yesterday, we are deprived
of the regular weekly returns of receipta at the
ports of Savannah and Charleston, nor have the
weekly returns 'from Galveston come to hand, nor
the circulat of the New York oracle of the 3d inst.
The Bulls and Bears will, therefore, be in the dark
about figures this morning, though they will.shoa"
an increase on the increase of last Wednesday.

The great levee and landings are nearly cleared
off of the large receipts of produce; the arrivals
from the West are few and far between. On the
flags of Tehoupitolas, Poydras and New Levee
streets, as well as on Front Levee, there were
symptoms of inactivity and dullness. The mild
weather for the past three days leads to talking of
a thaw and break up of the ice in the West. It Ih
almost too soon to expect such favorable intelli-
gence. The advices from Red river are not en-
couraging for an immediate rice of water. The
boats arriving from that section do not bring more
than half loads of cotton, and general business is
much retarded. Last ydar at tlhis time the naviga-
tion was open, and boats broughtr in fall loads of
the staple.

Our marine list for the past two days has pre-
sented a very meagre mlmber of arrivals from sea,
yet freights have been rather dull and drooping-
9-10 and a fraction below are the ruling tfignrs.
There was talk of a ship loading for Itavre at
I 3-16e., but it turned up she was chartered in t-ew
York. An imnportant feature in the freighting and
transportation appears to attend the closing of the
tipper rivers by ice. It appears that when the
.Mississippi river becomes froze uti and powerless,
the railroad companies inl the West advance the
rates of transportation. For instance, it costs $1
per barrel to briny flour from St. Louis via Cairo to
New Orleans. There was some talk of the tobacco
crop. Though the weed is in constant demand
and use from thie rising of tihe sun to the setting
thereof, and vie• vretso, as a general matter to
think of, there is very little talk abgut it. The re-
ceipts of the weed since tie commencement of the
present commercial season, show an increase of
12} •ct. over last. But as tihe weed, although in
constant use, is very little thought of, stored away
as it is, in the wareehouses in the large and bulky
Ihogpheads; yet there are ocrealonal sales snBicient
to show there is some vitality regnardling it. There
is very little talk on 'change ab,out tobacco: will
niot some i•f the filcetors nnl rotkers in the weel

brl•h up a little talk now anl then ? D)on't let the
cotton folks monolpolize all thle confans.

Our COIniatry lubsiribvc
will understand that tial facilities form a good
hiare of tile talk on clhatnge. anct thatl tih! prIcesent

inefficient system is condemned inl the'strongest
termn. In conformity to usage, the placard at the
Post-Office toldt the same old stcory, " the nmail via
Mobile failed from beyond some point."

We
prefer the Macbeth of Edwin Booth to that of any
actor now on the American boards. We don't al-
low that he can be surpassed in it by any.

done." She said, " Ie Ihas one righto he called
me a --. "' I sew the Iersonwho followed Droze,
as I atpposed, stab hima twice. The blowsr were
aimed between: the hdahd aid breast. The nlon
had something in his hand, but could not say what

Peter Burlof sworn-Drone called me after the
difficulty, and told me that the man in the next
house had killed him with aflik.

F. Dalcosr sworn-After Droze was stabbed he
gave me his hand, and said he was a dead man:
that he was murdered by the man in the next
house, and for notheni. He had merely gone to
the man to make up with him.

The inquestwas continued till to-day, in order to
secure the testimony of Drone's widow. Nothing
has yet been heard of Perry, or of his mother, who
fled with him.
