The gatherings on the Sags yesterdaywere large.
Tchoupitoulas, Poydras and New Levee streets
were thronged, as well as other streets. A great
improvement and increase in general trade was
talked of. There has been more business doing in
the dry goods and grocery branches than for any
week this season. Communication with Red and
Ouachita rivers, and the numerous bayous is free,
and the staple is coming in with great freedom.
We have received the best share of the crop from
the shipping points on the Mlsielsippi river, in fact,
the receipts from all points from Memphis down
will fall off from week to week. We need not ex-
pect many of those large cargoes of 4000 bales,
which have been received so often this season.
Another rise in the water of Red river will lead Into
the merits of receipts from Northwestern Loui-
sians, and the Ouachita and bayous tributary
thereto will throw out their thouaands for the
coming six weeks. By the Jackson Railroad we
have received the bldk of the receipts, and thou-
sand bale trains daily, or even every other day,
need not be expected hereafter during this season.
The mild weather encourages thb hope that a free
resumption of intercourse with the great West will
not be long delayed. There is, or ought to be, an
immense quantity of productions to be forwarded
to some market front the Western and Northwest-
ern States. If these productions-flour, wheat,
corn and pork-come hither, they will bring good
prices, and be paid for in gold and silver. We
never talk in this community or market about cur-
rency. It is gold here altogether, and gold it will
continue to be, though hundreds of dealers, banks
and bankers, prefer our exchange, the checks of
our banks and the drafts of our merchants, instead
of gold.. We are likely to haves free amount of
shipping in port all through the season, but the
present rates of freight will, in our opinion, be
maintained. The produce of the great West can
be sent forward. Farmers and dealers wlirflnd our
market the best in the Union. The West Indies
will require a large supply. Our movements will
not be harrassed by ice and cold weather as in
Northern cities; so the talk is, for the great West
to send forward the contents of granaries and
warehouses.

On Carondelet street there was the usual daily
confab. Cotton factors, cotton buyers, ship agents,
ship brokers, cotton broker, exchange brokers,
note sellers, stock jobbers, gentlemenof no partien.
lar occupation, congregated, met here and there,
and asked of each other whatis the news? Now, this
is an old story ; cannot this old theme be consigned
to oblivion, and the more urgent one of what is the
"racket" aubstituted.

The movements in cotton yesterday were free,
the Bears seem to take hold freely at present prices,and factors met the demand correspondingly. There
is some talk that many Bears are now in a chrysalis
state--having completed their purchases, are only
waiting the continuance of this mild, spring-like
weather, when their coats will have been shedded
an we shall hear of them as Bulls on the goring
order. In fact, the operators of last fall are esti-
mating 4,000,000 as the maximum, in the face of
the receipts reaching 3,000,000 bales by the last of
the month. It is immaterial what the receipts may
be-all the good and clean cotton will be wanted,
bought and paid for at remunerative prices to
grower and factor.

is not of much use to talk about the malls.
There will be eleven mails due this morning by the
Mobile route; and if there were twenty due by the
Jackson Railroad route yesterday, there will be
twenty-one due this morning. As we talked and
predicted, the boat from Mobile, the old Oregon,
due on Thursday, could not find water [enough,
and concluded to rest at Pass Christian. Now, it
is something of a fallacy to passengers and others
to put one hundred and fifty bales of cotton on
board of a boat that draws six feet, light, to come
through a channel of about five feet depth. Then,
the favorite Creole, of the coast line, was dispatched
for Mobile with the mails, to the inconvenience of

-coast residents, and she also grounded on Thurs-
day night; consequehtly there was no connection
at Mlobile yesterday with.the Northern mail, and
the correslpondence intended to go by the steamer
of next Wednesday-the Arabia for Liverpool-
will be in the rear. Those who forwarded by
express will get their letters througih in season. It
would not have made any difference had the mails
connected at Mobile, as there are many points of
failure beyond there. At a late hour we learned
that the Oregon had met with an accident to her
engine. There was some disappointment expressed
from the non-arrival of the Hungarian and Europa,
the latter of the 31st ult. from Liverpool. However,
cottonsoperators move along regardless whatever
of the purport of the expected advices.

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FATAL AFRAY AT TDi AR. O Lskass HomB .-
On Thursday afternoon two dtozens of Madison
parish, in this State, had a raeonnter in the ro-
tunda of the St. Charles H#l. One wese Mr.
Charles N. Harris, a planter;, and the other was
Dr. W. H. Peck, a measberjf the Lelislature.
Weapons were drawn en botlides. Harris hot
at Peck, but did not bit him nr any one else, for a
wonder, the rotunda being 'ewded, as it always
is at this season.

One story is," * P4dk 5hb psatoeaat, but
eold it upwards and did neI d, beeause a the
rush and confusion of the aksent he' coud dot
get a good sight at his enemy. The afatir natur.
ally created the greatest excittfent. Mr. Hildreth,
the lessee of the hotel, had Hiris arrested. Peck
made no complaint. At nightkarris was released
by his friends going his security. He asked the
officer for his weapons, conoting of a revolver,
a derringer and alknife. Tha officer refused to
give them up, the charge against him not being
disposed of. He urged as an excuse that he ex-
pected to have to renew the dillfficulty, and wished
to be prepared for it. Not being qble to get the
weapons, he went away without them; Yesterday
morning he honored his bond by appearing before
Recorder Summers and payin`a fine of $20.
Between 1 and 2 o'clock yesierda.afternoon the

two gentlemen had another euating in the same
place, and Harris was instantly killed. The Coro-
nial investigation not being held yesterday, we
'had to obtain our own Inforaation, the best we
could. We w[1 give the aiahment of Mr. W. B.
Martin, who wha in company with Harris when the
fatal meeting took place:
I was standing with Mr. Harris at the office

counte ofehtel. He wajttlinn his bill with
the clerk, and had a nomberi, bank notes in his
hand, when Dr. Peck came onnd spoke to him.
Whathe sid I did not hear' bet Harris, facint
round to him, and appearing 'o be much exciteh
neravosly, said to him, "I annot Drepared for a
difficulty now." Some other words passed, and
Harris said, "

'
am not afraid 'yo." Peck then

drew a revolver, and Harris she drew one. Peck
fired first. They exchanged $everal shots; how
many I cannot tell; Harris releatin•, and finally
tkiong refuge in the wine ro (a little li-stairn
bar-room at the ide of the tt office.) Peck
drew a knife and pursued; Harris got over the
counter; Peck jumped over th counter after binm,
caught him in the corner, ant finished him with
his knife. I followed, and seers thisesaidtoPeck,

For God's sake, st•oyyuon'rellled him already."
At that he btoppedsheafthg re rIs , and came out.

The bar-tender who witneeTed the finale of the
tragedy, said that when Hastis rushed into the
room, he stood for a momeneo trying to conceal
himself behind the glass doorn whilsts standing,
he discharged his pistol, acedentally, he thought,
as the bullet entered the woowork latterally on
the other side of the door. rris then ran to the
counter, keeping close to th wall, got over the
counter, and squatted downi the corner behind
it. At the ame moment, P came running in
with a knife in his hand, sp g over the counter,
caught Harris in his corner, a plunged his knife
into him several times.
Harris never said a word, add, when picked up,

was dead. His body was carpoed to his room and
laid ons a bed. Peek, after filhhing his work, re-
turned to the rotunda. The plople in the rotunda,
who had dodged and scattefed in all directions
when the shooting began, nol came surging in a
crowd around Peck. He had his bloody knife in
his hand, and was replacing itin his sheath, when
he exclaimed, "stand back, gentlemen, don't
crowd me !" Lieut. Dryden,,arriving, asked him
to give up the knife. He reised, Some of the
crowrd said, "That's an oier, surrender." He
quietly gave up the knife, surrendered, and was
taken to the First District lockup. The atories of
all the witnesses agree as to the extraordinary
coolness and composure of Peck, before and after
the tragedy.

What led to the first rencounter on Thursday, we
are unable to state. It is supposed to have re-
sulted from some old difference at their home in
Madison parish.

Deputy Coroner Soraparu being notified, noon
arrived to set about holding his inquest. A few
witnesses were secured, but in order to obtain all
the witnesses possible, the inquest was postponed
till to-day. The post-mortem examination was
made, however, by Dr. Berthelat. The following
wounds were found: One shot in the right shoulder;
one shot in the right side, between the seventh and
eighth ribs, penetrating the liver; one shot near
the middle of the breast, between the first and sec-
ond ribs; two stabs in the left shoulder, laying the
flesh tpen to the bone; one stab in the left arm,
and one stab in the left side, betweeh the fifth and
sixth ribs, penetrating the lung. Total, seven
wounds, three by pistol and four by knife-three at
least being mortal. The dead man was left, to be
taken charge of by his friends.

The St. Charles Hotel being crowded, with a
thodoapd or more guests from all parts of the
country and of the world, it may easily be ima-
gined what an excitement has pervaded that build-
ing, through the desperate proceedings of the last
two days, in the rotunda, where most are in the
habit of lounging and talking, and smoking and
reading.

MOtto ExCITrrEhNT AROUND THv ST. CHARLES
HoTaL.-Whilst the tragedy above narrated was
still the buzz around the St. Charles Hotel yester-
day afternoon, the report of a pistol in the crowd
down stairs set everybody to jumping around and
looking six ways for Sunday. It was found that
the shot proceeded from a drunken stranger
named John Boylan, and that the good genius of
the hotel had wafted the bullet clear of all parties.
Officer Carr seized the man, and met with the
fiercest resistance, getting his clothes torn and
covered with mud, and finding it necessary to aso.
cept the help of other officers in the job of taking
him to the lockup. It is said that the man fired
his pistol at no one in particular-being actuated
by a drunken frenzy, stimulated, no doubt, by the
previous excitements of the day at that place.

We heard that some one else shot at somebody
or something around the hotel during the afternoon,
but failed to get the particulars.

tossANc or Tuo POLICE CocnTs.-Recorder
Long had a number of interesting cases before hini
for investigation yesterday.

Our readers will remember that some time ago,
one Walter Bell, alins Scotty, the sailor-runner
and ring-fighter, was tried for violating the person
of a young Irish girl named Ellen Lecopute, and
that his prospective trip to Baton Rouge was avoid-
ed through the influence of his friends, who got
around the girl and persuaded her to marry him.
The marriage took place about two or three
months ago. Yesterday this couple were in Court;
Scotty, the timid and the tender-hearted, having
had his Ellen arrested on the charge of outrage-
ously abusing him and threatening his life. His
intense respectability caused him to give only her
maiden name when he asked for her arrest, and
yesterday, in Court, he spoke of her as "that
girl," etc.; evidently wishing it to be understood
that he was not married to her. Ellen, who is a
rather good-looking girl, appeared at the bar
brightly dressed, with dete~pdination and spunk
written in every line of her face.

Scotty's story was, that whilst he was quietly
moving his furniture from the room where they
had boarded together, she abased him in the most

wicked dianaer,call ul sen oa s-b,
and'saying that setae she had marrledhimto mavehim from the pea•eniary, she would new It, t .

that either he or e shsldtvlbaere t ; that dsh
threatened to cut his throat, knock his bratl •nt,
and the like. He mid they could'•t get aloag to
gether, and thatlh was boaund to aquither tht
she was too much for any one man; he woeld'nt
live with her for a hundred dollars a day; she was
better man than be, and he was a to stay

h helr anyhow. T 'hishe mias ,oensw aat afraid

of her, appeared to be true; for when he went to
take sway the furniture he knew that she would
resent it as a robbery, and so took a polieeman
along. He commenced moving the furniture, she
raised the tie, andshe had 'let etstd, e' le•ath
he had her arrested, because the object of her
abuse was to induce hih to strike her; that she
might have him arrested.

The officer testfiled that whilst he weu praent,
Ellen peoilipf isild lut 98Mswhtit idha s aay
everything, and not leave hIreven a bed to sleej
on. Scotty admitted that he was spggeingste e
everything. Being reminded that his wife had an
inattrest. tR:sisersnl 5jreteit ltut ehd eed
smashed up a good many things,u tby w hehalf. Thelamudlady of the house teutdedthat Elen
was a good, decent girl, and made, a good wife,
always keeping her plac6dMi hisd tidy; and never
getting drunk; also, that Scotty was in the habit
of ill-treating her, and one night turned her out of
the room and kept her idt.

Ellen told her story. Shedid'nt deny the abuse
and tlreats. Bu•jainsuled -hemelfpnt h greuad of
his ill-treatment of her, and final robbery of thefurniture. The Recorder asked her if she wanted
to live with Scotty again. She said no, but she
wanted him to pay for her enpport, as she was his
lawful wife. She dinplayed,her marriage cerfit8cate.
Scotty here put In wickedly, "If you wantsopportane for it." Said the Recorder, " You leep your
mouth shut or I'll have you locked up. lD you
take this for a bar-room ." Scotty was silent but
very red. The Recorder settled the case by put-
ting Ellenunder bonds of $100 to keep the peace
for a month, and Scotty under bonds of $00 to keep
the peace for six months.

Another interesting ease was that of a respects.
ble looking young man, a Creole, who was araigned
on the charge of having given a brital looking
Teutonan awful beating on the Getlllyroail. The
Teuton's head, swelled up and tied up, showed that
the young man had punished him with an oncom-
monly keen appetite. He did not deny the charge
butofferedjustification. The Dutchmanhad chased
his sister on the Gentilly road, with, as was sup-
posed, the worst intentips. The young man's
sister, a handsoi ~ nd modest looking girl 14 r 15
years old, was brought .latoe ourt and with much
weeping told her story.

ment he deserved. A witness, however, testified
that the Dutchman did not ruan after the girl ; and as
the girl, upon being cross-questioned, caught her-
self in some discrepancies, there was doubt enough
left to justify the Recorder in fning the young man
$15. The young man left with lookd which said
plainly enough, "Mr. Brute, you will have to look
osut for yourself hereafter ! "

A third case was one of'pecullar interest. A
respectable looking, widow lady appeared in court
with her daughter, a nice pretty yong lady, to
prosecute Margaret, a slave woman, for insult and
abuse. The slave was a repulsive looking wench,
well dressed, but with pulfy lips, monkey jaws,
and her wool drawn tightly back front her black
face, and bound in a knot on the back of her idiot
shaped head. Her master, a respectable old gen- I
tleman of the Second District, was there with a
lawyer to defend her. It appeared that this old
gentleman's son, a scapegrace of a fellow, was
courting the widow's daughter, with honorable in-
tentions; and that one day, whilst he was seated
in, the parlor with the old lady and her daughter,
the wench entered in a fury, and peremptorily or-
dered the you ng man to lcave5as he belonged to
her-that he had been living with her, and that
she had a child by him; at the same time talking
in the most insulting manner to the white ladies.
