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DEATHn o COL. W. D. Roy.-It is our painful
duty this morning to announce the death of eur se.
nior cotempaorary of the Vicksburg Southern Sun,Col. Wm. I. Roy, which occurred on our streets
yesterda morning, at the ands of Mr. J. D. Shep.
pard. It appeared from the testimony at the Cer-
oner's Inveetigation that as Col. Roy was crossing
the street between Mr. Tillman's and Messrs. Hard-
away 4 White'e, Mr. Sheppard stepped up and im-
mediately shlot him, the ball lodging in the left
breast, just above the heart. `ol. itoy drew his
pistol but was unable to use it; before he could
Ecock t he fell and immediately explired. The pis-
tol was found by his side, without a cap being
sarred or a barrel discharged. Mr. Shieppard
gave himself up and was lodged in jail.

Mr. Roy was about 35 yeare of age, and a native
of Seotlaed, but for nearly all his life a resident of
Mlasslsappl, having been brought here when qnite
young. He has been widely known as a newop-.JM ublisher and editor in various portions of the

Of the reumsatances attending this sad afllfair,thes publio are probably well aware. It was a
mere personal affair, growing out of financial mat-tere eonneeted with the Sun office, of which Mr.Shaepprd had formerly been book-keeper and

The 4dMrie y0inllltywba yetjlbrl afternoon
Sast oom over the ity of Lawrensce has already

beent diasiled•th mth fallness, but the follow-
ing faller account, gathered last night by our own
reporters on the spot, will e read with intense in-
terest.

The mill, which wR a long brick building 300
feet long by4 feet wide, was yesterdayn full ope-
ration, when, ata e ew minutes after 5 o'clock
in the afternoon it fll with a sudden crash, and
without hardly a moment' warning, to the ground,
bur init rtthe vat msshse of machinery

aged i at toutaind w~ ttsreaes of solid iron,
and minled wlitthe beams and brick of the edi-
bce, lay in mangled and gory layers the forms of
over fear h ndred homan bei•ng.

As soon s those in the neighborhood could re-
cover from the horrified astonishment into which
they were thrown by the disaster, the fire alarm
was at once sounded, and the department were
roon on the spot. Their services were not, however,

required to extinguish any flame, for at this time
no fire had broken o et.

Without the horror on fire, however, the scene
was frightfui beyond description. The rains lay
in one confused heap, covering an area of about
thirty feet.

From nearly every hole and crevice in this vast
pile, from the top, from the sides, and in fact from
every fissure from whence a voice from the inside
could make its way, came shrieks for help, groans of
anguish, prayers and moaningo, and in many, very
many cases, the poor uffnrers could be distinctly
seen,talked to,and evenreached by the hand from
the outside. Many ths imprisoned were encour-
aged and sasteined by assrancese of safety and in
many cases cups of coffee could be, and were
passed down to those below, who, alas! after all
this near approach to safety, saw hour after hour
pas away, until, at last, the frightful cry of fire,and the greedy icking of the flames approached
ith fearful rapidity, crackling and hissing all over

the remains on the ground, told them too plainly
that all hope of life was gone. The fall of the,
building took place just as the mill was being
lighted up, and ontside, of course, all was dark.
To obviate this diMfclty huge fires were made

to the leeward of the rin, andthe light thus made
lighted up the horrible scene with inexpressible
grandeor.

Early in the morning a squad of canvassers were
organioed, and the whole city was laid out into
small districts, and a pretty thorough canvass was
entered into, the men going from house to house,
thereby ascertaining in every family where per-
sons were either wounded, missing or safe. The
summing up shows that one hundred and sixty-two
persons were miuing. This embraces all those
known to have been killed and those of which no
tidings have been obtained. It is admitted by those
who have gone into the investigation that fifty-two
persons are yet immolated in the brick and mortar.
One hundred and thirty dead bodies have been re-
moved ito the City Hal or been delivered to recog-
nizing friends.

From numerous incidents and fearful scenes re-
lated by the correspondent of the Boston Tran-
script we select the following:

When the alarm from this disaster was first given
in Lawrence, it was supposed to be caused by the
explosion of a boiler at the mill, then that the
structure was in flames. After the true cause be-
came known, the alarm which before existed was
intensified intoapanic fearful to contemplate. Eye
witnesses of the scene say that it wouldbe hard to
conceive its parallel. To-day general gloom ap-
pears to have sattlied over the community. One of
the largest schools in the city, numbering several

sndred scholars, was convened this morning, but
dismissed, as half of the usual number of pupils
were not in attendance.

The falling of the walls of the building com-
mesnced at the southeast corner, where a portion
of the brick work, fifteen feet high, was seen by
bystanders to force itself outwardly. Inless than
a minute thereafter the walls of the mills, with the
exeption of the chief wing, were precipitated into
a hideous mass of ranes. The noise produced by
the awful event was said by some to resemble that
of a terrible snow slide-a sharp, quick rattle,
giving premonition of the occurrence of an awful
catastrophe. The sound was heard qhite a dis-
tace, and was regarded by many individuals as
the shock of an earthquake.

The most appalling feature in the calamity was
the burning to death of scores of Individuals in the
wings of the buildmig. Thoogh confined within
solidbrick walls, assstance had nearly reached
them when the fire broke out.

In one case one of these persons was helped to
a glass of water by parties who were endeavoring
to extricate her. Sh said thatnearher, separated
only by a single beam, were six men uninojured.
Alas ! they were all consumed in the flames, which I
spread with great rapidity. How many were thus
burned there is no data for estimating. A personu
who was at the fire from its beginning became
cognizant ef three parties of individuals-from
fsour to six in number-who thus perished. t

Singular to relate, it was currently reported and
generally believed, that a man was rescued from
the ruins at 11 o'clock this forenoon, only slightly
injured. If this were so, it was a most miraculous
preserration.

The vicinity of the mills looks very much like a
vast charnel house, as litters, having on them t
corpses, are constantly passing through thestreets J
in that quarter.

The sights and scenes at this period of the disas-
tarwere frightful. One poor girl, alive and fully
coasrious,was dragged from the east end of the
fallen massn, with her left arm torn from the socket,
and her body and legs awfully mangled. She was
taken by her friends, but could not have survived t
0ong. in one place the bodies of three girls were

foond locked in each other's arms, but quite dead. f,
They could not be removed without mangling the t
bodies, and being abandoned for a time, the flumes ti
broke out before another attempt was made, and
all three perished.

One Irishman was token out quite unhurt, and
his first act was to feel is his pocket, from whence
he drew forth a sooty"dudeen," and seizinog a h
brand from the fire, he lit his pipe and went his tIA.•-v

Next from tile ruins we saw the dead body of a
lad, and following him was borne a girl with one of
her |ankles burnt to a crisp. She had been con-
fined by one foot between two beams, and only by
the utmost exertion was she recovered. She was
also taken home by her friends.

A young girl was released just bef(re the James
burst forth, and inanswer to a qoestion stated thabt
she was unhunrt. It afterwards appeared thalt her
right arm was badly broken near the wrist, but in
the excitement of the moment and in the joy of
deliverance from a dreadful death, she had not no-
ticed the hlrt.

One woman was found with her head jammed
between two heavy beams, and pressed so that it
was not thicker than the thickness of a hand. It
was a sickening sight.One young girl, whose name we have but do not
publish, was confined in a narrow hole surrounded
by broken machinery and ragged timber and
boards, succeeded in crushing ont into the open
sir, but when she emerged from the ruins she had
scarcely an article of clothing on her person.

Perhaps one of the saddest episodes of the whole
calamity was the fate of Mr. Maurice Palmer, who
was overseer in the mill. In the fall he was so em-
bedded in the ruins that he could not be extricated
before the fire, and seeing the dreadful element
approaclding him, he, in his agony and despair, de-
termined not to be roasted to death, and so drewhis pocket knife and cut his throat. He was, how-
ever, taken out alive, and would lhave survived
but for the self-isflicted injury. Who, however,
can judge the anguish and agony which inducedtihe fearful deed.

Previous to the fire, two sisters were togetherand comparatively unhurt. They would have been
rescued. Hearing the roar of thle flames, they ex-
claimed, "Oh od! we have got to die."

Another woman shrieked out piteously that the
fire was burning her brain, but the flamses soon
after silenced her cries.

It has already been stated previously that oneman cut his throat lest he should be burned alive.
Mr. Branch told his friends who were digging forhim that he should resort to the same means toescape the tortures of the fire. Ice was persuaded
ito desist, and fortunately was rescued.
The awful death which some died by the fire was

fearfully attested by those baked and blackened
forms h hen taken out-not in anything like thoseof nman beings.

A strictinvestigation into the causes of the ca-
tastrophe has been instituted, and the following is
a portion of the testimony before the Coroner's
jury :

Win. Barber testified that the foundation wasinufficient; the stone was good but shallow, espe-
cially at the southend, where 

t
he ground is a quick-

sand and spougy'soll. ' Also, he thought the wallstoo thin for so large a building.
Willianm Sullivan testified that he did the excava-

tion for foundations and considered it deep enough
and more solid than others.

John Tuttle said he was one of the firm that putup the brick work. He said the walls were too
weak and tihe quality of brick too poor. The water
was rnnning in the foundation of the walls for two
months. Such things Ihe considered dangerous, and
night undermine the walls. Witness explasined
that where the upper floor timbers were put in on
projection, thrown out of the inner wall, the whole
wall was solid and about eighteen inches thick;the timbers were so shabort tlhat they entered but a
little distance into the wall and rested mainly on
the brick projectinos.

Adjourned till to-morrow.
The Boston IHerald's correspondent, writing

from Lawretce, says that but one dead body was
taken from the ruins, apparently about 25 years
old ,but so ashockingly mutilated that even the eyes
of the teerest relative could not possibly recog-niz5 any familiar lineaments. Her face was charred
anti bUrned to the depth of about halt an inch, and
the bek• part of herhead and all the way behind
her.• a were also burned to the bone ; otherwise
te• mea did not appear to reach her; her bsoam

nd e lower part of her body are uninjured. She

had probaby lain in a place where her head alone
was exase Ito the flimes and had burned her
hands in temptngto protect it. Nothingremasnn
standing g1 the scene of the disaster except the
Immense mallmneyos, through which ran the shafting
which carried on the works. The wood and timber
work has pfetty much all been removed from the
spot and nothing now remains but a crashed and
mingled msas of brigks, mortar and broken ma-
ohinery.

The Pemberton Corporation has the ruins in
charge, and have employed about fifty men is
clearing anay the rubbish. Their progress, how-
ever, owing to the storm and difileuties ol the job,
was but slight. The volunteers who had worked
there with aimost superhuman efforts for 24 hours,
were worn out with fatigue, and it was impossible
this morning to hire laborers to-proseeute thile task
of exhomihg those who yet lie buried in the rub-
bish. Tha smoke is still`ascending from the black
heaps, and a stream from the fire engine from Man.
chester wa's kept on the heated mass.

LAwn••En, Jan. 13.--The coroner's jury reas-
sembled this morning. The testimony during the
forenoon was mainly in relation to the construce
tion of the building, but nothing new was elicited.
Three more bodies were taken from the ruins to-
day. They were all badly mutilated-two of them
so badly that they could not be recognized. The
third was discovered bya fragment of clothing to
be that df Mrs. Augustine Ann Ashwortlh. She
was 18 years of age and was married in March last.
Her husband is a shoemaker and works at North
Salem. Her body was nearly consumed. The
body taken out last night has been identified as
that of Ma. Margaret Turner.

Stephen Wallace, a mason, who worked on the
mill, confirmed the story about the water running
through the foundation of the mill, and thought it
true that the foundation might have been under-
mined by water; thought the walls too thin; never
worked on a large mill so thin; the mortar used
was good; the bricks were hard but rough.

Manrico Knowles, a carpenter who worked on
the Pembhrton Mill, did net know that he had ever
workodlo a mill with wails so thick as these. He
thought at the time that the shoring of the floors
was insun cient and the caps on the pilasters too
smail ; thb ght he had never seen a mill so much
cutup with windows " thio would weaken the walls;
didn't thipk the traek by the cslmsney weakened
the building materially ; could not give a decided
opinion a to the cause of the fall, but thought from
pr oentappearances that the pillars gave way first.

Benj. Joolidge, assistant engineer of the Essex
Compan, at the time of the building of the Pem-
berton ills, testified that the soil was remarkably
solid uan ; that the loam under that was the bowl-
der founsation, extending three or four feet, com-
posed of atones from 500 pomsds weight down to
the size cf a man's head and also sand; under thio
lies what is called in Lawrence, cuddling, some-
times so ilid that it breaks out in lumps when
dry, and when wet, os in the Pemberton Mills. alitle mod leaks out of it; under that is a peculiar
quichkand, useless to excavate it as it comes op ;
we only touched this in the excavation for the
whole biilding, which is not the main building;
there never was a foundation wall laid in Lawrence
equal to that in solidity and strength; it was made
with sto•es long enough to go across; I think the
foundation will be found solid now.

Dojnwfla of Bnlldln•iss In MIenphls.

There must he something radically wrong or
recklesrly criminal in modern architecture, at least
in this country, unless we can attribute the acci-
dents by falling walls that are continually taking
place altogether to the haste and carelessness with
whidch uildings are too often erected. Within less
than three days after the awful disaster at Law-
rence, Massachusetts, which has sent a thrill of
horror tthroughout the whole country, two similar
accidints, on a smaller scale, occur in letmplhis,
Tennessee. In the BUletin of the 14th we read:

At ar: early honr yesterday morning the founda-
tion wu-ls of the rear portion of Mesors. Forrest,Jones l 5 Co.'s negro mart, on Adams street, gave
way, causing the entire building to tall to the
ground, baurying beneath its rlins six valuable
negro nmen. The portion of the building which
gave way was three stories in hight, and separated
by a nalrrow court from the maini structure, which
escaped injury. Soon aftero the accident the rtins
took lire, but through thle active and persevering
extertions of the citizens, assisted by the chain.gang
force, hvich had been dispatched to the scene bythe M1styor, the flames were speedily subdued, and
the wprlirk of exhuming tihe unfortunate negroes
commenced with vigor. It reqoired but a brief
space of time to remove the briciks and rlbbish
beneath which the negroes were barict, when it
was aicertaoied that two of them had been killed
by thg accident, theo dangerously injured, while
the others escalced with some slight bruiscs and
contugioas of the body.

Alniost simultaneously with the occurrence of
the above disaster, the walls of the new buildingin cotirse of erection by our neighbilrs of The
Appel, at the corntier of Union street and Front
alley, also tripped and precipitated the entire
structure to tie ground, wit: the exception of a
portian of the east wall. The wall on the south
fell upon the roof of a one-story brick adjoining,
in wlilch had been placed a portion of the steam
tress and fixtures, recently received by our Ap-
peal friends, crushing it to the graound and injurin
the machisery to a serious extent. At the time of
the accident three persons were in the main per-
ion iqf the building, all of whom escaped with the m

exception of a carpenter named loalligan, who
was Fturied nearly ten feet beneath the ruins, Ills
cries for assistance, however, were distinctlyItearc from without, and active exertions for his
relief atonee commenced. These efforts, persever
ingly followed up in the midst of a cold and drenchr-
nlog rain, were, ere long, crowned with success, and

the usfortunate-w-e should say fortunate-man re-
teased from the tomb wherein tie had been liter.

Ve are pleased to state that
Ids injuries are very slight and will not incapacitate
him for business for any length of time.

The building in qocstion was of brick, three sto-
nrie in bight, including basement, and had already

intolved an expense to its owners of about $3000.
