Wil•am S. Campbell was no ordinary man, men-
tally or sOlopily considered. He would have made
his makt in asy community, as he did in this; and,
had the opporteaity presented itself, he would
have showi himtlf equal to almost any emer-
gency. He ras moat happily endowed. With a
brain liapable of comprehending and mastering
projects of •t largest moment and greatestase-
fulneos-s ald thiitlystored with education and
the lntta4lta) IeMons experience always teaches
men bled with ractteal, sound sense-he was
fortnat to u i e possessor of a eCre mhd of
wit and houe r, w le, while It never wounded the
most ebsltrs, tinvtasbly pleased and delighted.
With eqtal feelity, he could explain the details and
workinygs f a railroad project, or any other enter-
prise dofpubtle l(tpreo'rt tt, inevolving the outlay
of mlllls, ant wlth anaqlatiild sgaeity point out
its general edvoistgqa~ eo go tote the motentst de-
scriptioen, or put t fstive bosead Intlo a condition of
unqunafled merriatatr ~d sing pleasure all Urenud.
He posseesed, in beautiful and munificent combi-
natien, the rare qualities of being eminently useful
to She community in all practical undertakings-
forihewas the most practical among the practical
whn matters of importance claimed his attention-ant of being a source of pleasure to his friends,
as-well oi a center of admiration to all who en-
joyed the pleasure of eyed a casual acquaintance.

'Col. Campbell, we belleve, came to the State of
'Louisiana, from North Carolina, about twenty
years ago. Since then he has filled many public
uo•sltions, with honor to hlmself and usefulness to

the community. He has been a member of the
'City Council, and of the Legislature of the Com-
monwcalth, many terms. ia each and every pub-
lic position he has occupied, he ban acquitted him-
self as became tan ente-prtsing citiren, a faithful
custodian of the trusts confided to his keeping, as
a man of enlarged views, And as a legislator,
whether acting in a municipal or State capacity,
who sought to develope the resources of the me-
tropolls of which he wasa resident, as well as of
the State of which it is tleeoetereial and financial
pride.

In both these respecias e was eminently success-
ful. The city of New Orleans owes much to his
enterprise, as does also tteState of Louisiana. He
was the mainspring of cur railroad system, which
has already done muebdhr us, and which will, ins
few brief years, do so aeuoh more. ie bent his
whole energies, and exercised every influence te
could command, boitby pen and epeech, to carry
out the plan which has resulted in the construction
of the New Orleans, Jackson and Great Northern,
and New Orleans, Opelotnse and Greet Western
Railroads. He was so muoh-devoted to the cause
of developing the magnificent resources of the
State, by a well desiseed system of railways, that
he seemed almostgiftedwith thepower of ubiquity.
Wherever an objection'was raised, he was there to
explain and refute it. Wherever a failure wasa p-
prehended, he was en!hand with aremcdy. In the
City Council be encouraged the timid, strength-
ened the vaoillating,+and made all things clear to
the comprehension of the uninformed. In the Ice-
gislature, at Baton Bouge, he performed the same
good work; and it was as much owing to his abil-
ity, energy and indemitable perseverance, as it
was to the real meritsuof the enterprises, that theLegislature was indclsed to extend the aid of the
State to railroads, and thlu place beyond the possi-
bility of failure, our splendid system of internal
improvement now in anupicous progress to fiual
completion. When ourrailroads are finished, and
wien we begin to enjoy in full fruition the mighty
benefits bound to flow therefrom, let the lalme of
SWilliam S. Campbell be 'borne in grateful remem-
brance.

We regard the loss of such a man as loss to
the public- as a serioUws clamity to the Common.
wealth. We know of none who can take and fill
his place, as Ie filled it. .ie was faithful to his
trustts-skillful, scientifle and laborious in every-
thiinghe undertook-and w!as as true as truth to
his friends. Among the latter we claim the privi-
lege of ranking ourselves, although it is a very
smelaneholy satisfaction. And while we throw this
imperfect flower upon his newly made tomb, we
can only add-Gon bless his aoul.

His fureral, which took place yesterday morning,
was one,of the largest and most imposing ever
seen in thM city. It slowed the strong hold he had
upon our.citizens, and was a fitting tribute to his
public worth and private excellence.

Wholesale Slaughter of Northern Opera.
twves.

As the particulars of the late horrible disaster
at Lawrence, Massachusetts, are brought to light,
we are more and more impressed with the crim-
inality of the proprietors of the Pemberton Mills.
It seenm that the building, in which were habitually
employed about one thousand girls, when put up
some six years ago, was universally considered
unsate. Before the machinery could be put in,
numbers of iron braces and anchors had to be
used to make the thin and rickety walls stand up
at all, and even then, everybody regarded the
structure as extremely perilous. Notwithstanding
this knowledge, the proprietors crowded it with
young girls-many of whom were the sole support
of aged mothers, or of infant sisters and brothers
- and permitted them to labor on, day after
day, in the veryjaws of a horrible death, which
finally swallowed up two or three hundred of
them! But what cared those rich proprietors The
poor girls were but olperatives- -portions of the
machinery of the Pemberton Mills. As long as
they were in " good order," and able to "run,"
they were useful--but when sick, or wearied, or
crushed, or burnt, only fit to be thrown aside to
make room for new and more efficient substitutes
-with about as much thought for their after fate
as is bestowed upon a broken wheel in a power-
loom, or a damaged arm in a spinning-jenny. In
the strife between labor and capital in Massachn.
setts, labor has to endure what a Southern slave is
never made acquainted with, even by hearsay. To
find food to eat, and protection against the frost of
winter, young girls must learn to live calmly and
sit at their looms without terror, while death in his
most horrible aspect, with mangled forms and
scorched•desh, is continually peering through the
crevices in the crazy walls of the "factory."

We are glad to see that some of the Northern
papers are calling attention to the inconsistency of
those people who, permitting the wholesale slaugh-
ter of their own sisters and friends at home, are
pretendedly horrified at the cruelties of Southern
masters to their slaves! The following article is
from the New York Herald, aed it contains some
awlnlpanme trrth f. vo,. ea a..., .. s: _..

The shocking catastrophe which occurred at themanufacturing toen of Lawrence. Masaschusetts,
by the falling of the Pemberton Mills, will strike
every humane mind with horror. There is a cir-
cmnstance in connection with calamities of thie
kind which at once suggests itself as illustrative of
the differenee between the labor system at the
North and South. No such accident as this, with
its appalling and reckless sacrifice of human life,ever occurs at the South. There thelives and com-
forts of tile colored operatives are sacredly cared
feor, while in the mannuffaeturing towns of the North
the poor white operatives are ruthlessly exposed
to dangers and misfortuaes of all kinds. lhe stock-
holders of our Northern manufacturing companies
have no consideration for their operatives, except
to get the most work thley can out of them; and
they care not whethler they are hurried to a fright-
ful death by the falling of an insecure building, or
whether they perish miserably and forlorn in a
poor-house when they can no longer be rendered
valuable in the factory. Probably the lately de-stroyed nmills st Lawrence were insured; if so,
what matters it to the company that sonme hun-
dreds of unfortunate whlite operatives muet a cruel
death, and hundreds more are maimed and multi.
lated for life? They can get plenty more hands to
work their mills when they are reconstructed.
Such is the heartless system of our Northern manu-
facturiug towns.

But in the South, how different the condition of
the colored operatives i No one ever hears of sixor seven hundred of them being exposed to the
danger of a horrible deathll, in an unsafe building,
by their masters: their lives are too precious and
their labor too valuable. They are well cared for
in their helpless youth, well fed and clothed, and
their health scrupulously attended to in their ma-
lurity, and kindly nourished in their old age and
decrepitude, thus presenting a strong contrast tothe fate of the poor white operatives in tihe Eastern
and Northern States, for whom their masters never
entertain tie commonest feelings of humanity.
Yet to just Such a fate our fanatics and false phi-
lanthropists of the North would reduce the colored
operatives of the Southern plantations.
