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TALK ON 'O1ANGLE.

The general talk yesterday was about matters
and things in general, which, it is presumed, in.
cludes movements in cotton, operations in ex-
change, investments in paper, the buying of sugar
and molasses, jobbing in stocks, tonsorializing in
insurance scrips, the chartering and freighting of
vessels, and old John Macdonogh's swamp lands-
these latter have been selling for three days past
at about ten times the value the old miser paid for
them. Talking about Mr. Macdonogh's estate,
brings up the question that his legatees might re-
fund some of the proceeds of lots of ground, com-
prising at the time of sale part of the town of Mac-
donoghvllle, but before maturity of the notes
given the lots caved in, that is, sank into the Mis-
sissippi, and the purchasers were compelled to pay
the notes given in payment; and as many of the
descendants are in indigent circumstances, a re-
turn of at least half of the purchase money paid
would be very acceptable; but as there are no
hopes of such a result, we will curtail the talk on
the matter, and hope the old gentleman's ghost
will not appear and make inquiry regarding the
revenue of his beloved estate.
On Carondclet street it was rather quiet. Most

parties connected with the foreign trade were en-
gaged in preparing their correspondence for the
steamer of the 1st proximo, and perusing their let-
ters received by the Europa's mails, which by
some unaccountable industry on the part of the
Post-Office Department came through yesterday.
The accustomed daily business and gatherings on
the great thoroughfare were wanting yesterday;
possibly the regenerators (the pavers) have tended
to drive the habituds up stairs.

There was some talk that advices were received
from Liverpool commenting on the probable fate
of 2000 bales of cotton bought here in November,
which was paid for by proceeds of bills of ex-
change drawn on New York, which exchange was
not honored and gave occasion for much talk on
our flags. The purchaser of the cotton-the maker
of the exchange-immediately departed for Liver-
pool. His notice in regard to the cotton will be
found in another column. Our opinion is, that the
result is involved in great uncertainty. It was
rumored on the Liverpool flags that part of the
bills drawn against the cotton were accepted, (the
eight bills presumed to be paid) and others not ac-
cepted; but the probability or surmise was that
the most of the bills had been returned to this
point (New Orleans); that the bills of lading en-
dorsed in blank were handed by the party inter-
ested in New York over to the agent of a Liver-
pool house, and a receipt given for advances made
by this agent. This, if so, is considered as placing
the matter in an awkward predicament. The
further talk on the Liverpool 'change was, that the
bill-holders have no right or claims on the cotton,
Ibut that the drawer or maker of the bills has, as
unpaid vendor, a right of stoppage, but if the hold-
ers of the bills of lading gave a bona fide conside-
ration in full for the cotton, then the drawers'
claim, that is, the drawer of the bills on Messrs.
McConochie & Co., will be defeated. If it should
be proven there was collusion between the party
handing over or transferring the bills of lading in
NecYork and the parties who obtained possession
of them, then a new phase will be placed on the
proceedings.

Tihe frther talk was, that there are other parcels
of cotton, but not to a large amount, that were
shlipped here on board the ships Ocean Monarch
and Donati, also in trouble. However, we wish all
parties interested a good time of it, but we cannot
talk encouragingly of a law suit in old England.
Our sympatlhies and feelings are witll the bill-hold-

ers; they are entitled the proceeds of the cotton
sufficient to cover the amount of the bills.

There were some parts of mails received yester-
day from New York. The mails via Mobile came
through. We believe they were the first this year,
dates of the 19th being announced. It is hoped
there are responsible contractors, or contractors
of means who can transport the mails until Con-
gress is organized. Our own impression is, that
they cannot do any more profitable business than
by waiting on our good " Uncle Sam." For when
was it known, or where is the individual who ever
lost money by a government contract? Where is
he? Quien sBbe ? The gold old goose will be full
of feathers by thee next picking time in May.

English Notions of A. enircan Politics.

It has often been made a matter of remark that
the English press is in the constant habit of exhib-
iting a total ignorance of American institutions,
politics and even geography. In this respect,
though they speak the same language with our-
selves, they exceed by far the French journalists
-for while the latter know little enough in all con-
science, the English know infinitely less. The
reason for this is doubtless to be looked for in the
insignificant position, in John Bull's eyes, that
America holds in the world of civilization and
literature. Eighty-odd years ago the Uuited States
were but weak colonies of Great Britain. John
makes it a part of his religion to think of us as we
then were, and to regard our subsequent growth
and development into one of the foremost among
nations as merely mythical and limaginary. tHence
lihe does not take the trouble to study oar polities,
or comprehend our system of government. lle
will not understand that Boston is not the name of
a State, and constantly is confounding State
Legislatures with the Federal Congress. Journals

lthat possess a world-wide celebrity for information
and talent, repeatedly make the most ludicrous
errors while talking of Amierican smatters, or giving
items of American intelligence. And frequently,
in their grave dissertations upon and criticisms of
Almerican manners and customs, these papers fall
into such unaccountable mistakes as to excite the
risibility of the very people they are misrepre-
senting.

We have before us a noteworthy example. The
John Brown raid was the theme of extended com-
ment in Europe, and almost every respectable
English journal devoted leaders to it. As a mnat-
ter of course, the Abolition side was generally
taken, though in justice, we must say, that one or
two of the ablest papers were deriided in their
condemnation of Blrown and his nmad attempt.
Among other journals that spoke upon this topic
was the London Morning News, which, in a labored
article, essayed to instruct its readers as to the
present posture of American politics, and thus
make them comprehnd tile nature of the excite-
ment that was prevailing in America. The follow-
ing is the News' explication of the conflict now
going on between the North and the iSouth, inn the
United States. It sys :
The Southern leaders declare that unless t cerr-

tain law is piassed, which tlheys willt certainy ni\s c
bltain, they will wittidraw riom c the Nationtal Cou-

gress, and hold one of their own, to which alone
they will yield obedience. Of course, the aisvser
is that such a btody can ihave no constitutional etx-
istence, and that no State or number of States can
withdleraw from the National Congress witout
leave from the rest The law huins demanded is
oae trlilb e ps i p ersons holSlitg sit-i
.lataery opinions frtio eeo-ting antc aice Sitte.
As one o1 the leading provisionsof the Constitution
is that all territory within thie republic shalll always
be equally open to the citizens of all the States,
the proposed law is outof the cquestion. * *
It would be a marvel that any citizen could dream
of it, if it were not notorious that the inhabitants
of the slave States have by degrees parted with all
thelir highest liberties, so as to have lost tihe senti-
meant of freedom. By their censorship of the press
they have forfeited the privileges of general litera-
ture; and the ignorance and narrowness of thie
eommunity concur with political passior to reduce

the gbficee of any accommodation with the ma-
joriiy whro demand the emancipation of labor.

Our readers must remember that the above
statement is from a grave leading article in one of
the first clas Londonjournals. And yet how ab-
surdly false is every word of it] Who in the
United States ever heard of such a law being de-
manded by the South, or of any similar law having
been ever dreamed of? Where did the News pick
up its information? We surely know of nothing
that could have led the editor into such errors, and
must conclude that he har.been abused by some
vagabond American Abolitionist in London, who,
to add to the foreign sentiment against slavey)
does not hesitate to manufacture a lie out of '
cloth. More than three-fourths of the hobatiulg t
Southern institutions that exists at the Norh has
been created by lies. The wretched faPntig ares
now operating upon Europe with the same In.
famous levers.

How a Chaplain TrIed to I ake a Speeeh
and Faelsd.

The Boston correspondent of the New Bedford
Standard gives the following narrative of the scene
which occurred in the Massachusetts Senate one
morning last week. After the tribulation of five
ballots, the Senate had effected the choice of a
Chaplain, in the person of Rev. Joseph Marsh, of
Sandwich:

On Friday morning the Senate met according to
adjournment, the Chaplain came within the bar,
the President arose and made the usual proclama-
tion, viz: "A prayer will now be offered by the
Reverend Chaplain of the Senate," to which the
Senators responded by standing in their places and
assuming a devotional attitude. The Chaplain then
took his position, and proceeded immediately to
astound everybody by saying, "I should like to
make a few remarks before I pray-I shall be very
brief." This modest request meeting with no re-
sponse, there was an awkward silence in the cham-
her for the space of two minutes, during which
time the President maintained the most reverential
attitude, while tihe Senators were variously en-
gaged it staring, winking, ogling and holding their
tongues-a few, overcome by contending emotions,
dropped into their seats, presently tile determined
Chaplain broke the silence by putting the question
direct, thus: "Can I go on with my remarks, Mr.
P'resident?" and the perplexed President, after
looking around the chamber at the Senators, at the
revolutionary drum, "dim with the dust of years,'
at the portraits of Rantoul and the old Governors,
answered, and this is what he said:

" The chair hears no motion--no objection being
made, however, the chaplain may speak." Then
out spoke that artless minister, who began by re-
ferring to certain remarks to which he had listened
outside, in regard to the chaplaincy-he had been
pained to hear several persons refer to the office
of chaplain as at empty, formality, etc., and that
individuals had advised bime that brevity would be a
desirable feature in his prayers; he desired to re-
buke all such irreverence, and proceeded to speak
of the efficacy of prayer generally, and then of the
antiquity of the institution as a religious exercise,
but the President thinking, perlhtaps, of his own ad-
dress os taking the chair two days before, when lihe
said, " Let us remember that this chamber is sacred
to the uses of legislation," and seeing that his in-
dulgence was beingabused,suddenly rose, brought
down hisgavel with a decided bang, and exclaimed
thus: "The Chair will remind the Reverend Chap-
lain that it is quite unusual, if not without prece-
dent, for any person not a member to address the
Senate. If the Chaplain desires to communicate
with the Senate, it will he proper for him to do so
in writing" (bang No. 2) ; "A prayer will now 1:-
offered by the Reverend Chasplain of the Senate;"
and thus ended this solemn farce, which, it is safe
to say, is without precedent in our history.

The Recent Earthquake.

The Charleston Mercury furnishes the following
additional information regarding the phenomena
attending the earthquake experienced in that city
on the evening of the 19th:

No section of the city seems to have been ex-
empted, although some buildings were more
affected than others, as their foundations and sta.
bility differed. Rumbling noises were heard and
decided electric odors were perceptible. As in all
such cases, many tales are told which disappear on
investigation.

The most igniflcant phinenonon, if it can be
attributed to the earthquake, occurred at the Ar-
tesian well. It is well hnown thattlhe city has been
tubing the well with ll)4 inch iron pipes. On the
31st day of last March this tubing had reached the
depth of 810 feet below the surface, and there it
has since remained. The excavation or boring, six
inches in diameter, had been previously carried
down to a depth of t30 fliet. The utmost resources
of the mechanics lave been expended in endeavors
to remove the obstruction and sink the tubing
further, but all in vain. Platforms have been
erected and large amlounts of iron and wood, weigh-
ing several tuns, have repeatedly been placed ulpon
it, but it twotid not and did not settle tie reaidth
of a hair. On Tthursday, during the afternoon, pre-
vious to the earthquake, the tubing commoenced
settling, very slow at first, anittd then, with a per-
ceptible slide, the upper end, which had ipreieted
about four feet above the surface of til ground,
disappeared, leaving the snperincumbent weight,
which had been resting upon it all day, upon the
ground. After removing the rubbish and sounding
for the top of tile tubing, it was found to have gone
down a distance of thirty feet.

That this sinking was caused by the same agency
as tile subsequent quake, we do not say, but leave
the tracing of their connection to tlte more scien-
titlc and well-informed. Certainly the connmection
is intimate enoulgh to attract attention.

In tile adjacent country, the incoming trains over
the railroads, from all directions, have reported the
prevalence of the phenomenon.

An intelligent and observant subscriber at Was-
sainasaw, St. James' Goose Creels, writes as fol-
lows :

CMr. Editor-I am writing you now at half-past
i9, P. I., Thursday, January 19. At five minutes
before 7 this evening, I heard a rumbling noise to-
wards the west, and, in a moment after, felt a se-
vere shock.

Tile lhouse was well shaken. A few minutes
after sunsiet I heard a similar noise in the same di-
rectionl, but felt no shook.

i hone it will be no worse, and will look to the
Mercuily to see if it orcurred elsewhere.

The Columbia South Carolinian of Friday says:
A slight shock of an earthquake was felt in this

vicinity about 7 o'clock last evening. In our office
the cltiet was perceptible in a shaking of the build-
ingt fCir about twenty seconds. The shock wvas too
hight to do any damage beyond causing a salight

degree of alarm to several persons in various parts
of the city.

Ti Poon O a MAN is oGox AT LarS-.Wmo is
there in this town who never knew, or saw', n
heard of old Conusellor Randolph-AleXander A
Randolph-"Randolph ofBoanoke,"as many called
him, or "Randolph of London," as the coffesehose
wags addressed him when they wished to hear him
exercise his talent at abuse and ventilate his patri-
otism as an American? Very few, we imagine.
His long practice at the bar (in both the courts and
the coffeehonses), has, we are sure, made him well
known to those at least who inhabit and frequent
sunch places.

Many a hearty laugh have we enjoyed at the old
qmas' expense, in bothicourt andu coffeehouse;
and ainay a time, after our laugh, have we looked
upon him with some graver feeling, as the wreck
of a man who once commanded respect, not only
by his learning and his natural talent, but by the
bravery and shivahrous spirit which in his better
days led him to embark in the more exciting
and adventurous sort of law which the world at
large calls war.

He was once a good man and a good 'ryer;
but in late years he was nothing better than a va-
grant. Dirty, grizzly and penniless, he has loafed
and slept away years, months and days, of his later
life, about the coffeehouses; sobering up once in a
while, it is true, and shaving and putting on clean
clothes, and searching the police courts, and find-
ing a client, and getting his fee, and thenrelapsing
into his former insane drunkenness about the cof-
feehouses.

The poor old man is dead. It is not bhcanse the
town looked upon him as a drunkard or as a va-
grant that we mention these things in connection
with his death. It is because we wish to mention
some good things about the man, which time has
obliterated from the memory of many who knew
him formerly, and which his eccentricity and
slavery to strong drink have kept concealed from
his latter day acquaintances.
Years ago, he was as generous, brave, affkble, in-

telligent and genteel a man as walked the streets
of this city. A man of strong intellect and strong
natural impulses, he was respected and esteemed
by all who knew him. His path in life was that of
the law; and had he let war and liquor alone, he
might now be alive and among the foremost legal
lights of the South.

But when Texas struck for her independence
from Mexico, and when her only aid could be that
of private individuals, as such, from Louisiana and
the other sympathizing States of this confederacy,
Randolph was one of those who went. His posi-
tion and influence were such, that he was given
the command of one of the little vessels which
then coonstituted the dare-devil Texan navy. Whe-
ther he fought any desperate battles, or did any-
thing particularly brilliant during his cruising as a
Commodore in the Texan navy, we are unable to
state; but that he held such a position, and came
off with honor, Is an established fact. It is said
by some that his claim for services in that navy is
still before the United States Government--the
latter, as most people know, having since adopted
the little Republic, with its responsibilities, as a
State.

A good thing is told of the Commodore. A Mex
can trading vessel had come on business to this
port. Randolph came in with his cruiser on a
friendly visit. Discovering the Mexican, he cleared
out, and waited near the Passes to make a prize of
her. After a while the Mexican came out, and
Randolph and his cruiser started in pursuit. But
at the same time an United States revenue cutter
started in pursuit of Randolph, the chase being on
ground, or on water, within United States limits.
The Commodore dropped the Mexican, and crowd-
ed sail to get away from the cutter. Some of his
men talked mutinously, and wanted to heave to
and give the cutter a fight. The Commodore
stamped his foot and shouted furiously: " Never!
we'll run till hell freezes! And, as long as I com-
mand, no shot shall ever be fired at the stars and
stripes!"

The war closed, and his vocation as a Commo-
dore gone, he gave way to those habits of reckless
dissipation which had their foundation in his ad-
venturous cruisings for the welfare of Texas.
Lately the Commodore, being run down by the

infirmities resulting from his intemperance, was
advised by some one to go to Charity Hospital. He
swore a round oath, that if ever he died in a hospi-
tal, it would not be Charity Hospital.
Sure enough, he was telling the truth. He soon

afterward went over to the Marine Hospital at Al-
giers; and there, 

" u
nwept, unhonored and un-

sung," he died, several weeks ago. We had
missed him from the coffeehouse corners for some
time. It was not till yesterday that we heard he
was dead.

LOOK OCT, ALL WHO SELL Liqron To SLAVES!

Not a great while ago the Legislature of this State
passed an act " for the prosecution and punishment
of persons selling liquor to slaves in the parishl of
Orleans."'

The act fixing a cash penalty upon all violations,
and allowing half of said cash to whomsoever might
be the informant upon each violator of the law,
the police of this city went to work and arrested
quite a numnber of grocers, cabaret keepers and
small cofibehouse keepers, upon whom they had
conclusive evidence.
The severity of the law caused some of the Re-

corders to doubt its constitutionality, and to avoid
enforcing it to the letter; the chief item in the list
of objections being, that policemen, stimulated by
the prospect of reward, colluded with each other
and with slaves, in order to entrap liquor sellers
into the sale of liquor to slaves, when such sale
might not have taken place under other circum-
stances.

oecorder Summers, however, gave the full ben-
fit or weight of the new law to all liquor sellers,
who, under said law's provisions, were brought be-
fore him. So he continued, until he found that the
coffeehouse keepers, or those of them who had be-
come subject to the penalty of the new law, had
associated themselves and employed counsel to
test the validity of said law before a higher tri-
bunal.

The issue was made in regard to one coffeehouse
or cabaret-keeper, Thomas Gutierrez, who had
been duly tried, under the requirements of the law,
before the Recorder and a jury of three slavehold-
ers; the fate of the other and similar contraven-
tions depending upon the issue in this.

The police ceased their arrests, and Recorder
Summers, with the other Recorders, ceased both-
ering themselves with the special class of offend-
ers to whom the new law applied; all awaiting the
final decision upon the matter, in the Supreme
Court.

The rase of the State of Louisiana, appellee, vs.
T. Gutierrez, appellant, has been duly digested,
and its fate settled, by the Judges of the Supreme
lBench.

A long, able and learned opinion, explaining the
decision, was read from the Supreme Bench on
Monday, by Assistant Justice Voorhies. The de-
cision was, that the law is right; and it was de-
creed that judgment be given for the State and
against Gutierrez, the appellant. Chief Justice
Merrick. alone, dissented from this opinion and
decree.

Therefore, the law being sustained and approved
by the Supreme Court, the last resort, all who sell
or are inclined to sell liquor to slaves, need not
hereafter look for much mercy, if caught in the act.
