Paraguay Exploring Expedition.
The Navy Department has received a report

from Com. Page, in charge of the expedition ex-
ploring the Paragnay river, dated Nov. 6. He
says:

Since my communication of July 28, I have as-
cended the Paraguay river to lat. 15 dog. 49 min.
south, about forty miles above the town of Villa
Maria; the San Lorenzso river, about fifty miles
above the coninence of the Curaha; the river
Sepotuba, a branch of the Paraguay, sixty miles
from the month; and have explored the lakes Obe-
raba, Gaiba and Mandrore, all of which communi-
cate with the Paraguay and a knowledge of them
will not only be interesting to geographical
science, bhut important in the settlement of the ad-
jacent country, and the consequent extension of
commerce.

The Argentina was to be sent to Buenos Ayres
for provisions, and the Alpha would proceed to as-
ceend the Bermejo and Parana as far as their navi-
gationwould allow. The former river will present
an important outlet for the products of Southern
Bolivia.

The Rutins of the Pemberton Malls.
The Boston Atlas of the 18th says:
Nearly all the ground inside the foundation of

the building has been dug over, and most of the
work is now upon such portions of the walls as
fell out. There is still much to be done ere it will
be certain no more bodies are left. That portion
of the south wall where the main shaft ran up is
still standing with the shaft and its supporting
columns. The wall is three windows broad and
four stories high, and connects with the lofty
chimney. It is proposed to pull all these down,
but it will requlre a hold man to mount the
trembling wall by a ladder at the required place.
It is thought that the chimney is in al unsafe con-
dition, and what remains of the wall is certainly
so. A severe storm of wind would probably bring
down most of the remaining wall. In several
places where the lower wall was not broken by
the crash, the looms have supported it so that
there s a good opportunit to explore the subter-
ranean passage forthuse that wish. For ous, a sin-
gle glance along undetneath wassufficient. These
coverings are loaded down with heaps of rubbish,
which must be removed ere the underneath can be
thoroughly searched.

A Domestle Tragedy.
The Paris, Ill., Beacon relates the circumstances

of a homicide which occured week before last in
the outskirts of that town. A Mrs. Joy, who was
suspected by her husband of improper intimacies,
was found by him in a stable attached to his house,
in company with a certain Doctor-name not given.
Mr. Joy was about drawing his knife to attack the
disturber of his domestic peace, when he rushed

s from the stable and made good his escape. Mrs.
Joy at the same time fled to the house, followed
b her husband, and took op a shot gun, as she
alleges for the purpose of scaring her husband,
who hlad been accustomed to abuse her. The gun
went off in her hands, and the whole charge of shot
entered the face of her little boy, aged about 10
years, killing him almost instantly.

A Naturalized Citizen In Trouble.
From the Cincinnati Commercial of the 23d we

extract the following:
Mr. Joseph Schierberg, who left Cincinnati

about the 1st of October last for a tour in urope,
has been arrested in Germany on a pretensed
claim of military service due to the Grand Duchy
of Oldenaurg, ie thus relates the circumstances
in aprivate letter to a fend :

" This morning, before breakfast, as I was taking
a walk on Cow street, in the city of Damme, forthe
purpose of getting a good appetite, I was met by
a man in military cost•ne, who asked me ponltl
to take a walwl thhim nto the police ofle. I at
first thought it a great honor to receive such a In-
vitation. Arriving at the police offle I wan intro.-
duoced to the Mayor. Aftr pasitng the usmal
rounds of introduction he told me I wr hi plari-
onuser and called the officer to arrest me. He read
to me the warrant on which the arrest was made.
It was claimed that I owed military dty tofte
Grand Duchy of Oldenburg. I told him I was
ready to be t ken to prison, or be dos of as
he saw fit, but I wanted nome breakf first,to
which proposal his honor good natoredly assented,
takiog care, however, to give me a policeman as
an escort to .and from the table.
