TALK ON 'CHANGE.

It was hot active yesterday on rue Carondelet.
Parties connected with the great staple, that is,
buyers, were awaiting later advices from the other
side. In fact, though King Cotton rules supreme,
his antiolst are largely influenced by our respected
colasti in England. There were some purchases
yesterday, the extent of which will be found in the
uasai eoodtnn. The receipts continue on a scale
with the views of some of the most pugnacious
Beats. Twenty-eight hundred and fifty thousand
btles, receipts at all the ports, will be figured up
to-day by meridian, showing an excess over last
year of 440,000 bales. In clean and good cottons
prices are well maintained, and, from appearances,
are likely to remunerate growers. There is very
little to be said in favor of low grades, and for those
gin marks where quantity takes precedence of
quality. The stocks at all the ports are largely in
excess of any previous year. It is amusing to
many operators to peruse the weekly views of Col.
Wright. They may be called weakly at the same
time. Since the commencement of the month of
November, the Colonel has been regaling the Liver-
pool flags with his opinions that the next week a
falling offin the receipts may be expected. Some-
how or another the prophetic views of the Colonel
have not been corroborated. Here is what he
says in his manifesto of the 18th inst., for Liver-
pool :

From the above, it will be observed that the
Colonel is enhancing his figures ; he now talks of
4,100,000 bales as the maximum, whlich is an ad-
vance on his heretofore expressions.

There was some talk yesterday that Liverpool
would receive for the first eight weeks of this year,
commencing on the lst January, 1800, one hundred
thousand bales of cotton per week. Of course, it
follows there will be no scarcity of the staple in
Liverpool, and the Manchester Supply Association
can desist from their efforts to encourage the cul-
tivation in Africa or elsewhere, and quietly submit
to the capacities and resouraes of the South of
these United States for their wants.

There were many other remarks passed on the
streets to-day, which we have not space to enume-
rate at this time. Nothing whatever relating to
King Cotton will spoil by keeping.

The weather took a change yesterday morning,
turning up something of a Lapland feeling. With
a few days more of such weather as we have had
for ten days past, we shall expect to receive ad-
vices of a general clearing out of many gin-houses,
which will manifest itself here in the receipts of
the staple.

There was some talk that the river was overflow-
ing its banks, or the levee in some part of the
parish of Carroll had given way. There must have
been great inattention or negligence on the part of
the parochial authorities that such an occurrence
should take place in the present stage of the river.

The weather has been all that could be desired
during the week for general commercial opera-
tions. Vessels have been dispatched with great
promptness. The clearances have been unusually
large, partledlarly of cotton, which sum up ninety-
one thousand and three hundred and thirty-four
bales, the greater part for Liverpool, for the benefit
of the Manchester Supply Association.

Tihe highly favorable weather enables the regen-
erators-the contractors for repaving highways-
to push on in their contracts. Camp street, par-
ticularly, has received the benefits of the weather,
which, with the increase of force, will enable the
work to be shortly completed to the junction at
Prytania street. The work is now completed to
St. Joseph street, and increased progress is now
being made above.

There were no mails received yesterday, though
the placard at the Post-Office said something about
mails from New York, but it was only a joke ; that
placard is given to jests, in fact it is an inveterate
jester. Of course, as we intimated yesterday, the
mail over the Jackson Railroad failed. That gap
is still open, and will continue open until it is
filled.

They had a difficulty
about some stable buckets; Klar attacked Goya
with a spade, and ran him out of the stable; but
on the banquette Goya met him in fight, and gave
him several stabs with a pocket-knife, of which
stabs he soon afterward died.
Goya was yesterday tried before Judge Burthe,

of the Third District Court of Jefferson, at Carroll-
ton. He was defended by Col. Field and Judge

After the testliony for the State had been heard,
the jury, at their request, were permitted to take
a recess of a few minutes. When they returned to
their box, and just as counsel for defence were
preparing to introduce their testimony, the fore-
man of the jury rose and asked leave to state to
the Court that the mind of the jury was made up,
and that they were prepared to give their verdict,
without hearing anything for the defence.

Proceedings for the defence were thereupon
waived, and the jury gave a verdict of acquittal.
It is seldom that the author of a homicide comes
off, upon trial, so honorably as this.

THnE KILLING OF ConISTIAN KAISER.-The Coro-
ner's inquest in this case (part of which we pub-
lished yesterday) was yesterday concluded. The
testimony showed nothing more than that of the
previous day-that Kaiser and his dray came in
collision with another man and his cart, and that
after some words, the Carter gave Kaiser a blow
on the head with his whip, which fractured his skull
and eventuated in death. The carter, whose name
is Fritz Jost, escaped, and has not yet been found.
The Coroner's verdict was in accordance with the
testimony given, and formally implicated Jogt.

Since penning the above we learn that Jest (or
Yost, as it is pronounced,) has been arrested by
Lienut. Mfark Moore, of the Fourth District. The
Lieutenant and his police had no information of the
injury done to Kaiser until Thursday evening,
when the Coroner was called upon to investigate
the case. It appeared that the friends of Kaiser
did not wish to entail upon themselves the trouble
which would follow upon making the case public,
and that they sent for the Coroner only when they
found they could not otherwise get a certificate of
burial. It is the opinion of the Coroner, and of
others, that if Kaiser had received prompt and
proper medical aid he would have recovered.
Once in a while it happens that a man falls among
friends who are actually worse than his enemies.
Yost, who had quit the service of his employer,
was found and captured on Euterpe street, in the
First District.

"WHEN G(REE oEEars GREEK," ~rCe.-Nearly two
years ago, an unfortunate gentleman named Far-
rington purchased from Charles Holle three notes
of hand, for the aggregate amount of $450. The
notes were embellished with the signature of Peter
Cline or Klein.

Before the notes were purchased, Farrington
showed them to Cline, at his blacksmithing estab-
lishment on Erato street, and Cline said they were
all right. At any rate, so swore, and so still swears,
Mr. Farrington.

The notes not being paid at maturity,Farrington
sued Cline in the Sixth District Court; and bring-
ing up proof that the sigoattres were genuine, got
a judgment in his iavor, and Cline being a man of
property, the judgeeant was good.

After this, CUne charged Holle, the man who
sold the notes, with having forged his name to said
notes. Upon this, Farrington, having judgment
against Cliee, himself prosecuted Holle before Be-
corder Summers for forgery. The case was ex-
amined; and the testimony not satisfying the oe-
corder, he dismissed Holle from the accusation.
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'OvULUDOD AT LAST.-UOe ega;, early m J*
comber last, an Irishman named James Couligan
was shot in the hip by some unknown person, at
the corner of Greod and Tchoupitoulas streets,
He was taken to Charity Hospital, where he ling.
ered a week or two, and died on thelOth. Coroner
Beach set about holding an inquest, but could not
proceed for waitt of witnesses. A man named
Kennedy was arrested by Lieut. Dryden, on snaspi.
clon of haring had something to do with the
murder. The Coroner kept deferring the inquest,
in the hope of securing somebody who might throw
light'on the matter. Several days ago, Kennedy,
through his counsel, Col. Field, alplied to Judge
Dovigheand for his liberty by habeas corpus. The
case being argued, the Judge declined diseharging
Kennedy, under the circumstances, but issued an
order to the Coroner to .hold his inquest without,
further delay. Yesterday, Coroner Beach reas-
sembled his Jury; and, there being no witeesaes, a
verdict was rendered that Couligan died of a gun-
shot wonud, inflicted by some person or persona
unknown. Upon this verdict, of course, Kennedy'
regained his liberty. Couligan we, about t0 year,
of age, and was formerly a policeman.
