Jackson Sqouae, whleh had been kept apart for
ladies and thso religias and orphan sooletles, was
also ilted, orthe greater part of it. Being unable
to obtain a view of anything from terra jirsa, we

went up to the bell tower on the courthouse, and
from that point enjoyed a birds-eye view of as

magbiseent a pubiht spectacle, perhaps, as was
ever ofifred Wn New Orleans.

The appearance of the multitude of gaIly dressed
ladies which fied the interior of the square, in a
dense mass from the Jackson statue to the gates,
and of the dilbrensocieties of orphan boys and

girls, fatheir neat and varying uniforms, ias they
stood ranged soldier-like around the two circles of

the qouare, with their numerous little banners and
their bands of music, was beantifhl and pictoresque
in the extreme. Chartresstreet looked asil paved
with beaver hats; the treets on both side of the

square wererowded; and the long galleries of the
Pontalba Buildings and the windows of the Court-
Honuses were gorged and brilliant with ladies and
children. We should judge that the multitude,
Catholics and spectators, numbered from ten to
fitfeen thousand.

Before 2 o'clock. the services in the Cathedral
concluded. The Loosiana Grays, with their guns,
had forced an open passage through the crowd
from the church door, and across the street to the
platform, which had been erected for the occasion
just inside the main gate of the Square. This plat-
form was handsomely carpeted, and the railing all
sound covered with the American colors. The
Archbishop, bishops and clergy, preceded by cru-
cfix'and candles, issued from the church; and as
they crossed the street and ascended to the plat-
form, one of the bands near by played the national
air, " Hall Columbia." We were not near enough
to distInguish one from another; but representing,
as theydid the high ofices of the Catholic Church
throughout the Southwestern States, and clad in
their gowns of white and in their gorgeous robes
of scarlet and gold, they presented a brilliant and
mast dazzling appearance, in the bright sunshine
which prevailed.

The Chairman of the Committee of Arrange-
ments introduced to the multitude the Right Rev.
Bishop Quinlan, of Mobile, who preached a sermon
in English. We could not get near enough to
hear what he said; but from those who did hear,
we learned that the chief points of his discourse
were a high compliment to the freedom and free-
dom of opinion in America, and some severe
strictures upon the course of the present Emperor
of France.

After this, was presented an address from the lay
Catholics of this diocese, expressive of their sym-
pathy for His Holiness Pope Pins the Ninth, in
the troubles which now surround and threaten
him. The solemn ceremony of the Papal benedic-
tion was then pronounced.

The benediction over, the bells of the Cathedral
rang forth a lively peal, the bands of music
played, and one of the pieces of the Orleans Artil-
lery, on the levee, opposite the square, thundered
forth a national salute of thirty-three guns.

The display of American flags, the performance
of national airs by the musicians, and the firing of
a national salute, in connection with this religious
demonstration, were the most marked features of
the occasion.

The ceremonies in the square, being concluded,
the multitude slowly dispersed; and the societies
again forming in procession order, halted in a line,
all the way from the Cathedral to the Archiepis-
copal residence. The line then opened and the
reverend bishops, clergymen and laymen, passed
between the open lines and entered the residence.
After this, the societies separated, and betook
themselves to their various quarters of the city.

The orphan boys of the St. fMary Asylum,
Third District, attracted much attention, by the
manner in which a number of them performed as a
brass band. Their music pleased all: and they
are so good that they have already been applied
for, to take a professional place in the firemen's
turn-out, on the 4th of March next.

A CnAsu Axn A NAnnow Escar.--On Saturday,
between 11 and 12 o'clock, a portion of the Wood
Cotton Press, on Claiborne street, between Canal
and Customhuse, fell to the earth with a tremend-
ous crash.

The street wall, for a distance of thirty or forty
feet, or so much as extended between two of the
inner partition walls, fell outward to the street,
and just that length of the heavy slate roof fell
with it.

A gang of a dozen or more laborers had been
under that roof but a minute previously. A clerk
had just called them out to attend to some worl: in
the yard, and they had hardly got oat when that
part of the building fell.

It is stated that the wall gave way, owing to the
cotton inside being piled up too heavily against it.

1dl. Crescut--I am not quite certain whether
I informed you in my last letter, (per Ca-

hawba, 10th instant) that the streets of this
city, within the walls, are to be repaved,

and that two reals a vara (Spanish yard) is to be
paid by the owners of houses for the space in
front of their properties, and a " eontribution"--a

iretty term, that for a 'orced tax, is it not ?-of 2.5
per cent. is to be imposed upon 

" 
iuotustry and

ommnerce'--that is, one-fourth additional taxes
apon industry and commerce to those already paid
re to be imposed.
For the first time during a somewhat protracted

residence in this island, I have heard men discuss-
ing the injustice of this tax. Assembled in knots
of two or three together in the coftee-houses, and
at the corners of the public streets, I have heard
them exclaiming against it, some expressing an
opinion that the object of the present Ayuontami-
ento-whose term of office expires with the ensuing
month-in imposing it, is to leave to their success-
ors in office a full chest, instead of an empty one.

Even the D)iario de la Marina, all of whose
antecedents, as far as I am acquainted with
them, have been in giving its unlimited support to
every act of the authorities, no matter how great
the wrong or injustice that was done-even it de-
voted three of its leading articles at the close of the
tast week against this new " contribution."

Among other arguments adduced by the Diario
de ta Marina against it was, that its imposition
was not legal, because article 84 of the Laws of
Ayuntamientos says:

Thatin any case in which the Aynntamiento sthall
be under the necessity of impoasmg an extraordi-
tary tax to cover the exapenses of any work of
ublic utility, a number of the most influential

citizens shall be called it to discuss the subject,
and vote the supply. Whereas the Ayuntanmiento
las decided to repave the streets, notwithstanding

this law, without calling in any of the citizens to
consult with them, etc.

Now although I have not any idea that any ben-
eficial result will accrue to the tax-payers from
either their objections to this tax, and whilst I do
not believe any respectable man in this city would
object to the payment of a moderate tax to be ex-
pended in repairing those of the streets that need
it, (for many of them have been repaved within
tihe last few years and do not require any further
improvement) yet the discussing publicly the sub-
ject of this " imposition" can onlybe looked upon
as one of the "signs of tihe times."

At the request of the Consul of Venzuela, Messrs.
Jose Maria Morales & Co., one of the leading mer-
cantile houses of this city, entered at the Custom
House for payment of duties, a large number of
Jappa hats, the property of a gentleman from
Venezuela.

By some accident or clerical error, the number
of hats stated in the manifest proved to be defici-
ent by one hundred dozen and ten hats from the
actual number in the packages; and although ap-
plication was immediately made upon the discovery
of the error to correct the manifest, and&alithough
the authorities in their reply to that application
say they do not believe the error occurred inten-
tionally, yet the hats are all confiscated. The re-
sult of such harsh treatment will be, thathereafter
when a transient trader brings goods to this market,
he will be induced to bribe the infeior officers,
and, if requisite, the superior ones also,and pay
one-half, or three-fourths, the regular duties, in-
stead of doing as this gentleman from Venezuela
did, and have his goods regularly entered for pay-
ment of the full duties. Agal, the publishing of
the names of so respectable a house as that of
Hessre J. M. Morales & Co. in several successive
lmpressions of the Government paper, in connec-
tion with such an affiir, as was done in this in-
stance, is a grievous wrong, and might possibly in-
jure them amongst parties to whom their high
standing and respectability are not known.

The horses attached to the carriage of the Right
Reverend the Bishop of this Diocese took fright
last Friday, and running away upset the carriage
in the Caluada de Is Infanta, and threw out his Rev.

Last Friday, His Excellency the Captain General,
accompanied by an aid-de-camp, paid a visit to
the Belen College, which is under the direction of
the Jesait Fathers resident in this city. Prom the
account given in the public papers of the visit of
His Excellency, it would appear that due notice of
it had been received, as some complimentary
" original" compositions, in prose and verse, were
spoken by some of the pupils, of which his Excel-
lency requested to be furnished with copies,which,
of course, was done on the instant. The "fine
arts," it appears, as well as a thoroughly sound
classical and mathematical education, are part of
the course of the Jesuit college. Music, drawing
and painting in oil are all taught there, and but
for the lack of an independent spirit, which it is
quite impossible for a young man educated by
that body to profess, I know of no seminary at
which I would rather a son of mine should be
educated.

His Excellency the Captain-General purposes to
visit Matanzas In a few days, upon which occasion
the foundation stone of the new theater at that
city will be laid.

The 23d instant was the anniversary of the birth-
day of the Prince of Asturias, and was observed as
a public holiday.

Three " royal salutes" were fired during the day.
There was a grand besamano (levee) at which all
appertendom was present at noon at the Palace,
and an extraordinary performance of the Opera
Company at the Te2aro 2rcon in the evening,
which was honored with the presence of his Excel-
lency the Captain-General and suite. The per-
formances consisted of "Lucia," and the last act
of" Geronimo di Vergy.": Gottschalk's grand mu-
sical festival at the Tacon is understood to be in
due course of preparation, and will take place in
the course of a fortnight.

There are two troupes of negro minstrels in the
city at this time, one of which has joined Chiurini's
Equestrian Company, and are highly spoken of.

"Very well, ynou can attend."
Now tf that bony lad had said to tthe teacher, " I

mean to become a great inventor, to be the com-
panion of rich and noble men, to hold conversation
with kings, and to write my uame among the great
men of tile world," I dare say tihe teacher would
have called tihe boy a fool, for clherilshing such
wild dreams. Yet that poor hony lad, who at
eighteen did not know the alphabet, did all those
thmgs before he died.

Who was he? His name was IGeorge Stephen-
son, the great railway pioneer.

It was not the fault of young George that he was
ignorant, it was only his misfortune. Ils pIarents
were too poor to send hintm to school. He was the
,otn of a flretmau of a lolmnping ellgine ill a colliery.
Ilis birtth-1-llan was a cottagl wihiit a 'lay floor,
mud wall, and bare rafters. lie had to help carn
his living fromn his earlieot years, first by herding
cows and barring up the gates of tile mine at
night. Next he was put to picking stones fr-om
the coal, and after that to driving at horse, which
hauled coal from the pit. By-and-by Ihe was
made aosistant fireman to his father. When he
oas seventeen hIe wia. made plugilaun of a pmllp-
lig enginlc--a Iigher poot thain lits! fithber'-and
had clilbed, as it seemedc, to tihe topl, of hi Ind-
der. What hope was there for a yottllh whio could
not read at seventeen ?

fBut George had hope in his bre--.t llin engine
was a lesson-book to him. 1ie took ict apart and
pI:t it together again, stldied it, loved it, land w hen
he was told that there were iooks which told
abot engines, he tmade up his mind to go to
s-choolt.

To school Ihe went, and noon learned all that tihe
village masters could teach. When twenty yeare
old he was mnadI a brakesman, and began to think
about inventing better engines than Ie hsaw about
hire.
Thus working, thinking, reading, he kept on,

avoiding all bad habits, until Ihe built a locorno-
tive that traveled four miles an hlor on a team
way. This was a great affair at that time.

His next work was a railway eight miles in
length, and from this point Ihe went on nutil lie
was known as the great railway pioner of tihe
wnrld.
George was often laughed at by men who thought

theelsecv'es tucih wiser than he. One day he was
proposing to build an engine to rIun twelve miles
an honr. A grave looking gentleamn, thinking to
put him down, said :
" Supoase one of tihose engines to be going along

a rairoad at tile rate of nine or ten miles all our,
and a cow were to stray upon the line, would not
that be a very awkward circumstance?"

"Yes," replied Mr. Stephenson, "very awkward,
indeed--linr the cow !"1

Tlhn, by his own industry, did the "grit bare-
legged laddie" climb to a very high place among
men. Great men, and'even kings, sought his ad-
vice, wealth flowed into his purse, iis name was
honored, his cllaracter respected. At a ripe age
he died and went to his eternal reward.

Beaver Dam.

The editor of thle Iloricon Argus--who, by the
way is an inveterate wag-has been to Beaver
Dam, and upon his return, gets off the following
upon the city. It will be perceived, from his de-
scription, that Beaver Damn is second only to Madi-
son. He says:
The other day we paid a visit to this flourishing

city (Beaver Dam), and called on our friend Cullo-
ton, of the Citizen, and looked into tlings gene-
rally.

Beaver Dam is a large city of some 18,900,000
inhabitants, built of wood, gable end toward the
street.

Horieon, Madison, Milwaokie,
Chicago, New York, Dodge county and some other
small teowns, derive their principal support from
Beaver Dam; while her shaps float on every sea,
her flag waves from every mountain's peak, and
her motto, " You B. Dam," is on the tongue of every
nation. The capitol of the United States will be
removed there the coming summer, when the Pa-
cific and Atlantic will be turned into her reser-
voirs for the manufagture of salt to be used on her
tables.

This alone speaks volumes for their driving pro-
pensities. The Bugaboo Railroad will be finished
soon, probably this week, when we will be able to
speak more particularly of Its advantages. Some
ten or twelve vacant stores would seem to indicate
a few fine chances for business men.
