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TALK ON 'CHANoGIE.

Yesterday was another day of more talking than
acting on rue Carondelet, unless we include theI
regenerators or pavrs--they were acting to some gi
purpose. Dealers in the great staple were waiting
the advices due by the America, though, by-the-
bye, all connected with the European trade were
engaged early in thIl day in perusing the corn's-
pondence received hr some of the back mails, and se
with the steadily accumulating stocks there was no 00
desire evinced to opecrate to any extent until the
expected advices were received. The Portlanud
steamer of the 18th (the North America) will be
due to-day. While there was so much inactivity
on Carondelet street it was directly the reverse as
we turned towards Tehoupitoulas, Poydras street
and the levee. There it was all bustle and inactiv-
ity. The communication with the great West is
generally free, but the remark will not apply fully
to the Upper Missinasppi. The trade and produce n
from tlhat great artery will be on us in full force b
before many wceeks llass, that is, by the time the eI
press from the Ohio iver and tributarics is encom-
passed. to

The weather continues favorable for business. C
For twenty days w hlave been favored with the tl
finest weather. The country at large, particularly b
through Mississippi,; has experienced its effects,
and cotton has been pushed forward to the various it
slipping depots with alacrity anod zeal. Not, how- ti

ever, from any fearv of the ellects of the Ilarper's o
Ferry raid, whic hs been taken advantage of by
speculators and jockeys ill Northern markets to I
impress on the IManchester spinners and Liver- ti
pool importers that t.he large receipts of cotton in f
November and Dect mber were in the main owing I
to Iarper's Ferry, ignoring and concealing the a
facts from tlhe other side that a larger crop than
last year by four hondred thousand bales was in a
course of tr:actit to mnarket. Possibly some of our L
planters have only recently taken hold of Coloncl r
Wright.' snggcstioel, and are pushing on their a
crops and clearing dont their gin-houses before old a
Brown's ghost comet along and sets the torch to I
their bales. Perhallt this may satisfy the Colonel
about thel heavy reeeip:t since the lot of January. a
The further talk is, lohat Col. Wright's f,our millions
of bales will appetr some time in April, about
four months beforee the close of the season. Thie
Colonel, inn his nmal ifesto of last week, (Jan. 21) t
says :

Tie Colonel alludes to the falling off in receipts
for the week ending the 20th January, as compared I
with the samIe wteeI last year. The receipts last
year were 70,228 bales against 71,901 this season-
a diflerence for that single week of about 6 dict.
The fact is, if somet of our cotton factors, as we
suggested yesterday, will go to Liverpool and teach
the importers and s ecuclators of that town how to
manage Mancelhete ', the New York operators or
investors would be safe in their purchases and
slipments, and Lthey would not have to call upon
llarper Ferry as the cause of large receipts; that
is rather too weak n string to the how.

Thile further talks was of heavy receipts. We
figured up to last evening since Friday night 66,600
bales, and by meri*lian to-day we show 3,000,000
bales as the export•, xclnosive of lemphis ship-
nents, and frotm n tl details of every Liverpool cir-

crular it may be inferred that every bale of clean
cotton will be wanted, irrespective of speculative

ovcemucuts.
There was some talk that the bark Eglantine,

which was cleared or Boston on the 19th January
with a full cargo of flour, was still in port, detained
by a mandate of thi United States Court ; that the
shippers of the carato thought the good vessel was
half way to Boston rer this, and were considerably
surprised to learn a day or two since that the ves-
sel was in process of condemnation or detention.
The further talk wat s, whether the consignee and
agents of the vesseo are not personally responsible
to the shippers andl owners of the car;o, as they
shipped undcr pron mie of immediate dispatch. Ooo
this point the col tract and agreement for the
freighit imust be tikeCu into conlsideration, par-
licularly if the captain and agent expected the
subsequent troulble would arise.

A Colounius,ti (a., ppaper (the Sun) figures up the
advantages the New Orleaus market ofers to plant-
ers and shippers of cotton over other Southern
ports, to which may he added that our market
being the largest i0 the world, excepting that of
Liverpool, presentt advantages not realized in
other marts; there beisng more buyers the season
through, greater opportunities for selection, larger
facilities for negotiating exchange, with the fact
that large purchases of groceries and Western pro-
duce are made every season here for Alabama and
Georgia consumptien; that thisis the great market
for bagging and rope. The talk is, therefore, that
a good share of the cotton shipped from the towns
on Chattaloochie river will find its way to New
Orleans, particularly if an additional steam propel-
ler is placed on the route from New Orleans to
Apalachicola. Our insurance companies can re-

FIsE.--Six Iluasred Bales of Cotton. Ruined.-

Yesterday forenoon, a fire started in one of the
large ranks of cotton bales piled on the levee, in
front of the Shippers' Cotton Press, in the First
District. It was extinguished before any mention-
able damage was done.
Two hours later, or at about 1 o'clock, the fire

started again, and this time with success. The
brisk wind which prevailed spread the flames
rapidly; and before the firemen, who were there
as quickly as possible, could get the flames under,
about six hundred bales of the cotton were de-
stroyed or partly destroyed.

p T LATE CaTHOLIC D3mONRx•RATIONS.-The fol-
lowing are the preamble and resolutions adopted
by the committee appointed at a primary meeting
of Catholic citizens on the 22d ult., and presented,
with thousands of signatures, to the Right Rev.
Archbishop of this Diocese on Sunday last :

d Whereas, our Holy Father, the Pope, has lately
been violently and unjustly assailed by men seek-Sing to deprive him of certain portions of his tem-

0 poral dominions; and
a Whereas, this violence has been committed in

the name of the people, but in reality by the in-
trigues of exterior powers cunningly using the
ready instrumentality of a few bad spiris to mask
, their own schemes under the guise of a popular

c movement; and
S Whereas, these same Powers now seek to legal-ize their spoliation by the sanction of a General

Congress, and to commit the various European
e nationalitie, under specios pretexts, to th- sup-
preesion of tie riiaction whlich is already becoming
manifest; and

Whcreas, the marked and universal interest on
this subject, at this time, existing throughout the
world, manifested in the spirit of bitter and lran-
eorous attack on the part of the enemies of the
Holy See, and of ardent, enthusiastic sympathy
among its friends, call for the public action of the
faithful everywhere; therefore-

llesolted, That we, the undersigned Catholics of
New Orleanls, deem it proper to express the follow-
ilg sentiments:

i. That the political independence of the Pope is
eminently benefliial in securing perfect freedom
of action in the discharge of his functions, the
most important on earth, involving, as they do, the
direction of the spiritual alihirs of two hundred
millions of men; and we could not see, without
uneasiness and humiliation, the spiritual head of
four or five millions of our republican fellow-citi-
zons, under the temporal sway of any potentate
whatever.

2. That we unhesitatingly give our approbation
and moral support to the temporal power of theim
Pope; for, though profoundly imbued with love
and veneration for our own political institutions,
though firmly believing them best adapted to our
peculiar character and circumstances, we are not
so intolerant or eircumscribed in our views as to
think them moat suited to all national traditions,
instincts and modes of intelligence.

3. That in reality the Government of Pins IX. is
eminently paternal and beneficent; that, with the
exception of certain turbulent radicals and restless
malcontents, many of whom have broken their
word of honor and solemn oath given at their ac-
cepting of the amnesty, his subhjects are warmly
attaoched to his rule, and that the misrepresenta-
tion and falsehood rife on this subject are the joint
fruit of bigotry and malice.

4. That we, as freemen, cannot recognize the
mob leaders of Bologna as true republceans, but
rather brand them as traitore and imbeciles, who
delivered over their country to a foreign dictator,
and suffered themselves to be handed from one
minion to another, till they fomld a man little
enough to be their master.

5. That, desirous as we are of the Holy Father's
temporal independence, we deprecate any spe-
ciously contriveddismemberment of his dominions,
as intended only for a suspended distraction of his
sovereignty.

si. That, knowing as we do that the Holy See
will be coexistent with time, we scorn the con-
temptible subterfuge of its enemies who, in at-
temlsting to assail only its temporal power, weakly
think they strike most effectively at its spiritual
dominion.

7. That Americans should not confine their sym-
pathly to words, but should generously contribute
of their means, through the instrumentality of Pe-
ter's Pence societies or otherwise, to give a gener-
onus support to one whose expenses are for the
common benefit of all Catholics, and that the Cath-
olic societies of this city are invited to take steps
as soon as possible, for carrying this into effet.

.Resoleed, That these resolutions be circulated
for the signatures of Catholics in New Orleans, and
then delivered to our most reverend Archbishop,
with the request that he lay them, and the accom-
anying addtreas, in our name, at the feet of our

Holy Father.

A WHOLESALE FISH BUSINre S.-Two thousand
bushels of catfish were taken from Horicon Lake,
Wisconsin, recently, in one day. The Milwankie
News thus relates the mode of their capture: "Ho-
ricon Lake froze over very rapidly during the pres-
ent winter, and this species of fish being in a mea-
sure, amphibious, must have open water in order
to exist. The closing of the ice drove them to the
foot of the lake, where men are engaged in cutting
ice for summer use. Thus collected together so
thick that the eye cannot penetrate the water to
the depth of six inches, a basket is crowded down
into their midst, and immediately withdrawn com-
pletely filled with fish, which are emptied into a
sleigh, and the process repeated again and again.
They are purchased by farmers at 25 cents per
sleigh load; they buy them to feed the hogs."

AurOPHAr Y: THE ACT OF EATNGa ONE'S BeLF.
At a late meeting of the French Academy of Medi-
cine, a very singular paper was read on "Auto-
phagy, Spontaneous and Artificial." H. Ansel-
mier, the author of the paper, bases his theory on
the fact that the body, when deprived of its ordi-
nary nutriment, consumes itself, until, as its sub-
stance wastes away, its temperature falls and
death ensues. He has proved by experiments
that the most economical method for this self-con-
sumption is to keep up the ordinary processes of
nutrition by slight bleeding and drinking the blood.
Of two animals in a similar condition, one of which
he starved, and the other fed upon its own blood
alone, the latter lived several days longer than the
former.

STaRTLINs Occrnan-xg-snake in a Lady's
Ihese.-The London Court Journal says:

A lady who had returned from India three years
ago, was the other day opening a drawer in what
is termed a bullock trunk. To hlramasment and
horror a snake reared up his head; her first im-
pulse was topush the drawer to, but it was stif
and heavy.
