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tIDn AT SEa.--Captain Eldridge, of the ship
Lizzie Oakford, reports that on his passage from
Antwerp to HIavana, two of the crew died, viz:Neil Christian Scharand, second mate, a native of

Denmark, died on the 17th October, and Robert
Beggs. seaman, a native of Ireland, died on the
13th November.

A Po0nFnori MACHINE.-A- steam hammer in-
tended to he employed in the forging of the Arm-
strong guns has lately been constructed il England,
and is of immense power. The lhammer bar and
face weigh four tuns, and the cylinder in which
this bar works, with its glands, within a few ewt.
of six tuns. The cylinder is supported on two
frames, each of nine tnns, and each of these again
rests on a bed-plate of the same weight. Through
these bed-plates projects the anvil, which is a mass
of wrought iron, faced with steel and imbedded in
an immense block of cast iron, weighing upwards
of twenty-one tuns. The casting of this block,
which was, of course, one of the heaviest opera.
tions in connection with tile apparatus, was pro-
nounced by those who were present to be the most
successful ever witnessed. The immense block
thus formed measures at the base six feet seven
inches by nine feet two inches, and is four feet ten
inches in bight. The anvil proper is let into the top,
anil when placed to the base will rest on two layers
of heavy logs, about fourteen feet square. In the
management of the hammer, again, great per-
fection has been attained. The most remarkable
thing about it is the perfect command in which it
is held, so that it can be made to pound with pro-
digious force a mass of glowing iron, or to crack a
nut in the gentlest manner. The stroke can be
given with a force exactly corresponding with the
weight of the hammer; while on the one hand this
force can be diminished at pleasure, or, on the
other, greatly increased by the application of the
propelling steam above or below the piston. In
regard to speed of working, also, it possesses capa-
bilities which seem to adapt it to almost every
variety of work, for it can either be made to
descend like the heavy sledge, "with measured
beat and slow," or to deliver from two hundred to
three hundred strokes a minute.

PRecAUTrON AGAINST COUNTERFEITS,---TIle State
of New York has three hundred and thirty-one
banks of issue. A writer in the New York Times
proposes, as a precaution against counterfeits, the
adoption of a uniform style of notes on prepared
paper, under the supervision of the State officials.
A similar system has long proved effectual in pro-
tecting the Bank of England's cireulatiomflom im-
itation.

THEs STCARA(USAN TIs.oScT.--It is stated that all
Englilh company ruonmig between England, Wenst
Indies, Greytown, Aspinwall and the east coast of
South America, will, 1 all probability, open the
Nicaraguan transit. The company on this side
havse a powerful fleet of twenaty-five steauhips, of
40,368 tuns, carrying semi-monthly mails between
Englnd and ad ll the ports (however small) of the
Gulf of Mexico, West India Islands and tile Central
American coast, for which thie government pays
two hunldred and seventy-five tlhousnd pounds
($1,375,000) per annum. On the Pacific side is the
Pacific Steamn Navigation Company, another power-
ful Eaglish line of steamers, carrying monthly mails
between Panama, St. Juan del Sur, and all the
ports oa the weut coast of South America.

INTERNATIONAL AMENITIEs.-The latest intelli-
gence from Japan speaks of the interchange of
friendly acts between officers of the American and
Russian Governments in those waters--showing
how commercial interests on the Pacilic Ocean are
gradually bringing together two great nations,
representing the progressive opinion of the Old
and, New W1orlds, in relationships which may ulti-
mately become of great importance. In one in-
stance,the American schooner Emma lost her com-
mander by casualty, when the Russian Governor
Kazakevitch immediately sent a steamer to take
the vessel in charge and convey her to a port of
safety. This occurred in the neighborhood of the
Amoor river. On the coast of Japan a Russian
officer was brutally murdered. The corpse was
immediately taken in charge by the officers of the
American surveying schooner Fenimore Cooper,
and sacredly protected until the Russian fleet could
arrive from Yeddo. Again, the American bark
IIesperian was wrecked in the Sea of Japan, in
circunmstances of great peril. After four days
the Russian war-steamer Japanese (built in the
United States) came to her relief, and Capt. Blan-
chard, of the Hesperian, with his men, were taken
on board and "received with the greatest possi-
ble hospitality," until the steamer arrived at Ilako-
dadi. Such facts are pleasing.

rEcIPorss.-The total eclipse of the sun, which
will take place on the 18th of July of this year,
will be a very important one to the scientific world.
It will commence in California and terminate on
the borders of the Red Sea. Passing along about
the 60th degree of latitude, and quitting the Amer-
ican continent at Hudson Strait, it will cross the
Atlantic to the Spanish shore, and for some min-
utes something like one-fourth of Spain will be in
total darkness. The shadow will continue its course
over Africa, crossing the Nile to the north of Don-
gola, and finally quitting the earth in Ethiopia.
During the eclipse the planeti Mercury, Venos,
Jupiter and Saturn, will be visible together, ar-
ranged in the form of a rhomboid-an occurrence
so rare that some centuries will elapse before such
a spectacle can be witnessed again; indeed, the
eclipse itself will be of a character that will be un-
equalled during the present century. This eclipse
will be visible in New Orleans in the morning,
commencing at 6:1, and ending at 7:20.

On Monday evening neant there will be a partial
eclipse of the moon, visible in this city, commenc-
ing at 7:3 being largest at 8:29, and ending at 9:55.

A IMA••oTao-n-Tlhe skeleton of a mammoth was
recently discoved in a quarry at Czorthow, in Gal-
licia. One or the teeth was much damaged by tihe
workmen, who mistook it for apiece of wood, but
there still remains a piece about two feet long and
six feet in diameter at the base.
