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There was some talk about freights, but nothing
eportant transpired. The large receipts of the
taple seem to influence shipmasters and agents, to

whoh may lye added the expected receipts of
Western produoe. There is no demand for flour,
graip, or provisions; consequently the expected
receiptr from the West cannot have much effect
on the general freight market. The last advices
from the mouth of the river " quote " sixteen feet
of water. The Eclipse Tow-Boat Company think
they can put a vessel drawing a foot or two feet
more through the mud. A year ago, at this time,
there were seventy two vessels detained at the
Southwest Pass, inward and outward bound, the
outward vessels' cargoes comprising seventy thou-
sand bales of cotton.

There was some talk of the immense risks our
insurance companies are under. The stock of cot-
ton in warehouses, stbred on the streets, in yards,
and on shipboard, approximates to five hundred
and fifty thousand bales, assuming an excess in ar-
rivals to be 10,000 bales. This is the largest foot-
lag up in stock ever before known, and under the
several attempti to fire presses this week, our

erwriters are rather shy. Several of them-
to relieve themselves of too large risks-have re-
linered in the agencies of foreign offices, of which
we have four strong and responsible agencies, say
the Liverpool and London, the Delaware Mutual of
Philadelphia, the Home of New York, and another
English agency. This strengthens our local compa-
nies, which, by-the-bye, are strong, safe and s )lid.
The amounts or risks at this moment are large,
embracing cotton in warehouses and cotton in
course of shipment. On this item alone there are
fully thirty millions of dollars.

Although the last rail is reported to have been
laid some days ago up in Mississippi, there was no
mail through yesterday over the Jackson Railroad
from beyond Richmond. However, this was better
than only to hear from the gap. The Orange Rail-
road in Virginia was opened last week or the week
before, and the schedule of the roads to Memphis
are changed, shortening the time from Washington
City eight to ten hours. We have not yet experi-
enced the benefits from this opening.

The mail via Mobile failed from beyond that city.
