SLANDBERIVG TlHE[ DEAD.

A California correspondent of the New York
Courier and Enquirer, in a letter of recent date
from Sacramento, while speaking of the position
of parties in that State, uses the following lan-
guage:

The Republicans have never had any foothold
here; indeed there never has been an organized
Opposition in California which had the sympathy
and respect of tUe Republaitcs of othler Itates.
Four or five years ago the Americans succeeded in
fastening thermselves upon the general opposition
sentiment of the State, and elected a Governor and
Legislature ; but this casual aggregation of discor-
dant materials could do nothing, and soon fell back
into nothingneos. One of the leaders was H. A.
Crabbe, who fiterwads invaded Sonora with a gang
of flibusters. The whole were captured, and
such of them as were not killed in the fight were
executed.

Tids writer, throughout his letter, shows himself
to be a violent Abolitionist. We are not astonished,
therefore, to find hill a shabby liar, and mali-
cions slanderer of a dead man's memory, whose
shadow alone, werehe alive, would suflce to fright
this maligner's heart into his throat. Neither Henry
A. Crabbe, nor any of his followers, were ' filibas-
ters,' if the word is applied with the faintest shade
of opprobrium. Crabbe married into a Mexican
family, from Sonora. In that State, his wife had
brothers, and a great number of other relatives and
connections. While spending some time among 1
them, Crabbe was made acquainted with Pesquiera, I
Governor of Sonora, who, to strengthen his power,
conceived the idea of getting Crabbe, with a num-
ber of Americans, to come to Sonora and settle un-
der his protection, and who, in return, were of
course expected to sustain the Pesquiera cause
against its revolutionary enemies. To induce
Crlat,be to consent to this arrangement, I'esquiera
enlisted all the Sonora relatives of the unfortunate
gentleman to join in persuading him. The most
dazzling concessions of land and property were
promised him, and regularly executed instruments
were drawn up, conferring upon him the Govern-
or's authorily to bring a party of colonists into the
country and settle them there.

Armed with these papers, and full of a project
which promised hin a splendid fortune, Crabbe re-
turned with his wife to Caliornia. Itoe had always
been the friend and tie advocate of the native
Californians and Mexicans in that State, as he
spoke their language, and had been brought in
contact with them through his wife's family. Hle
went actively to work andl soon had gathered some
thirty or forty followers. whom he persuaded to
join with him in his expedition. These were his
brothers-in-law, his relatives, his nearest friends.
They were among the most respectable people in
the State. They started down to Sonora, by land.
As everybody does, who journeys in that region ofsavage beasts and more savage Indians, they went
armed. The man who would start out upon that
road without his knife, his pistol and his rifle, would
be considered mad. That Crabbe ever contem-
plated any hostile act against the authorities or
people of Sonoran. o man in his senses can believe.
He expected to be warmly welcomed by the Gov-
ernor, and to be quickly put in possession of his
lands, as per agreement. He was doomed to bitter
disappointment.

No sooner had the Americans crossed into So-
nors than they perceived that their progress was
viewed with hostility. The people gathered and
attacked them; and soon companies of soldiers
joined with the rabbile. But a handful, and sur-
rounded on all sides, they cut their way into a
church, which they delfended as long as their am-
munition lasted. They then surraudered, under
promise that they should be treated as prisoners of
war. As soon as their arms were given up, they
were marched out, butchered, and their bodies
mlutiated. And 'c quicra, the villain who had

dlecoyed them into Sonora by his promises, fearing
to avow the act, iisned proclamations stigmatizing

rahhbbe as a llibuLter, and glorifying the wretches
who had been guilty of his massacre. A Sacra-
mento AIolitionti t is now content to echo these
slanders. If jostich were done, this wretch, Pes-
nuiern, would now be swinging to a gibbet; and if

the privilege of A.\mlican citizenship was worth a
button, the butchery of Crabbe and his associatcs
would have been long since avenged. Let us hope
that justice, though slow, will be done at last.

Louis Napoleon has issued a strong free trade
programme of negotiations for the Congress.

The North America brings the intelligence that
the Royal Mail steamship Asia, the North Britain,
of the Montreal Ocean Company's Line, and the
Prince Albert, of the Galway Line, had arrived
out previous to her departure.

Booroc, Feb. 4--The steamship America arrived
at this port last night from Halifax. Her mails
were forwarded South this morning by the frst
train.

Tihe private letters received by the America are
of a favorable character.

Messrs. James Hewitt & Co., in their circular,re-
port the Liverpool cotton market active, and that
the prices had advanced 1-ld, owing to advices
of a favorable nature Irom New Orleans and India.
They report the sales for the five days since the
sailing of the last steamer at 50,000 bales, and the
sales since Wednesday at 15,000.

The imports of cotton at Liverpool, since the de-
parture of the last steamer, amount to 85,000 bales.
The quantity of cotton known to be at sea is 280,-

year.
