The pamphlet "The Pope and the Congress" wa
not the remote, it was only the proximate cause o
Count Walewskli's resignation of the French For
eign office. For many months the Count had tlxe:
ian his own mind the point to which he could go ii
the adjustment of the Italian question, and. fortun
ately or unfortunately for him, whichever yoe
please, he bad not concealed his fixed opinion freon
the diplomatic corps, and thus he became cornm
,•ittec to a certain policy. This policy, which

some people go ro far as to stigmatize as Austrian
