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SCHOOL EXAMINATIONS.
pl

The Paulding School, at the corner of Constance
and Galiennie streets, passed its annual examination T,
yesterday. The weather being bright and pleasant oa
the attendance of visitors, and especially of ladies, hI
was large. th

This is a large and important school, of two de- a,
partments, one for girls and the other for boys. n
There are about 190 pupils in each department,
making a total of nearly 400. to

The female department is under the direction of Ib
Miss Falconer, an experienced, able, and faithful of
teacher, who is highly valued by the Directory, as al
well as loved by her pupils and esteemed by the di
pupils' parents. She is seconded by Miss Hogan, f
Mrs. Leonard, and Mrs. Clarke. The examination
of the different classes yesterday showed that all it
had done their work well within the past year, as
formerly. ti

We were much gratified with the display of the b
elder girls, under the tuition of the Principal. In
arithmetic and grammar, they made a showing to ft
be proud of. A number read compositions and a
extracts in a highly creditable manner. We were
most pleased with Mivs Jeannette McLeod's compo-
sition upon "Memory," and the same young lady's
reading of a humorous extract, the Frenchman's
difticulty about the English word " Fix." The e
girls relieved the exercises at intervals by singing
some songs in a very sweet style, without the aid
of a piano. There are pianos in some of the other
schools, and we are of opinion that the bright and
promising young ladies of this school are as well
entitled to a piano as any others. We hope to
hear of the Directors acting in the matter before
long.

The following young ladies are at the head of
Miss Falconer's class, and are candidates for ad-
mission to the High School: Misses Susan Calder,
Sarah Young, Tenic Prague, Emily Crawford,
Bridget O'llrien, Jeannette McLeod, Annie Cole-
man, Louise (;arrett and Dora Armstrong. The
first three named stand at the head for general ex-
cellence in all branches of study.

At the close of the exercises, the young ladies
and their teacher were handsomely complimnented
lby both Mr. Lu,-ther, of the Board, and Mr. Rogers,
the Superintendentl; both gentlemen having tested
the girls thoroughly, in their different studies.
The boys' department, presided over by that

popular and veteran teacher, Mr. Geo. W. lHarby,
likewise passed examination finely. Mr. Harby is
assisted by Mr. W. 1. Pearce, Mrs. North and Mrs.
Chamiard.

We were present during a part of the ordeal of
the boys under Mr. IHarby's immediate care. We
feel that we cannot compliment these boys too
highly; for between their able old teacher and Mr.
Lusher, they were more severely and arbitrarily
questioned than any boys we ever before saw, of
their scholastic standing. Questions which had
neither place nor answer in the books, and catch-
questions of all sorts, were put to them in their
various exercises, and it was seldom, indeed, that
they blundered. We looked upon the whole per-
fiormance as a display of mental gymnastics, in
which tile young performers were in constant dan-
ger of coming down on their' heads, instead of
alighting so squarely and handsomely on their feet

d as they did.
It all proved that Mr. Harby has an ambition to

teach his boys more titan they may find in the
o books; that is, not to allow them to stop with set

answers, but to make them understand the reason
in of everything, so that when they give a meaning
m they may also give the principle or root of that

Smeaning. This inculcation of the principles of
things is the most important part of all a teacher'sn labor, and is a feature of Mr. Harby's system

which entitles him to much honor.
The branches in which Mr. Harby's boys showed

especial excellence, were the more useful and diffi-ta cult parts of arithmetic, such as interest, discount,
>n loss and gain, extraction of the roots, barter, etc.;

and in grammar, analysis, geography, and United
m States history. The readings and declamations of

the boys were generally good, and evinced careful
culture. Some excellent original compositions
were read by Masters Henry Hyams, Samuel Mc-
Connico, Ernest Axson, I. N. Marks, Alfred Allain,
Leon Jannin, and Edward Forbes; all of whom
are candidates for the HIigh School, and promise to
be bright ornaments of that institution when they
enter it.

s lMessrs. Lusher and Rogers, who took a real,at earnest and active part in the examination, paid

Mr. IHarby's boys the compliment to which they
were entitled.cei To-day's examination will be that of the Madison
School, at the corner of Palmyra and Prieur

aus streets.

WAGES IN ENIGLAND.-A newspaper in Leicester-
shire, Eng., recently denounced a stocking manu-
facturer named Homer, for oppression of his work-
men and for being a truckmnaster-that is, paying
them their wages in goods out of his own store. A
suit for libel was instituted, and the editor was
fined $25 and costs. The fact of the payment in
goods was admitted, and the testimony as to wages
shows what proportionate amounts of work and
pay are not considered oppressive by an English
jury. It appears that by working fifteen hours per
day, the stocking knitters can earn from six to nine
shillings per week. Of this they paid from one to
two shillings a week to Mr. Homer for the use of
his knitting frame, so that the actual wages were
reduced from five to seven shillings per week, of
which they must take the larger amount in gro-
ceries of their employer at his prices. The average
wages of Mr. IIomer's workmen was about $1 50
per week. The condition of those having families
to support may be imagined. Some of those sum-
moned as witnesses could not appear in court till
decent clothing had been borrowed for them,
having only rags to cover their nakedness.

CLI3ATE OF TOE UNITED STATv:s.-Prof. Joseph

HIenry, of the Smithsonian Institute,lhas maps illus-
trating the climate of the United States. The
isothermal lines follow the lines of latitude very
nearly, except in passing over the great ranges of
the Rocky Mountains, which occupy about one
third of the space between the Atlantic and Pa-
cific coasts. There the line curves to the north ten
degrees, and by another curve meets the Pacific
curve at the same degree it started with. The
cause of this increase of temperature upon these
mountains he ascribes to the prevailing westerly
winds. These come from tie Pacific, charged with
moisture. The mountains absorb much of the
moisture, by which process latent heat is de-
veloped, and the temperature is thereby elevated.
