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TALK ON 'OK ANGB.

The great thoroughfares were crowded yester,
day. Rue Carondelet, the grand boulevard Canal,
Tchoupitoulas and Poydras streets, with the grand
Levee, were thronged. It was also tolerably lively
on Camp street, which, since the paving to St.
Joseph street has been completed, is taken as the
grand highway; in fact, from the manner in which
itis patronized by dray loads of cotton, merchandise
in general, carts, timber wheels, omnibunses, hacks,
cabs and private carriages, express wagons, etc.,
it is considered the grand race track of the city.
Pedestrians will do well to keep out of the way of
the Jehas who drive through helter-skelter, regard-
less of the lives and limbs of the many thousands
of persons who are constantly passing and repass.

,iag. Camp street has improved wonderfully within
the last twelve months. There are no vacant
stores, or buildings without occupants. In three
or four years previous to last season it was thought
Camp street had attained its culminating point.
All that is now required to make it the grand cen-
trality between the Levee and Rampart street is
the erection of a first class hotel, which ought to
be provided for forthwith, above Poydras street.
The yearly increase of visitors and the general ex-
tension of the city demand more hotel accommo-
dations. A good hotel on this street will prove a
good investment if managed judicionsly.

There was some talk about tobacco. The re-
ceipts of the weed up to thi5 time, since the com-
mencement of the present commercial year, show
a decrease, which, if continued through the season,
will end in a great falling off from last year. An
important item in the general exports of the port
for foreign countries is, that there has not been a
barrel of flour or bushel of wheat exported hence
this season for Great Britain, nor has there been a
barrel of flour or sack of wheat exported to the
continent of Europe; and the 'only cr•orts of
breadstuflt for Europe. from this port this season
have been 5595 bushels of corn to Ireland.

On rue Carondelet, yesterday, there was a good
deal of talk about the staple. It was hinted at one
corner that sales were large, one house having dise
posed of 4000 bales; at another corner this sale
was reduced to 3000 bales; then about midway of
the next square it was reduced to 2500 bales;
finally, after the close of business. the total sales of
the day footed up about 11,000 bales. There was
talk of a great scare, but we could not learn who
were the scarers or who were the searees. Some
of the Bears were talking away oir 4,600,000 and
4.700,000 bales as the crop, while some of the
Bulls thought there was a tremendous squinting to-
wards 4,500,000. The factors in general, as well
as some of the Bulls who have shedded their coats,
show a bold front in face of the large receipts; and
the factors, like ourselves, are not to be frightened
by the movements of the Bank of England or the
price of consols. The old 

" G
rand Marme" has no

terrors for King Cotton at present. More than
half of the crop has been sold and paid for, and
we have only to talk, that for the balance of the
season the planting interest, with the factors'
judicious management, may have the call in the
lace of the maximoum estimates of crop, say
4,500,000 bales. Nevertheless, there are clouds,
though light, hovering over the financial horizon,
which it will be well to watch ; or, rather, so talk
some of our old citizens, who may be classed as
" old fogies" in the talk on progress. Our mini-
mum estimates, made early in October last, say
4,500,000 bales, may as well be transplanted to the
maximum column of four and a half millions: but
much will depend on the navigation of Bed river,
which is not in so satisfactory a position at this
time as to warrant the figures of four and a half
millions.

In our talk a day or- two since we alluded to in-
surance, large risks on cotton and so on, and
stated, perchance, that one of the Mutual Compa-
nies, to declare dividends this season might, reach
50li0 yet., which some of the customers (from
the comparative light losses with other companies)
expected. We learn that the company alluded to
will only declare a dividend of between 30@40 1,9
ct., which, of course, will be highly satisfactory.
At the same time, if companies last year or the
year previous, declared from 50@70 S Ict., it is not
out of place for the cstuomers and patrons of a
favored company to talk of 50 or 60 {Sct. In the
meantime, the talk is, that it would be a good move
for our companies to issue scrip in sums of five dol-
lars, as other Mutual Insurance Companies do in
Northern cities.

The mails were reported to have come through
yesterday. The telegraphic dispatches say that
the Post-Office Department is making arrange-
ments for two mails per day to New Orleans. We
beg Mr. Holt to forbear; there are hundreds of
bags.of mail matter now in the lobby of the Post-
Officee awaiting to be distributed. Our community
is meek and humble, and will be satisfled with one
niall daily; but if we take up the rule of three and
figure up; if contractors only give us about three
mails per week under a contract for a daily mail,
how many mails will they give us per week under
a twice per day contract?

Talking about mails, brings up the complaints
against the contractors on the lakes, or for the sea
shore suburbs, Ocean Springs, Biloxi and Missis-
sippi City. The last number of the Handsboro and
Mississippi paper complains, and very.pertinently
asks: "Cannot the great Southern Mail Line
Company between New Orleans and Mobile let us
have a mail sometime between this and next
grass?" Not knowing, we cannot reply to the
above; but from the ferocious manner in which
this company has attacked all competition on the
lakes and in the Mobile trade, it has been supposed
they had resources and relay boats ample to meet
all accidents and detentions. An omission or ac-
cident of three or four days would be overlooked;
but the breaking of the Creole is to be a detention
of three weeks or more. In the meantime, pas-
sengers for the nearest villages-Bay St. Louis and
Pass Christian-may by hook and crook pass to
and fro with safety; those for Biloxi and Ocean
Springs can put up with being landed from some
of the old steamers (ane of which leaves to-day)"
thraugh the mediumof sail or row boats, and return
in the same way if so disposed.

We desire to correct the Handsboro paper. The
great Southern Steamship Company has no con-
nection whatever with theMobile and New Qrleans
Mail Line Company. The Southern Steamsldip
Company have sufficient boats and ships to meet
accidents and detentions.

Boys' IonH ScHooL.-Yesterday was the dourth
and last day of the examination of Mr. McGregor's
school, at the corner of Camp and Melpomene
streets; and it was likewise exhibition and gradu-
ation day.

The building (formerjy used as a church) was
prettily decorated inside with flags. The school-
boys occupied the seats at one side, whilst the re-
maining and greater space was filled with ladies
and gentlemen who had come to see the exhibition
of the day-many being the parents and relatives
of the boys there present.

The graduating class, or third course, were ex-
ercised in surveying and Latin. Their perform.
ance in both was most excellent; fully equal to
what they had shown in the other branches.

At noon the exhibition began. A fine band of
music, stationed in the gallery, led off the exer-
ciles, and repeated its sweet strains at intervals
Safterward.

The " Critie " school journal of the graduating
class, eonsistii of the composititu of the differ-
eant members, were read5 each by its author. The
faults were few and far between, and the different
readings afforded much pleasure to the auditory.

An address on " Arctic Explorations," by Ged.
W. Palfrey; an address on the "Despotism of
Public Opinion," by Benjamin it. Green, Jr. ;,and
an address on "

I n t u
ition, the Genius of Human-

ity," by A. V. Bignon, all showed a high degree
of intellectaal and rhetorical colture, and were
given with an oratorical grace and power which
still further excited the admiratiod of the specta-
tors.

Mr. Lusher, on the part of the Board of Direc-t
ors, and acting for the President, Mr. Lindsay, who
was unable to be present, then called the gradu-
ates up to the platform, and, with a neat and feel-
ing little speech, presented to the young gentlemen
their nobly earned diplomas. As they returned to
their seats, the spectators complimented them
with the heartiest demonstrations of applause. The
following were ,the eight who graduated; the
names coming in the order of their excellence:

Walter H. Rogers, A. V. Bignon, Benjamin H.
Green, Jr., T. J. Coleman,E. B. Wells, F. J. Mehan,
J. F. Silcot, and George W. Palfrey.

After the presentation of diplomas, Mr. MlcCon-
nell, of the Board of Directors, made an address,
partly to the boys and partly to the audience. The
boys he complimented in the most elegant manner ;
gave a particular account of what they had been
studying, and produced tables of figures, showing
how the boys had progressed during the year,
bringing the whole to a total, and showing to a
fraetion how far each boy was ahead or behind his
classmates. These tables, being made up of daily
marks, under a system of the strictest impartiality,
are very useful, and very interesting for the parents
and friends of the pupils to look at.
Mr. hMcConnell paid a special and most hearty

compliment to the boys of the second course for
the manner in which they had passed their exam-
inations, particularly in Latin. He regretted that
more people had not been present during the pre-
vious days of the examination; and on account of
this thinness of the previous attendance, he took
occasion to give to the largecrowd now present
some account of the noble and masterly manner in
which the boys of the second course had acquitted
themselves. He read off the names of the'best
pupils in each of the three courses, as decided by
the tables above alluded to.

The improved condition of the High School, the
wide scope of study now taken, the thorough and
perfect manner in which the different branches of
study were inculcated by the faculty, and some
ideas as to the still further enlargement and im-
provement of the school hereafter, formed the
main part of Mir. McCoanell's address to the audi-
ence, He concluded by giving the graduates sonme
sensible advice, as to keeping up their ambition in
the pursuit of knowledge hereafter, and not get-
ting proud or fancying they knew everything be-
cause they had left this school with so much
honor. It was altogether a fine speech. We had
supposed Mir. Lusher to be the best talker of the
School Board. but we now incline to the opinion
that Mr. McConnell is rather ahead of him.

Last of all came the Valedictory Address, by
Master Walter Ii. Rogers, confessedly and by
every indication the lion of the school. It was
the best valedictory we ever heard from any
young gentleman; full of fine thought, purely and
vigorously expressed, warm with feeling, and de-
livered in the most masterly style. It was ap-
plaided by the audience in a manner which showed
how thoroughly it was appreciated.

A final strain of music was given, and then the
dispersion took place. We should add that the
fine geological and scientific collection of the
" iHumboldt Society of Natural Sciences," (com-
posed mostly of the graduates) was resigned to the
boys left behind, by Master Rogers, in an eloquent
part of his valedictory address.

The exhibition of the Girls' High School, and
.delivery of diplomas to the graduates, will take
place at the' schoolhouse on Cli, street, on Mon-
dav.day.

WEBSTER GIRLS' SCHOOL. -This school, at the
corner of Dryades and Erato streets, was examined
on Thursday. It is, we believe, the largest school
in the city, having over l00 pupils and ten teachers.

Miss L. A. Cavadally is the Principal. The assist.
ants are Miss H. C. Emerson, Miss E. Cornelits,
Miss M. E. Brugniens, Miss M. E. Tobin, Mrs. E. C.
Fisher, Miss M. E. Calder, Miss Isabella Grant, Miss
A. Salomon and Miss J. Piersoi. We were unfor-
tunately not ible to be present at this examination;
but we hear a most excellent report of it from
tessrs. Lusher and Rogers. The classes of the

Principal, Miss Cavadally, were thoroughly ex-
amined in the usual higher branches of the primary
schools. They tallied with the best classes of sim-
ilar grade in the other schools, and promised to
contribute quite a number for admission to the
High'Schools. The classes of the numerous assist-
ants passed well, according to their grades, and the
parents and other spectators, who were there to
see, were satisfied and gratified throughout.

The usual variety of literary and elocutionary
displays, such as reading compositions, reciting
dialogues, were given by the superior pupils, and
songs were given with pleasant effect at intervals.
