The praotical work of the report is
wry neat, the printing being done by the mutes of
be Institution in the printing office attached to it,
ecently purchased under the legislative act sp-
it ed March 16, 1859. The deaf and dumb boys

y great aptitude in acquiring all the branches
the art, and prefer the employment to any kind of

eercation. " Their teachers also find that it fur-
fishes a most important auxiliary to the department
if instruction: a good scholar and a good printer
can be made of a mute sooner than it would be
possible to render him either lone."

It is suggested, and the suggestion is good, that
when the mute popils become proficient in the art
they be employed in the printing of school libraries
for every district in the State. No such libraries F
now exist in Louislana outside of New Orleans,
though hundreds of thousatds of dollars are an.
neally expended in other8 tates in providing them. t
If published by the printing establishment for
notes, proper school libraries could be cheaply
supplied to every school district in the State. We 
also commend the proposed plan of the publication
of a regular periodical entitled "The Journal of
education," which, edited under the diretaleg tf
he Superintendent of Public Education, wbdild be
a constant means of communicating with the dl
rectors of the different districts, and prove a very
important adjunct to the school system of the
State.

The General Superintendent of the institution
has at his own expense procured one of the most
extensive fonts in the United States for printing
chacters legible to the blind, who themselves
qecdmpose these types for the press. Appro-
priations are solicited both for the special purpose
of properly equipping and getting under way the
printing office for the blind, and also for the geon.
eral uses of the Institution. And as the suggestions
of the Board of Administrators are wise and their
requests reasonable, we trust that the Legislature
will regard them favorably.

reporter was going home one night, lately, it hap- I
pened that he had to walk some distance behind a L
gentleman who happened to be walking just in
front of him. At last the gentleman stopped,
turned about, took a good loak at this reporter, 1
and stopped on the curbstone till he got past.

We took no offense at this, because we looked
upon it as an act of common discretion, which we I
had ourself observed many a time. At night, no
man should hear a man or party of men walking
behind him, for any distance,without halting to let
him or them pass, or else crossing the street or
taking some other direction. Three-fourths of the
highway robberies this winter have been perpe-
trated by couples or trios of men who walked for
some distance behind the unsuspecting victim,
who fancied he was only accidentally ahead of
them. And not only at night is this sort of caution
valuable. We have lately published a number of
instances of ladies in crowds, at auctions, in omni-
bases, etc., who have had snatched from them the
porte-monnaies which, in obedience to a foolish
fashion, they will insist' upon carrying in their
hands, or slung fancifully to their wrists. The
town is full of thieves, pickpockets and robbers,
of the most genteel and daring description; and
all persons should have their eyes all about them,
wherever they go.

We copy from one of
yesterday's papers:

A gentleman living in the Third District, a steve-
dore, came up town yesterday, and stopping st one
of the banks in the Second District, drew $1700
upon a check, which he placed in his bank-book,
and placed the book in his aside coat-pocket on the
outside.

iHavingsome business to transact op in the city.
he came up town, and noticed casually that three
men walked behind him at the various times he
was out upon the street, but paid no attention toit
whatever. He finally got into an omnibus for the
purpose of going down to the Third District, when
the three men who had been following him hailed
the omnibus and got in also. This at once excited
his suspicion that possibly they might be following
him, and when the omnibus reashled Bienville

where medical advice and medicines are given to
about five thousand poor people annually, free of
