The San Francisco papers continue to publiah
the complaints of housekeepers at the scoareft of
female domestics in California, and the exterav-
gant wages that the few there demand, when come-
pared with the services they render,snd the prices
paid for the same in other parts of the world.
"It is a curious feature of lalifornla domestic
economy," says the San Francisco Bnlletin, "that
a woman is paid for her labor Just as haidsomely
as a man Is." This being the case, oar readers
will readily believe that ordinary servant girls,
such as hire themoselves here for from $8 to $10
per month, demand there from $25 to $35 and
female cooks and other firat-class servants charge
from $~ tol50 per month. Of course the effect of
this is to force many families of limited means to
dispense with doyaestle servants altogether; thea
throwing an undue amount of work upon delicete
wives and. metlers not aeasutoted t redo
labor; and also, to compel masy other falndtl t
resort to boarding, in preference to "keep••s
house" with ise contingency of "doing all their
own work."
Both these results are the fruitful soireas of

much social dtssatisfaction and unhispi In
California. Wives, forced to cook and smoib, be-
come disgusted with California life and pine for
their Eastern homes, where their existened we
one of greater liberty and ease. While thOS who
board in large hotels, on the other hand, and peas
their days in utter lstlessnesa and indolence, either
grow weary from Inanition and tick with bypascon
dria or corrupted and vicious through bad exam--
ple and constant temptation. It, then, is no small
object with the social economists of the Pacific to
bring about a reduction of the wages of domestics
in the new States there springing up.'

How is this to be done? In answering the ques-
tion, of coarse the first step was to ascertain to
what cause is owing the present extravagant
prices of servants' wages. This is stated to be the
inadequateness of the supply of domesties to fill
the demand. The peopling of California war done
in a manner wholly exceptional. When the news
of the rich gold discoveries there reached 0e East,
a horde of male adventurers rushed off for that for
distant land, and there pitched their tents and built
their houses. At first, there was scarcely a wo-
man to be seen; after a little while. a few females
ventured to cross the ocean, or thg desert, to join
husbands or lovers who had preceded them. Then
more and more, journiyed westward, until now,
when the cities, valleys and mountains of that al-
t most magic land are everywhere dotted with
happy homes, and echo to the music of women's
voices mingled with the prattling of children,
Still the disparity between the sexes is very great
Those who ought to know, say there are seven men
to one woman in California--while in Washington
and Oregon the disparity is even greater.

In such a state ofsocelety, the woman must be in
Sgreat demand. Her work is at a premium-and

consequently'her wages continue to be inordinately
high. For, whatever short-sighted people, and
woman's rights advocates may say to the contrary,a that is not a healthy state of society where a

a woman can earn as much as a man; first, because
the sex eamtotendure or accomplish as muchlabor
as the man; and second, because the support of
the family falls, or should fall, principally upon the
husband and father. The anguish of bearling:
the duty of nourishing children fall upon the
mother. These detract from her strength, and re-
duce her capacity to labor, while the fact of pater-
nity does not impair the efficiency of the man for
h work. Thus nature clearly indicates; it is upon
r the male that falls the duty of earning bread for

y the. family. And in ascertaining what is a just
rcompesatiun for a man's work, account must be

taken of what is necessary to maintain a family.
But the same rule does not apply in fixing women's
wages, who, as a rule, should not be burdened
with the support of families, because that responsi-
bility should attach to the husband. In individual
cases, such as widows, etc., it is different-but we
do not expect to find general principles that will
cover every exceptional case.

Want of women being the causeof the exorbi-
tant wages of the domestic servants in California,
the remedy clearly lies in encouraging female emi-
gration to that State. When the one hundred
thousand men in California left the Eastern States
for the far West, their absence caused a certain
r- disparity between the sexes at their old homes.
Is But the disparity was of an opposite sort to that

r which exists in California; for, instead of men, the

womenwere lefttopredominate. Now,ifthesurplus
women at the Eastwould only emigrate to the West,
the true equilibrium between the sexes in both see-
tions would be established, and the comfort, pros-
perity and morality of all would be immensely bone-
fitted. Whatistopreventsuchanemigration? Noth-
ing, not within the power of energyand courage to
control. If we can believe the Northern papers,
there are thousands of girls in New England de-
sirons of finding employment at from three to
eight dollars'per month. Such could readily get,w in San Francisco, from fifteen to twenty-five dol-
'5 lars-and to reach San Francisco would cost them

say seventy-five dollars each. "But," it will be
urged, "how are such girls to get aeventy-five
dollars?"

In reply, we will only suggest that we never yet
saw a young person in this country, unencumbered
by family, but who could layup $75 in two or three
years, if they made such the object of their life;
andto get out to a nety country, where their wages
will be trebled, and their chances for forming a
good matrimonial connection increased a hundred
fold, we think is worthy of being made the object
of a young woman's life, who finds herself in poor
circumstances, and forced to work for $5 or $8 per
month. But we think that a better way might be
found than even that. There are, we feel con-
fident, hundreds of families in San Francisco, who
would willingly advance the price of a passage to
California, provided a well recommended girl
would bind herself to work it out, after she got
there, or, say from $15 to $20 per month till paid.
We have heard of eases in which similar arrange.
ments were made-and those desirous of emigrat-
ing would do well to endeavor to do the same. At
any rate, "where there's a will there's a way;"
and we feel assured, if a thousand girls should
make up their minds firmly to go to California,
nine hundred and fifty of them Would be landed in
San Francisco in six months. Be this as it may,
we are certain that should a large emigration of
women westward take place, it would be a great
benefit to the Pacific States, to the women them-
selves, and to the country generally. California s
a paradise for servant girls. Let them go in a
body and take possession of it.

Cotton In Jamacla and Cuba.

Ed. Orescent-In a recent number of the Cres-

cent I observe a paragraph tonthe effect that an
attempt is to be made to cultivate cotton in the
Iland of Jamaica, it being there thought that the
labor in cultivating cotton being easier than that
of sugar, the free negroes may be induced to apply
themsetves with sufficient steadiness to grow cot-
ton successfully. You, however, I am pleased to
find, entertaining a correct opinion of the charac-
ter of the free negro, very properly attempt to
combat that idea. Some ten or twelve years ago,
I resided in Jamaica, and about that period a sim-
ilar idea prevailed there, caused by some small
patches of cotton having been successfully grown
in private gardens, An old thrown up plantation,
I remember, was purchased by either a few capi-
tallats or a Joint stock company established for the
purpose, seed procured, and a large field of cotton
planted.

a planter from Georgia, if I mistake not, was
induced to go to Jamaica to superintend the grow-
ing of the cotton. The requisite machinery was
imported into the island, proper buildings erected
in which the gins and presses were put up, The
cotton grew finely, but the Georgia planter found
he could not obtain sufficient regular labor, after
it bad been gathered, to gin and prepare the staple
for market; so the experiment had to be given up
as a failure. And so it will be again if any attempt

is made to cultivate cotton in Jamaica. The free
negroes in that island are too worthles--possess
ioo tittle ambition to perform more regular labor
than is barely sufficient to obtain for them the ne-
cessarles of life. Possessed, as a great majority

of them nre, of a small patch of land, they grow
sufficient ground provisions to support themselves,
and only labor sufficiently upon the nearest estate

to procure the means of purchasing the few yards
of osnaburgp requisite to cover their nakedne-s.
They do not even cultivate their own quarter acre

of land; like the wild Indians, they consider it be-

neath the dignity of their sea to do so.

The women till the earth, while the " buck nig
ger,'" enjoying what to him is the acme of human
luxury, sleeps all day long with his head in the
shade of some friendly tree, the rest of his person

exposed to the sun's potent rays. If they depend
In Jamalea upon the present race of negroes there

to cultivate either cotton, sugar, or anything else,
they are doomed to dlsappointment.

I write advisedly on this subject, having a full
knowledge of the character of the Jamaica negro,
an unhtesitatingly declare them to be the mot
idle and vicious scoundrels ppon the faee of the

earth. Thdre are, of coarse, some few exceptions,
but such is the character of the great mass of
themo.

I believe, however, they are about to have a

large immigration of Chinese into Jamaica., an
if they (the Chinese) do not yield to the evil lfn-

nces, and bad examples of the free negroes, they
will prove excellent labores for the oultvtion atof
cotton.
