Letter fromn Vtee-Preadden
t Breeklnrdge.

To the .elior oa the fit -0ondJ entleme:.In connection with the recent dificml between
Mr. Edmundson, of Virginia, and Mr. Hicman, ofPennsylvanIa, some extraordinary mlstatementshave appeared in the public paprs. The Hew
Tribune and other prees have de lstey
charged that I in connection with other ene
men, was present on that occasion to •-tMr.
Edmnndaon In an assult eon ir. Hiekma, sad
that, being •med,w stood ready to awonte
the tatter gentleman in ease he should make theleast resistance.

I have been very much mrprised at these aecn-
sations, but have waited a reasonable time, in the
hope that Mr. Hickman wonuld feel bound to cor-
rect them. He has not done ;s sand, since they
are pernaltently repeated, I think it proper to make
the following statement:

I happened to witnes the dlifeulty between
those gentlemen. It was not a faghst- was onlya scene. They were walking toethe toward thegate of the Capitol grounds that bu Into the
avenne. I was some distance behind them, and
unaccompanied, exeept by myitlls roddenythey stood apart, and Mr. ilmandon raised his
right hand as if to strike, when his arm was seined
by some one, (MIr. Keitt, I think,) who drew him
away. At that moment he made a motion with his
left hand towards Mr. Hitkmnm, whese hat fell otN
I am unable to sy whetber Mr. Edmsaon toeuhed
it, or the failt was caused by an lnvolntary move-
ment of Mr. Hickmamn, head. I approached as
rapidly as possible, and stood between the parties.
Mr. Hickman seemed discoadane aitated,
but I saw no evidence of fear. He had not at-tempted to strike Mr. Edmundson, and, of coursib,
after the interposition of bystanders, no conflict
woold have been allowed. After apase of a fewmomenta, I taok Mr. Hickman's arm, and suggest
ed that we should walk on, to which be uented,
and we walked togetherto the gate.

The only proof of a purpose to ams•eenate that
came under my notice was the Interference of Mr.
Keitt and othem to preserve the ptace, and which
was happily so prompt and e•ibadtl as to prevent
even a collilon.

For myself, the charge that I was armed for any
purpose, is, like the rem, Wholly unfounded andfalse. For reasons entirely f*actory to myself,
I never have, in civil life, carried a weapneof any
kind on my person. Thecsf It I, that I per-
formed a kind and gooad utitedeeth and havebeen
extensively abued for itt. te catfull

The Late Indian Out-aes In Texas.

We published a few days ago an accalnt of re-
cent murders and outrages by Indians on, or rather 'J
within, the northwestert fronitier of Texas. They fe
appear to have been committed by a band of
twelve or fifteen Indians, who, so far as heard
from, passed through Palo Pinto, Erath, Bosque, tc
Coryelle, Lampasas, Burnet, Llano and San Babe
counties. The Austin Gazette Extra of the 20th st
publishes a number of letters from different parts to
giving particnlars of their depredations. The fol- P
lowing is extracted from one dated Meridian, w
Boeque county, February 10th: fc

I left Waco this morning, and about an hour by O.

sunset reached the thriving county-neat of,Bsque.
The moment I arrived upon the public square, my
attention was arrested by a throng of men and T
women rushing to the courit-honse. Sunch an n- T
sanl commotion prompted me to Interrogate a by-
stander as to its cause, and the startling fact was
announced that the dead bodies of two men, mur- it
dered by the Indians so yesterday, within seven h
miles of Meridian, were at that moment lying in '

the court-house. I immediately repaired to the u
spot, asd, ma, my eyes never again witness such h
a spectacle of horror, as there lay present. b

Two men, brothers, by the name of Copeland
and J. Munroe, lay stark and stiff in death, oneen
with seven and the other thirteen arrow wounds,
from which the fatal missiles had just been with-
drawn, and the blood lay in pools upon the court-
house floor. Both these gentlemen had come to
the county during the past three weeks, one direct
from North Carolina, and the other,I am informed, t
from Hempsteod, Austin county. They were es-
tablishing a home within a tew miles of Meridian, I
and but little dreamed they were to be the first
victims of a merciless border warfare, that is now,
with the opening spring, so imminently threatening
our frontier.

When found, one body was stripped to the
drawers, evidently cautured and stripped before
the deth wounds were inflicted, as his shirt was
found without any cots; all the arrow wounds were
in the side and back, evidently inflicted while in
full flight; the unfortunate man falling forward
upon his knees and face, having died and been
found in that pesture. The other was stripped to
his shirt and drawers, and was found about a mile
from his brother's body, extended at full length
upon his face, with thirteen arrow wounds in his
back. Their horses and equipments were stolen,
and everything that an Indian values was taken
from their persons.

Their bodies were dressed, eofluned, and this
alarmed and sorrow-stricken community followed
their mutilated remains to the gpave. No sooner
had we returned from the solemn scene of their in-
terment, thana messenger from the Poloxy, twenty
miles above here, startled the community with the
appalling intelligence that the day before the mur-
der of the Munroes two men and children had been
butchered upon the Poloxy, and two young ladies
had been captured, and after being taken eight
miles, were turned loose in a state of nudity. The
imagination sickens at the sight of these barbari-
ties, and I shall desistthe comments and reflections
that suggest themselves to every thoughtful mind.
I cannot forbear the statement that the whole line
of the frontier, from the point where Capt. Conner
is stationed west of the Colorado, to Bed river,
where I understand Capt. Dalrymple is ranging, is
at this moment wholly exposed to the forays of
merciless savages.

Meridian is an hundred miles within the long line
of outer settlements, and tie boldness with which
the Indians have advanced so far into the interior,
at this comparative old settled point, is an indica-
tion of the audacity of the foe, and the peril that
surrounds more exposed situations. The vast
scope lying between these two extreme points,
upon which a small guard is stationed, has ever
been the favorite field of Indian depredation. Five
thousand head of horses have been stolen within
the past three years, and many lives sacrificed; and
the universal apprehension prevails, that with the
rise of grass, the Indians, emboldened by the im-
punity with which they achieved their former suc-
cesses, will renew their pillage and murder on a
more extended scale.

P. S.-Feb. tlth.-Later news by the return of
scouts, have been received, which confirm the Po-
loxy murder.

This morning after sunrise, our already excited
community received confirmation of tile news of
the previous evening. The four scouts who took
the trail of the Indians from the scene of the mur-
der of the Muroees, near Meridian, have this mo-
ment returned. One bore with him two female
dresses and undershirt, which the Indians who mor-
Sdered the Munroes left some three miles near the
spot of the massacre. This is confirmation that
the same band had perpetrated the murder on the
Poloxy, on the day prior to the killing of the Mun-
roes. On thisspot, wheretheIndiansevidently stop-
ped to inspect their plunder, was also found a
knit purse, empty and a $100 Louisiana bill
lying on the ground;: also two pair of drawers.
Here they cut the sweat-leathers off the Murose'
saddles. The scouts took up the trail from this
point, going toward the south-westedge'of Bosque,
winding unioe the mountains, in order to throw
the pursuers o the seen:.d Passing Mr. Nidhols' farm in the soutllh-east edge

of Bosque, they took niho head of horses, three
belonging to Mr. Nichols. Three miles from
Nichos', the Indians passed Mr. Langley's half an
hour by sunnet, in full view. The inmates of Mr.Langley's house saw the Indianu pass at full gal-

lop, within tly yards. Six Indins.. were counted,
with some forty head of horses. They passed thispoint the same day they killed the Munroes and
athe day after the killing upon the Poloxy.

A letter of the 13th from Buraett county says:

On Saturday, the 11th inst., two gentlemen
(Messrs. Wolf and Smith,) were chopping some
Scedas poles in the cedar brake, about seven miles
' north of this place ; they heard the sound of horses

,s feet, and upon looking in tie direction of the noise
they discovered twelve Indian warriors on horse-
Ii hack.

The Indians did not discover Messrs. Wolf and
Smith, who had secreted themselves, but passed
on within 50 to 100 yards of them.

So soon as the Indians had passed by, Wolf and
Smith went to the nearest neighborhood and gave
the alarm. Eightmenarmed themselves, monnted
their horses, and immediately started after the red
rascals. When they got near the plaos where the
Indians were first seen they discovered them herd-
ing Come fifty or sixty head of horses. The eight
men immediately charged upon them; but the In-
iusds retreated on horseback to the cedar brake,

.and left the horses they were herding, which were
captured by the eight men. One of the horses
-aken was a fine black mare with a Texas saddle- and bridle on her; a raw-hide rope and a pair of

Sheavy boots were, tied to the saddle; the boots
were nearly new, having beesn worn ut a few
days. One of the- Indi•u had a pair of blasek
d pants on. I feel pretty certain, frore tie stream-

stanees, that they have murdered some man, but
asyet I have heard of no one being killed.

We got the news here at dusk, and immediately
dispatched a mesuengar to Lieut.
