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TALK ON 'OBANGE.

It was rather sluggish on rue Carondelet yester-
day. Many operators, or woald-be operators in
the staple, were waiting for late advices from the
other side, due by the Anglo-Saxon at Portland,
and the Africa, which will be due at New York to-
day or to-morrow. The depression in exchange,
the late advance in and the firmness of freights,
were talked of. Talking of freights and shipping
brought up the movement now making towards
the establishment of a line of screw-steamers.
The prospectus and conditions for the organizatioc
of a line have been before the public for some
days, and have been received with great favor. II
would be a stigma and reproach on the great fame
of our city if this project should fall through for
the want of a few hundred thousands of dollars,
All persons, all residents, in fact, every person
connected with the great trade and commerce of
our city, ought to take an'interdst in this under
taking. We are gratified to learn stock already
approaching the amount of $70,000 has been sub
scribed by importers and residents on Canal street
Independent of the great advantages to accrue tc
the welfare and prosperity of our city by having
direct communication with the chief mart for oun
great staple, the establishing of the line will re
lieve the great Southwest-of which our city is the
great emporium-of its dependence on Northern
capital, which is increasing from year to year
from the trade, the patronage and the cotton ol
the South. This undertaking ought to receive the
patronage of every merchant and trader; every
clerk and employd who can raise forty-eight dol-
lars ought to take a share. Let something sub-
stantial be done for the credit and pride of the
Crescent City. Not only will the measure be of
advantage to our own importing merchants and
traders, but a very large business can be secured
to pass through our city for the great city of St.
Louis. The large merchants and importers of that
place have now arrangements for the transporta-
tion of their goods and merchandise via the Mon-
treal line of steamers through Portland over the
Grand Trunk Railway. The talk is, that there is
now more freight offering for St. Louis and other
places in the West via Portland to come by the
Canadian screw-line than can be transported. The
transportation of this merchandise, the freight, the
expenses, the commissions and charges, can all be
secured for our city by the establishment of a line
of steamers. The goods can be delivered in St.
Louis via our levee in thirty to thirty-five days
from Liverpool, and at much less cost than via any
Northern route. Of course, this will greatly in-
crease the receiving and forwarding trade of our
city-a trade which was at one time a most promi-
nent feature of the business of our city, but which
has greatly declined within the past two or three
years, particularly the coastwise forwarding trade.
Gooddare imported into New York and tioston for
Western account, which would come direct to our
levee if regular steam communication formed part
of our connection with the European markets. We
have further talk to make public on this question,
which we are obliged to defer for want of room.
In the meantime, it is urged on all desirous of pro-
moting the interests of our city to call on either of
the committee and subscribe.
The arrivals of steamers were numerous yester-

day, and the great Western trade is at its hight of
liveliness and activity. The demand for Western
products for Alabama, Florida and Georgia, is
brisk. The steamers from the two railroads, with
the score of schooners from the upper basin,
are crowded with freight. But the talk is, that the
Carrollton Railroad is very irregular in its hours of
departure; there does not appear to be any regu-
larity, any system in the time table. The cars
move when they are ready. It is suggested that
the time-keepers' clocks or watches be kept more
in conformity to the time adopted by the banks
and the cathedral. Hlowever, it is not expected
that much regularity can attend to an attenuated
road, or. as the phrase is, a non-paying stock-
that the Bears and Buis never enter on their
records.

The Jackson Railroad is becoming something of
an institution, and when the connection is com-
pleted with Montgomery, Ala., via the Alabama
and Mississippi Railroad, travelers will leave here
in tihe evening of one day and dine the next day in
Montgomery, thereby avoiding all the delays, de-
tentions and changing of boats which is now ex-
perienced via the lake and Mobile route ; and while
talking of the increase of business over the road,
we find that King cotton is a very good patron and
customer, as appears by the following figures,
which cover the number of bales received at the
depot in this city for tie first six months of each
commercial year, commencing on the first of Sep-
tember, 1837, 1858 and 189 :

The
brightness of the sandtgtie and the sweetness and
freshness of the atmosphere,were such as to add a
stimulus to all out-door life, and to permit but few
people to stick steadily in-doors.

Tuz AndUAL PARADE.-The firemen all over
town are making all sorts of preparations for their
grand annual parade on Sunday.

FmnEs.-Two fires broke out yesterday at aboout
the same time, between 2 and 3 o'clock.

CoaL BOAT On Fas.--A flatboat filled with coal,
and moored opposite Berlin street, Jefferson City,
took fire in an unaccountable manner on Wednes-
day night. The fire raged vigorously for a time,
but was extinguished at last by the united efforts
of the Jefferson and Fourth District firemen.

MYSTERr OUS, PmmsAPs. - Mr. Jose Acebal, a
Spaniard, residing at No. 121 Frenchmen street,
disappeared from home on Wednesday morning,
and has not since bees heard of. As he has al-
ways been a man of temperate and regular habits,
and as he drew $1400 from the bank before he
left, (he being a Mexicain trader of some opulence
in the line of mules and cattle), his family are
much distressed at his absence, and fear foul play
on the part of himself or others.

But several facts seem to indicate that his disap-
pearance was a mystery exclusively his own.
Without the knowledge of his regular lawyer, he
went to a notary a day or two previously and pro.
cured a power of attorney for his wife, to act for
him. He also had his picture taken, and left it
with his wife. And as he left home early in the
morning, telling his wife that he had to go to the
Post-Office to mail a letter, and would certainly be
home to breakfast, and as he didn't come to break-
fast, it is more than likely that he had made up his
mind to travel, on business which was nobody's
business, but his business.

We wouldn't mention the thing, only that some
of our brother reporters made a noise about it in
their evening papers yesterday; for when we can't
swear to what they say, we feel in courtesy bound
to say something about whatever say they may
have to say.

FAST Lirrir. Bo.--A youth, or a little boy,
named Charles Stevens, not much higher than a
table, was arrested last evening for disturbing the
peace of the Varieties Theater. He carried all the
airs of a man; had a watch, jewelry and a pocket
full of money; out-talked a lawyer; and astonished
everybody by his sang froid and grown up man-
ners. He will be called upon to entertain Recorder
Summers this morning.

BENJAMIN FRANKIsa ON A SPREE.-A man giving
this as his name, was taken to the First District
lockup last night by the police, together with one
Louis Butler, in whose house on Dryades street, he
was found very drunk and helpless, by two of his
friends. These men requested Franklin's arrest for
his own safety, and that of Butler on suspicion of
having robbed Franklin. When the latter was
searched at the police office, he was found to have
a regular coat of mail on his left side, between his
shirt and undershirt. Thiq coat of mail consisted
of a heavy pad, a foot long and eight inches wide;
consisting of two pieces of canvas stitched or
quilted together, and in some of the pockets or
diamonds formed by the quilting, a quantity of
gold coin, ten dollars in each little pocket. These
were cut open, and $95 extracted; most of the
pockets had already been cut open and the money,
more than $100, taken out; and Butler was sus-
pected to be the man who did the taking out. The
pad was a fine arrangement for carrying gold
safely; but it seems that no sort of contrivance
can keep a drunken man's money safe.

DIED OF HIs Wousns.-Hugh Dancan, who was
stabbed at the Lake on Sunday night, died at Char-
ity Hospital on Wednesday night. Dr. Hart held
the post-mortem examination yesterday, and found
that death had resulted from two stabs, one in the
right side and the other in the leftside of the abdo-
men. Before dying, Duncan's story was that he
had been stabbed by one Charles Steward, or
Stewart, with whom he had an altercation whilst
playing cards in a coffeehouse at the lake shore.
The Coroner, having no witnesses, and not know-
ing where to look for any, had to defer his investi-
gation to another day.

SenDEa DEATHn.-Deputy Coroner Soraparu yes-
terday held an inquest on the body of Thomas
Murray, an Irishman 35 years old, who had died
suddenly at No. 196 St. Joseph street. Verdict,
apoplexy.

CIrrIro AF•Ants.--Peter Larkin was arraigned
before Assistant Recorder Monroe yesterday, on
the charge of having stabbed and dangerously
vounded James Swanton on Tuesday night, Swan-

ton now being at Charity Hospital. The affidavit
was made by Swanton's wife. Larkin was sent
to prison to await the result.

Patrick McGee was sent to prison by the same
Recorder, he being charged with seriously cutting
John Ermon's slave boy Jesse with a cotton hook.

August Meyers, a German, was stabbed very
dangerously in the left side, on board the steamer
H. R. W. Hill, by John Farrell, at half-pat 6 o'clock
last evening. He was sent to Charity Hospital.
Farrell made his escape, though but narrowly ; for
Meyers, after being stabbed, seized him and threw
him overboard. He was seen to swim out and
escape.

RtiesrTIo A CONSTABLE.--J. F. Mohrman, Dep-
uty Constable of the Fifth Justice's Court, yester-
day had Mrs. Click up before Recorder Long, on a
charge of having resisted him and committed a
violent assault and battery upon him on Wednes-
day, when he paid her domicil, on Piety street, a
visit on official business; that is, to make a seizure.
Mrs. Click gave bail, and then charged Mohrman
with assault and battery, in twice throwing her
down on the floor. Mohrman gave bail; and so
the case stands.

FIRST DISTRICT COURT.--Judge Hunl.-The jury
in the case of Jerry Casey, tried on Wednesday for
the murder of John Ryan, and who went out at
8) o'clock that night, staid out till 2 o'clock yestsr-
day afternoon; seventeen hours and a half. On
coming into Court, they reported it utterly impps.
sible for them to agree; upon which they were
discharged and Casey remanded to prison. The
jurors stood nine for conviction to three for •c-
quittal.

Yesterday's business was this:
Samuel W. Williams, charged with stabbing with

intent to murder, but convicted of assault, seas
sentenced to pay a fine of $15, or go to prison eor
ten days. Williams was a steamboat hand who got
into a row with a daguerreotypist at the corne of
Hospital and Old Levee streets, and stabbed the
artist whilst the latter was beating him over the
head with a club.

Charles Home, charged with maliciously setting
fire to and burning an outhouse, had his trial cbn-
tinued, and the Court appointed Ed. Filleul, E<sq.,
to defend him.

John Cobrs, recently tried for shooting Wm. Wil-
son, alias Red Bill, and the jury in his case having
disagreed after nearly twenty-four hours' confine-
ment, was, on motion of the District Attorney,
dismissed by nolle prosequi.

Ben Benson was tried for larceny and found
guilty. He entered a house on Rampart street one
night, with another thief who escaped, and seioed
the family silver; but was pursued and captuoed
by Mr. W. D. Rickarby.

Toe POISONING OF MISS ELEANORA M. O'RealLY.
TI, post-mortem examination of Miss O'ReIlly's

4b .y, and the chemical analysis thereof, having
demonstrated that her death was caused by arsenic,
(as fully reported heretofore) Coroner Beach last
evening held his investigation as to the circum-
stances of the poisoning; Joseph Galceran, the
alleged seducer and poisoner, being in 

p rison.
Witnesses were examined as follows:

.rors. Rose O'Reilly-Is mother of the deceased.
Her daughter had for some months complainad of
pains across her chest, and had a cough; the cough
commenced in June last; witness thought shn was
going into a deline. She wore hoops; noticed no
change in her dress more than usual. She tought
school every day. Witness advised her to go to
Dr. Stone's; she did not go at the time, as tone
was out of town; she did not wish witness to go
with her. Toward the last of June she visited Dr.
Woods; he said her lungs were good, but advised
her to take exercise, and gave her some anedi-
cine. She did not stop her school-teaching.
When first sick, she was not sick in the Horn-
ing she did not complain of heartburn or change
her diet. In September, getting no hbtter,
she went to Dr. Wcdder.trandt by advise of
witness; witness went with iler. The Doc-
tor said her lungs were as good as anybhdy's.
He told her to take hip baths, and to wash her
chest with bay rum and to take exercise; also gave
her some medicine to be taken with milk :i e ex-
amined her chest only. She also went to Dr. Heig-
has, at some one's snggestion, and witness went
witllh her. Witness did not hear what she said to
the Doctor, but he ordered medicine for her. This
was in November. Do not know whether she took
the medicine; though she afterwards said it did her
no good. About Christmas she had a severe cold
and a bad cough; and always after that she wore
a large shawl. n Saturday, January 22d, eight
days before she died, she went to see Dr. Stone.
When she came back, she said the Doctor had pro-
nounced both her liver and lungs affected; wtnesa
bad offered to go with her to Stone's, but she re
fused to let witness accompany her. She sall that
shewould have to leave the city and go to some
ether climate, as Dr. Stone had so advised ber; say.
ieg that she woauld apme back in a few months.
She made arrangements with a gentleman to at-
tend to her school during her absence. Ohe un-
day, 30th January, the day she died, when witeps•,
went np stairs to call her to breakfast, ahl oeae

Witnes
thought she had died of apoplexy; bit her fan
was pale. Witnerass never found anything out o
the way among her elothesor in her wardrobe
About a month before she died, she had a bundL
which contained witness' silver spoons, hede
other things. Witness noticed that she took some
thing outof the bundle, and left only the spoons
Witness asked her what she had done with he
money ; she replied that she had given it to som
one, to get changed Into gold; adding that it we-
all right. Witness first saw Galceran about asi
years ago, at the corner of Oange and St. Jon
the Baptist streets, Eleonora then living with wt
ness, as she alwayshad' after that, witness moved
over to the house in whleph fer daughter died ; Gal-
ceran visited the hotis frequently, and was often
there, when witness knew nothin about it. Wit
ness did not know what Galreran S visits were for,
buest upposed he was courting her daughter; be-
lieves se taughthim to write. On witness asking
her about Galceran, she replied that she was old
enough to know what to do. This was several
yearsago. She always afterward answered wit-
ness in the same manner about Galcersn. Wit-
ness never suspected her daughter In the least,
laving every confidence in her and thinking noth-
ing wrong about Galeoran. The day she died,
witness did not see Galceran when he came, but
heard him in the front room, and know him by his
voice. Deceased never told witness that Galeran
had her money. The day after her death, Galce-
ran told witness she would find among her daugh-
ter's effects a promissory note to her daughter for
$375 for value received, and dated in 1857; he
asked witness if she wanted money, at the time.
Witness said she would want money shortly, and
he said whenever she wanted it she could get it.
He said nothing about owing more than the amount
of the note. She never kept company with any
one beside Galceran. Witness did not know that
her daughter was out of the house the Sunday she
died. Don't know what time Galceran left that
evening; witness went to bed early. Never saw
Galceran bring any confectionery or eatables to
deceased, except once, about four years ago; he
might have brought such things to deceased with-
out witness knowing it. bWitness saw nothing
about the room from which deceased might have
taken poison, nothing, except a cup which was
used in drinking water. Next morning, after the
death, everything was in the usual good order in
the front room. In the evening, before taking
nick, deceased was in her usual humor; she
showed no sign of anything being wrong until
she began complaining of the toothache. Witness
never told any of the neighbors that Galceran had
brought her daughter some gum drops for her
cough. Galeeran did not arrive till after she was
dead; the priest never came at all. Galceran saw
deceased in the parlor after she was laid out; he
cried very much about her death, there in the par-
lor, and in the kitchen. Deceased was always
very kind to witness; witness never bad any fault
to find with her, except that she would always be
her own mistress ; still she was always very kind
to witness, and was honest, upright and religious.
Galceran was always very polite and genteel in his
manner to witness ; she neverhad much to say to
him. When witness gave her daughter the on of
rloves in her tooth, the latter said that would do.
She knew witness was going to bed, and closed
the door after her. Her whole manner that even-
ing was just the same as it had always been;
neither strange nor out of temper, nor unusually
talkative or kind.
Mrs. Ellen Mw ty--Lives next door to where
lrs. O'eilly lived. Know nothing of the affair,
only when Miss O'Reilly died, witness having gone
into the house on account of hearing sounds of dis-
tress, crying, etc. Went in because she heard the
old lady calling for assistance. MHiss O'Reilly was
dying when witness went in; lived seven or ten
minutes afterward. Could not tell what ailed her:
she was lying perfectly quiet; was not breathing
hard. Witness staid till morning. Had no knowl-
edge as to what caused the death, though an idea
of her own crossed her mind when she was told
aboutthe oil of cloves for the toothache. Witness
was acquainted with Miss O'Reilly, and visited her
frequently. Saw Galceran often enough, but was
not acuasinted. Witness saw nothing in Miss
O'Reilly 's room to cause suspicion as to the manner
of her death, except the vial of oil of cloves ; but
heard the suspicion around among the neighbors
that the death was not a natural one.

Mrs. Mart Mauigan-Resides on Orange street,
near Mrs. O'Reilly's; was acquainted with Hiss
O'Reilly. Did not see her the day she died. Know
nothing of the circumstances of her death; was
there, however, ten or fifteen minutes before she
died. Did not know what she diet] of; thought
her death was strange; bat could not think what
caused it. She never spoke after witness entered
the room. Heard no talk about poisoning till it
was mentioned in the papers. Saw nothing in the
room of deceased from which poison might have
been given, save a tumbler, which they had been
giving her water from.

Win, O'Reilly--Is brother of the deceased; lived
in the same house with her: was not at home all
day the Sunday his sister died; was out attending
to the wagon he drives for the Star Press; was at
dinner, and saw his sister after she came down
stairs; was at home in the evening, and. tooks tea
with her; saw nothing unusual about her; she cost-
plained of the toothache. Witness left after sup-
per, leaving his mother and sister in the supper-
room, and went to bed; heard no one knock at the
front door; his sister left the table to go to the
front door about the time he left to go to bed;
know nothing that occurred in the front room.
Witness was aroused in bed by his mother, who
asked him to go for a doctor; he went into see
his sister; before going, deceased said it was no
use to send for a doctor, but to send for Galceran
and the priest; had no idea that there was any-
thing extraordinary in the manner of her death;
had seen children die that way. Her request
to send for Galceran and the priest led him
to believe that she beteved herself dying. Wit-
ness went for Galceran, who was staying at his
brother's coffeehouse, at the corner of Robin rnd
Levee streets. Witness knocked at the door some
ten minutes. without getting Galceran up ; a watch-
man came across the street and asked what the
matter was; witness told him; the watchman then
rapped at the door with his club fer some fifteen
minutes, but no one got op or gave any response.
Witness retorned home and found his sister dead.
Witness left the watchman at Galceran's, knock-
ing at the door. Staid at home about teo minutes;
went down to his brother-in-law's; and, after an
absence of about an hour and a half, returned to
Galceran's. After again knocking for about ten
minntes, Galceran raised an upper window and put
his head out. Witness' brothnr-iu-law told Gale-
ran what the matter was; he seemed to be sour-
prised, and said be would be at the esuse soon;
and half an honr or so after witness got home
Gulceran came. He seemed surprised, and act-
ed as if sorry. Dou't remember whether Gal-
ceranwas told that Miss O'Reilly was dead or dying
when he was calledupos the second time. Witness
heard Galceran eay something about a burial esr-
tilcate. As witness left, with severalothers,hbout
daylight, some one wanted to send for the Coroner,
and others objected to it. Gaiceras spoke about
getting a certificate; his manner might have been
such as to indicate a dislike to haviog the Coroseur
called. Witness thinks the reason the Coronerwan
talked about was because his sister had not had a
doctor. Witness had no talkwith laleeran; never
spoke tive words tohim; paidno attention to him

iMrs. O'ReAdy, recalled: Heard Galeran ay he
could get a certifcate from Dr. Stone. Witness
and others wanted the Coroner called. Witness
never told Galceran what.Dr. Stonehad Maid about
her doughiter's complaint.

General Intelligence.
The general political news by the Edinburg pos-

sessed no features of special importance.
The breach between the Pope and the Emperor

Napoleon seems rather to widen than otherwise;
although the general aspect of the Italian question
had undergone no marked change, so far as intelli.
genes respecting that all-absorbing topic had been
made known.

Mr. Gladstone, the British Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer, had presented his budget for the ensuing
year to the English Parliament, and it had met wit
unexpected and very active opposition.

It is reported in political circles that the Conserv-
ative members of Parliament had formally resolved
to make a persistent and united opposition to the
budget.

The latest advices from Morocco, receive via
Madrid, state that the Emperor of Morocco had
made proposals to Marshal O'Donnell, to open
negotiations for the settlement of the difficulty be-
tween Spain and Morocco, without a further con.
tinuance of hostilities.

Marshal O'Donnell had referred the propesals to
the Government at Madrid, which peremptorily re-
fuaes to negotiate upon any terms until the city of
Tangier is captured, and the Spanish army is in
undisputed possession of that important town.

A dispatch from Vienna to the London Times
announces that Prince Alexander Von Hesse had
gone to St. Petersburg on a special mission to the
Emperor. Alexander.

The Vienna correspondent of the Londen Times
also reports, at adate anterior to that of the above
dispatch, that the Cabinet of Austria was about
making another attempt to form a close political
union with Russia and Prussia, and Prince Alex-
ander's mission to St. Petersburg has given aonfi-
dence in the belief that such is the objecteof his
mission.

Dispatches from Paris to the London journals
state that the French Government had sent orders
by electric telegraph from Paris to all the prefects
and sub-prefects in all the various departments of
France, expressly instructing them to interdict the
publication of the last circular letter of the Biaiop
of Orleans to the various bishops and prelatea
under his jurisdiction. It is apprehended that these
orders will have a very bad efohet uponthe Catho
lic opulation of France.
