It is in consldering the commercial disabilities of
the States of the Pacifi coast that the best nndpr.
standing of the importance of Improved means of
communication is arrived at, and the necedsilty of
their having an independent government, unless
such means are provider ei comprehended. Our
trade relations with foreign countries ware ar-
ranged expressly with reference to their bearings
upon the commeree of the confederacy of the At-
lantic States. The merchandise that some of the
provisions of the tariff merely protect in the Est-
ern States is virtually excluded from the Pacifo
States by the same regulations, and other mer-
chandise which pays duties that protect home pro-
duction in the Atlantic States can be put down so
cheaply in those of the Pacific as to defy home
production. Articles of manufacture from the
Eastern States are so Increased in cost by trans.
portation charges that they cannot compete with
foreign importe, and for both the foreign and do-
mestic goods the consumer his to pay exorbitant
prices. Thus it is that from these and relative
causes the commercial affairs of Californisare con-
stantly in the most confused and disorganized con-
dition, utterly without substantial and settled
basis of operation, and they never can be put In
proper condition until conatant, cheap and speedy
means of communication identify that part of the
country with this, and make both one country In
fact as well as in name.

Thus it is that the necessities of the Pacific States
alone are of such importance as to immdioi ately
demand the eauqpg( f g4 ed4pftlelassynmedtbs
which is scarcely less imp'eratiely demanded by
the interests of the Atlantic States also. The Pa-
citc States and the foreign nations on the borders
of that ocean constitute a vast market for our pro-
duce and manufactures, with which our intercourse
is hampered by such distance, time and expense,
as render competition with other countries out of
the question.

These causes operate to actually protect foreign
goods in many instances. They must be done
away with and the great market of the Pacific
world opened to Amerloan enterprise. This con-
summation will be effected by the passage of the
Pacilfi Railroad and Telegraph bill now before
Congress. It will ensure the construction of at
least two roads, and there is business enough for
half a dozen to do. The commerce of the Pacific
ocean is yet in its infancy. Give us this short cut
to that ocean and the many nations which cluster
on its coasts, and we will have some chance of
competition with England, for we will possess a
vast advantage over her. We can put our goods
down on the shore of the Pacific ready for ship.
ment on its waters in a fourth of the time and at
far lees expense than she can by steamer direct to
Panama. A large tide of commerce would flow
east and west through the channel of the trans-
continental roads, and particularly by the South-
ern route-" The Atlantic and Pacifi Road "-for
that will reach a port of ocean shipment by near
a thousand miles less of road than the Northern
line. New Orleans isthat port.

Bat if for no other reason the ment e
omy should induce tcie passage of the bill, which
we have heretofore reviewed at length, by Con-
gress. Railroad routes will so much diminish the
at present enormous expenses of the transporta-
tion of the mails and Government property that
in a few years the outlay contemplated under the
bill would be reimbursed to the treasury. Weigh-
ing the matter in all Its merit, we cannot but
think that members of Congress who oppose the
passage of an act which will secure to the country
at large the vast -and various advantages that
mnst be patent to any mind, will be recreant to
their highest duty as the representatives of con-
stituencies either in Maine or Oregon, California or
L. siiana, Virginia or Minnesota. There is no

(ted, and there is no tenet of political profession,
and no plank in any political platform but which
is rotten if it fails to encourage or afifrds pretext
for opposing a measure so catholic in it; bearing
as federal aid to the Northern and Southern Pa-
cific Railroads. We are convinced that the dele-
gation of Louisiana in Congress will throw all their
weight in its favor, and would do so without the
passage of the resolution introduced into the Le-
gislature by Mr. Fish, and now pending, which in-
structo them to support it. We would like to see
that resolution unanimonslyadopted by the Assem-
bly, and trust thatwo shall he enabled to chronicle
sock a resolt, We canost imagine a oufficeut
reason why a member should net record his vote
in ito favor. _____

WASHINGTON NATIONAL MIONUMENT.

Another effort is being made throughout the
States to raise the necessary amount of funds to
complete the Washington National Monument.

At present this work is at a stand-still, a tact
which reflects very little credit upon the patriotism
of our countrymen. The returns from one thou-
sand post-offlces, having boxes for the purpose of
receiving contributions to this laudable undertak-
ing, amount to $2000 In the last four months.
Should the reports of twenty-etght thousand post-
masters not yet sent in be as favorable as the
above, the receipt will be amply suflicient, at least
to keep the work in motion. The small sum of
$100 per year. or 12} cents per mouth, from each
of the several cities and towns in the United 8sates,
would soon finish this monument. Itis to be hoped,
therefore, that the entire country will make a new
ertoeja siding the completion of this tIuly patri-
otie eaterprlse.
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The followlig are the remarks of Mr. Salomon:
Mr. President-I had hoped from the long time

We have no objection to these gentlemen cous-
ing to New Orleans and doing business. Weinvite
capital. We desire to see capital brought there
and business carried on. We want them to come
and take storem, employ clerks, drays, men, rent
warehouses and pay taxes. We would have no
objection then. We invite them. The morenapital
we can bring to New Orleans, the more is it-to
the interest of the State, because the taxes of
the Stats are lucreused. Why do gelitlgmei
from the country object to a propost ton that
will bring into the treasury of the State at the
least calculation $100,000 per annum in the Item of
licences alone. Pass this bill and year treasgrye
will lose the licences. Gentlemen ought not to
complain of an empty treasury whentheyrefeee to
pass a bill to put money into-it. We only want the
traveling agent to pay a portion of what we have
to pay to the city and State.

The gentleman in his remarks stated that this
tax comes out of the consumer. Who denies
it? The consumer has to pay it now as a portion
of the cost; no one doubta that point. But an it
is now, the fellow from the North is able to under.
