NEW ORLEANS fAILY CRESCNT
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TALK ON 'G1ANGE.

It was not very active on the flags yesterday.
There were some movements going on in the sta-
ple. The sun is getting rather warm for confabs at
the present time. We urge on the contractors for
the re-paving of Carondelet street to push on the
work. The denizens and all who attend daily on
the flags are much inconvenienced from the slow
manner in which the work is progressing.

There was some talk about freights. The many
arrivals of large vessels and the reports of several
more expected, has rather checked the upward
tendency of last week. However, id. to Liverpool
will pay. There are several large vessels on the
way hither under charter at 9-16ed. Of course,
they will be on the market at an advance over that
rate. The general impression prevails that no
further advance will be realized for the present;
therefore, traders and operators throughout the
West can send forward their produce. Tobacco is
about the only article that can be affected by a
further advance in freights. As for flour, corn and
wheat, there li no demand for them in Eu•ope, but
there is a.lively demand for all the Southern
markets, say Texas, Alabama and Florida, and our
own good State requires many thousands of bushels
of corn; also a good quantity of pork and bacon,
to sustain the planting and consuming interests
through the season.

The obstructions at the mouth of the river are

becoming more formidable day after day. We
shall ere long have some of the mud from the
groat Missouri, which will, of course, increase the
lumps. Nevertheless, the ship Uhland was taken
out last week drawing 18 feet 3 inches. The same
thing cannot, we learn, be repeated this week. It
is about time to begin to set the dredging appara-
tus to work; but no one seems to take a particular
interest in the matter. There is an immensity of
talk about what should be done. Our Board of
Underwriters are as much interested, or rather the
stockholders of the several companies, are some-
what interested. If they do not deem the matter
of sufficient importance, why do they take an op-
posite view from most people? The talk is, that
the bill before the Legislature, intending to grant
privileges to the Towboat Associations of an ex-
clusive character, cannot be carried out. One of
the provisions of the bill now before the Legisla-
ture gives the Towboat Association the exclusive
right and privilege of towing vessels through the
mouths or passes of the Mississippi river. This is
about as absurd and ridiculous attempt to organize
a monopoly as can well be conceived. Our legis-
lators might as well undertake to enact a law that
only one association shall have the privilege of
building and repairing vessels, or owning floating-
docks and ship-yards; or they might incorporate
or delegate to another association that it should
have the privilege and right to build all the houses
in Louisiana. Tihe talk is, that it is useless for our
legislators to be wasting time to create a law of
this kind. It would not be respected, and it is not
probable the Suplreme Court of the United States-
to which any decision regarding it by inferior
courts would be carried-would sanction such an
unheardl-of montrosity.

The mails are getting into something like reg-
ularity. There are some cart loads of mail matter
still remaining in the lobby or t1he Post-Office
awaiting distribution.

INAtUGURATION OF Tla OLAT sTATUW.

On the 12th of April next the Ianguration cere-
monies of the statue of Henry Clay, on Canal
street, will take place, and the occasion will be
one of unusual interest. In regard to the pro
gramme, we learn that ad oration will be delivered
by W. H. Hunt, Esq., and an appropriate poem by
Mr. J. W. Overall. An ode in French has been
written for the occasion by Mr. Placide Canonge,
and set to music by Mr. G. Crto. With such a no-
ble theme these talented gentlemen have, no doubt,
acquitted themselves well, and we suggest that
thetwo opera comnpanies sing the ode in concert.
The German Glee Club, we understand, will ren-
der an appropriate ode in German. The proces-
sion of military, civic societies and citizens, will
undoubtedly be very large; and the best arrange-
ments have been made, under the direction of Col.
J. B. Walton, Grand Marshal.

As there are thousands of persons at a distance
who would be glad to visit New Orleans and wit-
ness this pageant of honors to the memory of the
illustrious statesman, and as there is to be soon a
grand railroad celebration, would it not be a good
Idea on the part of the gentlemen who have the
management of the latter affair to so arrange
that those who take part in it shall be in this olit
on the 12th of April? and at the same time to
effect for the occasion such a consistent reduction
of fare as will enable the public at large, to whom
the lines of the several roads are accessible, to be
present also? Such an arrangement would un-
doubtedly bring multitudes hereto take part in the
ceremonies of the day.
The foundation whereon this statne is to rest is

already laid, and, we believe, completed. The
basement is also finished, as we learn from the fol-
lowing paragraph in the Boston Post of the 24th
alt.:

Mr. C. S. Breed has just completed the basement
for the statue of Henry Clay that is to be inaugnr-
ated in New Orleans on the 12th of April next.
The whole elevation of stone work is 17 feet of the
purest Rockport granite of the most excellent
workmanship; workmanshlp which we have rarely
seen equaled, and never surpassed. The lower
course of platforms form a circle of 146 feet in cir-
cumference and 7 feet wide, from which rise, in an
octagon form, c coarses of steps and platforms,
varying n width from 1t to 4a feet, extending to a
pinth 7 square, which supports a moulded base

n feet square by st feet rise. On this reste the
die with beautiful moulded panels in each side, 6
feet in hight by 4 feet square, surmounted by a
moulded cornice 6 feet square. This elegantdesign
was by Hart, the eminent American sculptor, now
inHRome. onsidlering the limited tine Mr. B. has
bad in quarrying these massive blocks, and finish-
ing them with so much taste and skill, since the
contract was obtained, he has been remarkably
fortunate. His first vote was cast for the "Sage
of Ashland" for President of the United States,
and i still firm in his adherence to the Union. By
invitation, Mr. Breed and lady are soon to start for
New Orleans. to participate in the celebration of
the inauguration.

The gentlemen of the Clay Monumental Associ-
ation deserve the tlanks of this community, and of
all friends of the immortal patriot and statesman,
for the untiring zeal with which they have labored
for several years to rear this memorial of his great-
ness, for of all the cities of the Union none can
more appropriately pay such a tribute to his ven-
erated memory. From an Address issued by this
Association in 1852, we extract the following in
this connection:

Next to the recollections Ilterwoven with the
"Slashes of Hanover," and the delights of the
"Shades of Ashland," he treasured, while living,
the recollection of the pleasant associations, and
the enduring friendshi of our people, who, during
his chequered areer, had ever cherished, protect-
ed, and honored him. He has often sojourned in
our midst, has ever found open hearts and open
homes to welcome him, has practiced his profes-
sion at our bar, and has at all times manifested a
deep and abiding interest In the welfare and pros-
penrty of our City ahd State. Among the earliest
acts of his public life is one in favor of our inter-
ests-the securing of the right of deposit for this
city, wrested from it by the Spanish authorities.
Some years after this we find him exercising all his
mighty influence in behalf of the Perdido line, in
which we were so deeply interested.
As one of the American Commissioners at Ghent,

it was mainly through his instrumentality that our
country obtained the exclusive navigation of the
Mississippi, not only in opposition to the wishes of
the Commnissionero of Great Britain, and under the
threats of that power, before which the star of
Napoleon had paled and the confederation of the
Rhine had been broken asunder, but in direct con-
flict with the expressed opinions of a majority of
the American Commissioners. The ratification of
the treaty of Clent, and the news of the gloriousn
victory of New Orleans, reached him at the same
period, while at Paris he was awaiting the one, and

hoping for the other. Holding rsuch relations to ns
we are desirous tlhat the record of our gratitude
for his services, and in commemnoration of his
name, should he on a scale commensurate with
bottc.
While their patriotic worlk is drawing to a close,

the Association find thlemselves embarrassed for
want of thie funds necessary to complete it. We
understand that a bill is about to be introduced
into thIe ,Legislature appropriating a sufficient sunm,
and undoubtedly it will pass--unanimously, we
holpe.

HAVANA CORRESPONDENCE.

Sri cl, to tIhu New O:]eakn 'recent.]
HAVANA, March 4, 1860.

Ed. l-escelnt-I did not mention in my last letter
(per Habana 1st inst.) any thing of the great public
rejoicings that were then but just commenced, in
consequence of the intelligence that day received
per steamships Cahawba and Quaker City, from
New Orleans and New York, of the fall of Tetuan!
Within a few hours of the arrival of the steamships,
extras of the f'acela. the official government paper,
and of the Diaro de la Mfarina were issued, an-
nouncing in extravagant language the mighty
victory achieved by the Spanish army in the con-
quest and fall of Tetuan. Iortllwith the sandwich
like flag of Spain was displayed from the various
public flag stafs; the balconies of the public build-
ings and of all the residences of good and loyal
Spaniard., were decorated with red and yellow
hangings, corlinas (curtains) they call them. At
midday, a grand salute was fired from the Cuba-
nas fortification: bands of music, accompanied by
negrbes, paraded the streets through the day, and
when evening came, muskets, pistols and crackers
were discharged from the doorways and windows
of the Spanish inhabitants of this city, who felt
thereby they were giving expression to their loyal-
ty and love for the throne of San Fernando!-
I enquired of some of them what sort of a place
they thought Tetuan was ? and was told in reply
that it was ifvery large and strongly fortified city;
that its conquest by the Spanish arms was an event
that would be mentioned in history as one of the
greatest facts in modern warfare- that the con-
quest of Sebastopol by the allied forces of France
and England was nothing as compared to it. -
I undeceived some few of my Spanish friends as to
te size andstrength of Tetuan, although I would not
so wound their amor patrire as to tell them that
Tetuan ought to have been conquered in a fort-
night at the furthest after the Spanish army had
arrived before it.

The palace, other public buildings and the houses
of the Spaniards were all brillantly illuminated at
night, and this scene was repeated the two follow-
ing days and evening, and to-day. Where all the
gunpowder came from, I can scarcely imagine.
Some of mny acquaintance, knowing I had a flask of
Dupont's rifle powder, came to my quarters to beg
it. I gave them about half of what I possessed, and
could have obtained any price I desired for the
remainder and for my revolver, which however I
could not be induced to part with.

The Diario de la Itarina of the following morn-
ing had six and eight of its columns filled with
accounts of this greatdeed of Spanish arms, inclod-
ing a sonnetl written upon the occasion in the edit-
orial department of that paper. I wonder if a
poet was employed specially for the occasion !-
There is to be a grand ball at the palace on 11th
instant in honor of this glorious event ! of which I
hope to lie enabled to send you a full account in

my rst letter after ts event shall have taken
place

Jose Boloerlo Jorrin, Den Antonio Bachilles y Mo-
rales•nd Don Manuel Oomal .

I have no means of podsively ascertaining the
causes that induced the first named gentlemen to
refuse to hold the offices to which they had been
elected, but I believe Imay venture upon a shrewd
"gums." That they felt, they could not by retain-
ing their seats in the syunolamiento in any way
benefit their fellow sbjects, whilst by any attempt
they might make to do so, they would be endanger-
ing'their own private interests, peace and welfare !
Therefore they very wisely resigned, and had I
been intheir position, Ishould probably have done
the same.

A few afternoons since, two ladies (mother and
daughter) of great respectability, from Boston, ac-
companied by an American gentleman, sojourning
at the same hotel, were promenading upon the Al-
meda de Paula,-when a soldier who stood exactly
in their path, made a rode gesture to some com-
rades seated on a benchaearby, and was conse-
quently gently pushed aside by the American gen-
tleman, who accompanied the ladies. On their
return up the Alameda, no notice was taken of the
soldier, whom they had passed but a few paces,
when the American gentleman found one of his
arms rudely seized from behind, and in turning
round found it was the soldlr who held, and that
he was accompanied by several of his comrades.

Attempting to resist this rough treatment, the
gentleman received a blow which felled him to the
ground, and whilst he was in that position he was
kicked and it was attempted to throttle him.-
Fortunately some friends came up at the moment,
and he was rescued from the hands of a cowardly
scoundrel, who would probably have taken his life.
I am told by a friend who resides in the imme-
diate vicinity of the Alamed de Paula, that ladies
who promenade there are seasantly being insult-
ed. I feel assured that were this fact known to
the higher authorities, mesat would be instantly
adopted to put a step to such proceedings.

In consequence of the Ilar quantities of dry
goods at present imported, it has been found re-
quisiteto appropriatethe oldSanFrancisco church,
which has hitherto been used as a publio store
for lard and provisions, as a public store for dry
goods, and the stores hereteforensedfor dry goods
are to be used for the reception of lard and provi-
sions. These latter stores being comparatively
small, a customhouse regulation has been enacted
that lard and provisions can only remain in the
public stores fifteen days. This will prove a great
injury to the importers of lard and provisions, be-
cause in the event of sales of their importations
not being made within the fifteen days, they will
have to be removed to private stores, which, of
course, will cause increased expeme.
