People come, forced b tb h
exigences of business sad allured by the hope of i
gain. They remain daring the business season, o
but fly on the approach of summer, as from apest ,
tilence. In this way they form sad keep up t is
chronic dread of oak climata, which willlneyer per
mit them to settle down wpeemanent oftiste
They never buy or improve preperty. They ana
their families board or renthousves temporarily. aThe consequences have been hitherto most pal c
fully manifest in the very assaposing, Inoonvy t
nient.atyle of architecture prevailing along ouk
streets, so strangely in contsast with the knowi jj
opulence of the city. It isnfrie that of late yeai "
an evident revolution in, ts respect has coqo.
menced, and some manniona have been put up or o
are now in process of erection which, for elegane n
of appearance and convenience of arrangement, a
would be no discredit to any city. But this is very
far still from being general. A man who builds to b
rent cares little for variety or tastefulness of arch-
itecture. Those charming, aftractive family real-
deuces, which arrest the attention of the passer-by c
in other cities, are the fruits of many years' nssida-
cns efforts in perfecting plans, tn carrying out de-
tails, and that, too, ativery heavy cost. But who
will bestow this attention and this expense on s
place which he persists in not considering as his
home? His affections are not entwined aroundoit,
his pride is not centered there; he does not Intend tto dte within its walls, and leave it as an Inherit-
once to his descendants for ages to come.

Now, it may be said that plainness and silo-
plicity of. appearance In the houses are of not
much Importance, in a republican point of view.
But granting that, look at the immense quantity
of wealth which,instead of fructifying here, In a-tied off to enrich other rival communities. If a
proper proportion of the money made here had
been spent in buildings of the right number, style
and costliness, the army or artisans and trad o-
people drawnhither forthebuilding and keeping up
of those establishments would probably double the
number of our populatlon. There are cities of
twice our population which have not, perhaps,
one-fourth our amount of commerce. The present 1
d trade of New Orleans, if its resources were care-
fully husbanded within our limits, would probably
support half a million of inhabitants in comfort: -

Then, again, the tone of society would be cer-
d tainly improved by an adlitional element of sta-
bility, our public works would be more splendid,
and the tastes of our people elevated. All these
influences would act and re-act upon each other,
in a manner of which the ultimate effects cannot
possibly be estimated correctly. Now, these re-
sults would surely come if our people could be in-
duced to regard the city as their home. And this,
as we have seen, the periodical prevalence of yel-
low fever prevents them from doing. Surely this
pestilence is the great incubus which weighs us
down in the onward race of material prosperity.
If we could be guaranteed against that, the price
of real estate might reasonably double on the spot.

We will not undertake here to present a profes-
sional view of this as a medical question. The

p ablest physicians differ as to the causes of this
epidemic, its prevention and remedies. We know
that, even with this scourge upon us, the evil days
of New Orleans have passed. We have now a
large acclimated population. They are not afraid
of the summer. A generation is growing up,

to which, by reason of its native birth, has immunity
from the danger, and we are fautbecoming as inde-
pendent in this respect as Havana. We can safely
predict that, In a quarter of a century more, New
Orleans will be as remarkable for the magnificence
as it is now for the plainness of its appearance.

he But in the mean time, if we cannot prevent; the
he ravages of the epidemic, must we give up supinely

and do nothing all all to diminishits fury? Because
five thousand must die at any rate, is it useless to
save several other thousanpds that need not perish?
A great deal might be effected by preventing the
ingress of large bodies of unacclimated persons,
as emigrants and others, during seasons of danger,
and of affording means of escape, to a safe neigh-
borhood, of such persons already in our midst. A

J. steamboat, chartered at the expense of the city,
a might save the lives of many indigent persons, and

remove much material which would surely be, by
remaining here, nothing but tfel for the balefulfire.

As for cleanliness, there has been quite a contro-
versy in regard to its merits; some claiming that
filth has no connection with fever-that the more
such deposite are stirred up, the worse for the at-
mosphere. We shall not enter upon the scientiflo
review of this point. We would only suggeststhat
said deposite should not be allowed to accumulate
at all, so as to be subject to a stirring up. It in
quite sure, though, that persons remote from Com-
monities of men do not contract this disease. The
miasma of swamps and vegetable decomposition
never produce it. If, therefore, its origin is con-
nected with human eflinvia, our efforts at cleanli-

a5 nesm should be directed espeelally to interior do-
mestic arrangements. A Board of Health, vested
with sufficient powers, might do much in this re-
spect.

Out of regard to general health though, and unt-
versal comfort, something ought really to be done
with the dust. At present it is left entirely to the
direction of the winds, throughout the greater por-
tion of the city, and. our summers, so beautiful in
their general aspect, are to some extent rendered
intolerable by it. The plagues of Egypt could
hardly have surpassed in powers of annoyance the
suffocating, blinding clouds of pulverized alluvion
which, during our dry, hot weather, fill the atmos-
phere, penetrate the inmostreceses of houses, and
mingle with the perspiration to form a kind of
paste or mud over our hands and faces. The broom
or the watering process should be more common.

The Royal Exequateur for Hugh Martin, 1U. S.
Consul at Matansas, has been received.

By " Royal Order," dated 4th February, a School
for Instrectidn in Agriculture is to be established
at the Portrero (gracing farm) called Hens, near
this city. There is to be a Director, with a salary
of $2000; two Professors, with salaries of $1000
each; a Chief of Labor, with a salary of $1000.
$5400 Is appropriated for the annual support of the
School; and if that sum proves insufficient, the
State will provide the required amount. Twelve
pupils are to be educated gratnitoeusly; the others
are to bear their own expenses, or be supported
by the municipal corporations who may wish to do
so. The course of study is to continue four years,
and the graduated students are to have the titles of
Connoisseurs of Agriculture, and are to have the
preference over others in all suitable public em-
ployments. They will fix the value of estates and
farms for taxation.
