It would I
be better, perhabps, If they did not. But it is a dif-
fieult matter for them to keep silent, under the pro- I
vocations they are daily receiving. When Van
Wyck gets up, as he did a few weeks ago, and pro-
claims in the face of the nation that it is not anon- I
sual thing In Mississippi to born slaves at the 1
stake, can it be expected that the Representatives
of Mlsiselppi will sit quietly in their seate, and ,
passively submit to the slander? When Hickman I
declares that the whole State of Virginia wae
thrown into a paroxysm of fright by "eghteen
men and cow," at Harper's Ferry, it is not hu* I
man nature to listen tothe falsehood, withotome
exhibition of resentment. When Abolition Repre*oI
sentativees, under the personal protection slbrde&
them by the roles of the House, daily pronounce
the meet atrocious silders upon the South, her
people, and her lnetitutous, and pablih them to
the world in the columns of the Congressionl
Globe, the Representatives of the SBoth most be
more or less than men, to acquiesce, by their
silence in the charges that are made. Some idea
may be formed of the provocation constantly of-
fered, when we see such 'gentlemen as Boashm
and Miles, of South Carolin--noted, as they Ire,
for their courtesy andsnavityof manner-betrayed
Into expressions of resentment and retaliation.1t

And yet these slanderers, such as Potter and
others of that clan, when called to account, can
never be reached. Like the valorous Bnrllngame,
they are very apt to impose some Impossible con-
dition, which excludes anything like an honorable
arbitrtmen._To Apply the prleo oe f the code
of honor to such men i usels-. They reilasut
fight, nuder some pretext, and then make the ofr.
cunmstance an occasion for a fresh elaim upon the
confidence of the people. . personal chastise-
ment, inflicted upon one of them, Is good for three
or four terms in Congress. A challenge, when ac-
cepted and evaded, answers the same purpose. A
greater service cannot be rendered them than to
place them before their constituents in tle charac-
ter of branded calumniators.

AN EBOAPED WITrNMr

The telegraph reported that Mr. F. B. Sanborn,
one of the confederates of Old Brown in his inva-
sion of Virginia; was seized a few days ago in
Boston by an officer of the Senate, who had been
directed to summon him as a witness before Mr.
Mason's Investigating Committee; bat, upon a
writ of habeas corpus, regained hi liberty, and
started offfor his home at Concord, in New Hamp-
shire. Before the writ was issued, however, his
friends rescuned him from the officer, and held him
until the question was decided.

Sanborn was the agent of the Kansas Aid Soci-
etyin former times, and an Intimate correspondent
and associate of Old John Brown. Senator Mason
was, of course, desirous of "bagging" him as a
witness. He could have told more about the Hear-
per's Ferry invasion than any other man, perhaps,
in the nation. But, with the assistance of his Abo-
lition friends, and the decision of an Abolition
Judge, he has effected his escape, and in all proba-
bility will soon rejoin the black Douglas in Europe,
where the twain will have an ample field for their
abuse of the American people and their instito-
tlons.

He has, however, played his cards badly. If he
is ambitious of the honors of martyrdom, he should
have followed the example of Thaddeus Hyatt,
another witness summoned before the same com.
mittee-'who,falling back upon his personal rights,
as he called it, refused peremptorily to testify
befofe the committee, and in consequence thereof
was incarcerated in the common jail of the Distrit
of Columbia, where he is now spending his time fn
philosophic retirement from the vanities and vexa-
tions of the world. Accordingto the latest reports,
Thaddeus has a couple of well-furnished rooms in
the jail, where he is plentifully supplied with books,
newspapers and writing materials, and is daily
visited by the leading Abolition Senators and Rep-
resentatives in Congress, for the humane purpose
of pouring the oil of consolation into his troubled
soul, and attuning his spirit to a calm and cheerful
resignation to the decrees of Providence (and the
Senatorial Committee.)

The society of Sanborn, under such circum-
stances, would doubtless be a refreshing relief to
the monptony of prison life which Hyatt has now
to undergo. It is a satisfaction to us all to share
with others both our pleasures and our griefs. The
two contumacious witnesses, put together in the
same cell, would no doubt have a " high old time"
of it; and they could relieve the tedium of their
imprisonment by the production of a sensation
story for the flash papers, which might throw in
the shade the sublimest efforts, in that line, of Syl.
vanus Cobb, Jr., Ned Bantline, and the other dis-
tinguished blood-and-thunder writers who cater
for the columns of the New York Ledger. Their
term of imprisonment ended, the wreath of martyr-
dom which crowns the bloody head of Sumner
would fade and grow insignificant beside the ever.
green which would deck this long-suffering couple.

No doubt the pleasures of incarceration during
the "heated term" of the summer are not as
great as those of a sojourn at a watering-place.
Possibly Sanborn could spend his time more pleas-
antly and agreeably in the Green Mountains than
in the close confinement of a Washington city
prison. But the honors of martyrdom are not
lightly to be rejected or despised. Sumner, in
consequence of a light thwack upon the head,
which disabled him only for a day, was for two
years the object of universal Abolition sympathy,
and made the tour of Europe upon the voluntary
contributions which fanaticism poured into his
private coffers. Hyatt is preparing to beSumner's
successor. Sanborn should also have "profited
by his example," as Patrick Henry said about
George the Third. He has thrown away the best
chance a man ever had for riding upon the very
topmost wave of Abolition popularity. As for
Hyatt, we entreat Mr. Mason not to let him out of
jail until the sympathy of BlackRepublicanism has
reached a sufficient pitch to keep him in Abolition
"clover" for the remainder of his natural life.
