ter, in the State of New York, speaking of the
operations of the underground railroad, declares
as follows:

We cannot, In mercy to the poor blacks, feel
that they are bettering their condition by going
northward. Canada is not a congenial pace for
them. Its climate is against them, and it does not
offer a profitable field for their industry. The
younna negro who crossed over yesterday wil be
mortunate lf able to earn a better living than be
had at Baltimore, or secure any more of the real
blessings of freedom than were afforded him in
servitude. As for the poor old man, he will fare
hard in Canada, and will sigh for a Lounsiana home
to die in before he has spent a year in Canada.

This is undoubtedly true. Nothing is better es-
tablished than the fact that the condition of the
free blacks in Canada is one of misery, destitation'
and wretchedness, compared with which a life
upon a Southern plantation is almost absolute hap-
pines. What is true of Canada is also true of the
Northern States and cities generally. Occasion-
ally we may find a negro, or one of mixed blood,
in a condition of comfort and ease; but, as a gen-
eral thing, this class, all through the North, live in
poverty, social disgrace and abject misery.

The laws of emigartion are fixed and certain,
and cannot be violated with impunity. Take any
man, white or black, who has been born and reared
under atropical sun, had carry him to a hyperbo-
roan region-and he droops and dies. The effect
of climate upon physical health and development
is everywhere known and felt. A negro born in
Louisiana or Florida can no more flourish, physi-
cally, among the ice and snows of Canada, than a
native of Southern France or Italy could in the
rugged mountains of Northern Russia or Siberia.
The stealing of Southern slaves by our Northern
"brethren" is, therefore, not only a crime against
the laws of property, but it is an offense offered to
the laws of nature herself.

The general law of emigration is from east to
west-always has been, and always will be. Of
course, there are individual exceptions, particu-
larly among such a restless race as our own. But,
from the first dawn of civilization to the present
time, the general rule has been, in Europe as in
America, to follow the parallels of latitude from
east to west. Thus the Northern and Middle States
of the Union were settled mainly by English,
Scotch and Dutch. The Southern States were
settled principally by emigrants from France and
Spain.

So, also, in our own country, emigrants have
usually followed the parallels of latitude. Virgin-
ians settled Kentucky-and Kentuckians, in turn,
were the principal pioneers in Missouri. Tennes-
see was, originally, a sort of colony of North Caroe-
lina. The Northwestern States teem with emi-
grants from New England.

It is remarkable, however, that while emigration
from North to South develops the very highest
physical and intellectual excellence in many in-
stances, the reverse is rarely, if ever, the case.
No SouthernJnan can go far North and flourish.

The stealing of Southern slaves, then, and the
rouning them off to Canada is, as we said above, a
violation not only of therights of property but the
laws of Heaven. It is an offense against that very
" higher law" which Seward urges as his justifica-
tion for it. It thus becomes a double crime. The
Black Republican editor we have quoted above
admits that it is wrong in a physical sense. Let
him complete the record of his honesty, now, by
declaring also the moral enornjty and guilt of un-
derground railroadism.

The truth is-and the North is becoming better
satisfled of the fact every year-there is no class
of menial laborers in the world better off, in res-
pect of physical comfort, than the slaves of the
South, A Southern negro would starve upon what
ekes out the miserable existence of a negro in
Canada. The latter is constantly beset by the two
greatest enemies to the happiness of the African
race-to-wit: cold andhunger. No wonder, then,
this Rochester editor predicts that the "poor old
man," who has just passed over into Canada, will
soon " sigh for a Louistana plantation " upon which
to die.

We trust, then, that if Northern negro-stealers
cannot he convinced of the moral turpitude of
their conduct, they will be influenced by consider-
ations of humanity at least. They will not encour-
age the emigration of a race which pines and dies
beneath the rigors of a Northern climate. They
will not take away the African from the Southern
munin which he delights to bask, nsud expose him
to the chilling frosts of a country in which Provi-
dence never intended him to live. If the abduc-
tion of Southern slaves be a diversion absolutely
necessary to the peace of mind of Northern Abo-
litionists, let them station a fleet upon our Southern
coast, and run the slaves off to Mexico or some of
the Central American States, where they will perish
neither from cold nor from starvation.

fashion of exposing children of tender years to the
keen out-door air, with but half the necessary pro.
tection which their little arms and legs require, is
still so prevalent as to require a word of comment.
It is true, fond mother, that your chubby, three-
year old boy is finely modeled as the Cupid of
Canova is, but the pleasure you derive in knowing
that other people admire the graceful roundness
of those limbs will never compensate you for the
anguish and watchings which you will experience
when he is attacked with croup or the terrific scar-
let fever. Strong men find it impossible to spend
half the time in the heated houses of civilized
society, and then go out of doors with thinly clad
extremities, without catching all the cramps that
flesh is heir to. No one but a Highlander, used to
the sky for a canopy and the heather for a bed,
can go bare-legged with impunity in northern lati-
tudes and changeful spring and fall seasons. Yet
we daily see little boys and girls dressed in the
shortest of clothes, with bare knees nod arms red-
dene'd and chapped by the coll. Hundreds of
innocents die yearly from this very cause alone.
Will not all mothers who read this heed. the
warning?

REPORTS OF COMYITtEEs.
The Committee on Confederation, to whom were

referred the several resolutions relating to.the En-
dowmentFund, would respectfully report that they
have carefully examined the expenditures of the
Central Committee, and find that they amounted
in 1856 to $50 10; in 1857 to $83; in 1858 to $132
67, and in 1859 to 85 15--showng that during the
pastyear the committee retrenched as much as
lay in their power. Upon a strict consideration of
the duties required of the said committee, and the
expenses necessarily incurred for circulars, post-
age, freight and stationery, they consider that not
less than $220 a year ought to be placed at their
disposal, to enable them to discharge the ordinary
functions of their position. They have carefully
examined into the. feasibility of raising an en-
dowment fund, and while it must be patent to
all that such a fund would relieve the committee
from even the fear of embarrassment, and mate-
rially facilitate them in their operations; yet, from
pnot experience as to the reliability of the pledges
held forth at these conventions, which are purely
deliberative, and not legislative, they fear that it
will be long before any available amount can be
raised, and in the meantime the wheels of our en-
terprise will be clogged through the want of funds.
They would, therefore, respectfully recommend
that the subject be brought before the Confeder-
ated Associations, and that they be severally urged
to make an annual contribution of at least $3, and
should any feel disposed to donate any considera.
ble amount for the special purpose of an endow-
ment fund, that the same be invested permanently.

The.Business Committee, with a view of inducing
non-Confederated Associaitions to join the Confed-
eracy, and that all the Associations maybe advised
of the action of this Convention, respectfully re-
commend the adoption of the following resolution:

Resolved, That as soon as practicable, after the
publication of the proceedings of this Convention,
tihe Corresponding Secretary of the Central Com-
mittee be requnested to send a copy thereof, pos.
tage prepaid, to each of the District Secretaries
and the Corresponding Secretary of every Associa
tion in North America.

The committee also reported by resolution on
the Washington City Sermons:

Resolved, That we heartily commend the action
of tie Washington Young Men's Christian Associa-
tion in issuing the proposed volume of thirty-four
sermons, to be sold for the purpose of raising funds
to build a suitable hall in the national capital, and
we bespeak for the enterprise the sympathy and en-
couragenment of the Associations throughoutAmer-
ica. Adopted.

Mr. Eells was elected as an Assistant Secretary.
