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THE NEXT APPORTIONMENT.

The New York Times has been lately figuring up I
the relative political power of the diferent States I
of the Union, after the next census, and the next

Congressional apportionment. The Times eati-
mates that the ratio of representation will be en-
larged, so as to make about one hundred and I
twenty thousand of Federal population necessary
to constitute a Congressional District, instead of
ninety-three thousand, as is now the case. It then 1
makes a caloalation of the number of Representa- I
tives each State will be entitled to, and also of the
number of votes of each in the Electoral College.

According to this showing the Northern, and
particularly the Northwestern States, will have a
marked increase in politic4atrength. The North-
teastern and the Sopthern AlandtiO States will tloe.

The Southwestern Skbtes wim about hold their
own, with the exceptionot Texas, which will gain
largely.

Allthis may be news to the readers of the Times,
but It is not so to our own. Three yearsago we
submitted estimates showing this very result. We
demonstrated that the political power of the coun-
try was concentrating in the Northern States, and
we deduced therefrom an argument against the
formation of exclusively sectional parties. In the
Interest of the South, we showed how great would
be our folly in precipitating a sectional issue,
whereby we were bound to be driven to the wall,
In consequence of our comparative numerical
weakness.

Even now the anti-slavery States have more than
fifty majority in Congress, and in the Electoral
College. Even now,* upon sectional issues, the
South is at the mercy of the North, if the latter
choose to exercise the power it possesses. But
the disproportion will be still greater after the
census next year, The one section will have more
than double the political strength of the other.

The New York Times publishes these figures with
evident gratification. It foresees, in the future,
the political superiority of its own section, and it
hardly attempts to conceal the pleasure which the
prospect affords. The Times, too, is only moder-
ately anti-Southern in its feelings. The regular
Black Republican organs, we suppose, would
make a most unseemly exhibition of their joy, did
not high considerations of policy restrain them.

We wish the Times had given us an assurance,so
far as its own voice and influence are concerned,
that this preponderating Northern majority rould
never be employed to oppress and plunder the
South. We do not suppose that journal is in favor
of any such policy-but we all know how liable
power is to be abused. History teaches us, indeed,
that in republics as well as in monarchies,irrespon-
sible power is frequently used to carry out most
nefarious purposes. Minorities sometimes act as
checks in preventing flagrant outrages-but are
unavailing in arresting petty impositions and small
exactions which, in the aggregate, are equally as
destructive of popular rights.

It is easy to see, from these figures, what will be
the result if our future political contests are con-
ducted by sectional parties. The South will be
irretrievably overthrown. It is her policy, then,
and her Interest, as far as is consistent with her
honor, to discountenance sectional agitation. She
must enourage nationality and fraternity, and a
return to the happy period when we had two grand
national parties. Let her not do this in any spirit
of timidity or fear-for she is amply able to take
care of herself in any emergency-but in a broad,
catholle spirit of patriotism and nationality.

TALK ON 'CHANGE.

The gatherings were tolerably large on the shady
side of the flags yesterday, that is, before the a
clouds began to give signs of discounting and let- f
ting out. The talk on cotton did not amount to
much. Four steamers were to leave Europe on
4th inst. for New York and Portland. Of course,
there was some desire to await the arrival. Cone- s
mercially, the advices cannot amount to much;
politically, they may cast some shadows on the
future of the great Italian question and the move-
ments of the Emperor of France. There was the
usual " quantum" of talk about cotton, and there
was more or less talk about the action of the
Chamber of Gommerce, in regard to the Louisiana
Dredging Company. The impression is, that the
Chamber has broken out in a new place all at
once. This venerable association has been in 1
organization about twenty-eight years. The bars
and channels at the mouths of the Mississippi have c
been blocked up about sixteen times in that i
period. We have never heard of the "Chamber" t
taking any action or making up a contribution to
clear the channels or the snags. There was some
attempt to do something about a year ago, when I
one hundred vessels were detained. This fresh, t
new-born zeal, however, for the commercial in- i
terests of our city, looks suspicious; the movement I
is believed to have its origin in Northern cities, I
particularly as we learn that one or two NewYork
papers have taken up the cudgels against the law
passed by our Legislature, authorizing the LouI-
siana Dredging Company to exact 10 cents per tun I
on all vessels that use or pass through Pass
a'Loutre, provided there are 18 feet water in the
channel, which is also to be 300 feet wide.

Many Northern folks would be glad that the im-
mense commerce of New Orleans should be sub-
ject to detentions and delays at the mouths of the
great outlet. They would not care if the channels
or mouths of the Mississippi were to be closed and
eternally blocked, as a share of the great trade
would be diverted to New York via the Western
railroads. Our Chamber of Commerce say that for
$50,000 per annum the channel or bar can be kept
clear. Very good, very well; but we should like to
have their costs put down in some tangible shape,
We are dubious about them. We know that an es-
timate made last year to keep the channel open at
the Southwest Pass was over $70,000,ncarer P90,000.
And why is it- after years and years of interrup-
tion to the commerce of our emporium-that when
a company of responsibility agrees to keep an en-
trance to our port free and open at all times for
the pitiful compensation of 10 cents per tun on
vessels above a certain draft, there should be op-
position? Who can answer; what does it mean?
Vessels are now receiving, for carrying the great
staple from our levee to Europe, just double what
is paid from New York--,d. for cotton from New
York, and jd. from New Orleans-and this has
been the rule for months past. However, throw-
ing all this talk for the nonce aside, and to present
something more than the talk on the flags against
the assumptions of the Chamber of Commerce, we
take at once a decided stand against the commit-
tee, and beg leave to suggest that the action and
intents of the Louisiana Dredging Company can be
brought up, right up; that is, for another company
to be organized that will agree to open an 18 feet
channel at the Southwest Pass, or at the old South-
east Pass, which will agree to charge only five
cents per tun for the use of the channel; or per-
haps if the $50,000, which have been called up by
the Chamber, are forthcoming, vessels can pass
over free. But why does not the report of the
Chamber tell the world something about the South-
west Pass? Not a word do we discern in regard
to this great channel, which has been the main en-
trance for over twenty years past. The report
" talks" of the old Northeast Pass, which never
had more than 9 to 11 feet forty years ago-that
was the last time we came through it. The old
Southeast Pass was a good channel for 12 to 14
feet up to within a few years. But to out a long
talk short, let us have another Dredging Company,
to be called the Southwest Pass Company; then we

will be prepared to knock the Louisiana Dredging
Company and old Pass a'Loutre into a three.
cornered cocked hat. Competition is the life and
essence of trade and commerce, so we assume the
liberty to suggest to the delegate who goes to
Washington-by recommendation and at the ex-
pense of the Chamber of Commerce-to embrace
in the remonstrance the Southwest Pass Dredging
Company.

The next was toe "Lecompton" Constitution, I
which Kansas presented as the basis of her admis- 2
sion, and which gave rise to the great Democratic
imbroglio in Congress, and all over the country,
which is raging yet. This was a Pro-slavery Con-
stitution, and was favored by the Administration I
and the Democracy generally. But a sufficient
number of Northern Democrats united with the I
Black Republicans to prevent the passage of the a
bill in the House, although it had previously re- I
ceived the sanction of the Senate.

The "English-Compromise "bill was then pro-
posed and passed, by which it was stipulated that
when' Kansas had a population equal to that
which is necessary for a Representative in Con- 1
gress-to be decided by a census of the people,
legally taken--she should be entitled to admission.
She comes now and claims admission, but she has I
not complied with the condition. She has had no
census taken. Her population, exclusive of the
Pike's Peak 'country, (which is asking for a
separate Territorial organization) is estimated by
good judges at not over sixty thousand-very
little more than half the requisite number. More-
over, the territorial boundaries are not definitely
fixed, as was also required by the English bill.
Her admission, under these circumstances, would
be a violation of the law as it stands, and for this
reason is opposed by the Representatives of the
South.

The bill will be defeated in the Senate-but,
even if successful there, will be met with an Ex-
ecutive veto. The President, having aproved the
English bill, cannot, without the grossest incon-
sistency, give his sanction to a measure which is
in direct conflict with its provisions. The Repub-
licans know this very well; but they no doubt
suppose some party advantage may be gained by
a reproduction of the Kansas drama upon the
stage. It really seems that we are never to have
the last of Kansas. for six years it has kept the
nation in a ferment, and it bids fair to keep it up
for six years to come.
