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EX-PRESIDENT TYLER AND HENRY
CLAY.

No one familiar with the political events of
President Tyler's Administration can have for-
gotten the antagonism which existed between the
President and the great Statesman of Kentucky.
Mr. Clay, it will be recollected, proposed a series
of leading measures in Congress, nearly all of
which were arrested by the interposition of the
Executive veto. Besides the political differences
which existed between the President and the great
Whig leader, there was also a personal variance,
growing out of the belief that Mr. Tyler bad for-
feited the confidence, by opposing the policy, of
the party which had elevated him to power.

And yet, the other day, in the city of Richmond,
conspicuous among those, who had come from a
long distance to witness the inauguration of the
statue of the "Great Commoner" was the venera-
ble Ex-President of the United States. Though
more than seventy years had passed over his head,
and though a private citizen with no desire or
hope of any further political station, he was
among the first to do honor to the memory of a
man with whom he was in active conflict during
an important part of his .political career. But he
forgot old animosities in the recollection of Mr.
Clay's splendid services to the country. He
buried in oblivion all memory of the fierce con-
flicts of other days. Standing before the effigy of
the dead Clay, the heart of the Ex-President beat
with as high homage, we doubt not, as did that of
any one else in that vast assemblage which had
come to witness the imposing spectacle.

The Ex-President made a speech at the banquet
in tile evening, which was honorable alike to him-

self and to the subject of his eulogy. "I am here
to-day," said he, "because in my heart I believe
that Mr. Clay has a title to a monument for an act
of broad and unselfish patriotism, in the course of
his public career, which, standing by itself, I have
not hesitated at all times and in all places, when

it was suitable, to say entitled him not only to a
monument of brass or marble, but to one in the
hearts of his countrymen. The brow of the Roman
citizen who had saved the life of another in battle
was encircled by an oaken wreath. What badge
of distinction is proud enough for him who saves
his country from civil war ? Ask the parent who
enfolds his little children and the companion of his
hopes and trials and triumphs in life in his arms, at
the horrible specter of civil broil which threatened
with grim aspect to enter his peaceful dwelling?
Ask the lone and widowed mother as she flies to
the rocks and deserts with her child strained to her
breast, and concealed from view by the tresses of
her streaming hair? Ask brave and stalwart men
as they take their position in opposing ranks to
shed each others' blood? Ask one-ask all-what
monument he deserves who drives away this hor-
rible specter of civil war, and restores his country
to peace and confidence? Nay, more-ask the
lovers of freedom all over the world what is the
measure of their gratitude to the man who saves
that glorious banner, without a star shorn of its

dazzling lustre-the herald, if so preserved, of ulti-
mate freedom to mankind-from being torn and
destroyed in the bloody arena of strife and battle?
It aras because, in my inneronost heart, I believe
Hen-y Olay did .his, that lam here to-day !"

Thus spoke Mr. Tyler of Henry Clay; and the
eulogy, we repeat, was honorable to its author.
Mr. Clay foresaw, in his life, and always said, that
justice would eventually be done him. It remains
for his survivors only to see how full, ample and
complete that justice is.

AMUSEMENTS LAST EVENING.

At the Amphitheater Mr. Sam Cowell afforded
great diversion to a rather slim audience by his
humor and drollery. He has wonderful command
of his facial muscles for grotesque effect, and a
voice which is well adapted to his purposes. Mr.
Hicks showed very efficiently what the concertina
is capable of.

At the Varieties quite a good house showed what
real merit can command here, even at this season.
The music is fine,the getting up of the pieces is ele.
gant, the troupe is full and the acting really attrac-
tive; consequently the establishment is patron-
ized. One feels in coming away from there that
it is no humbug. Mrs. Wood in herself is an at-
traction that shows the determination of the man-
agement to give satisfaction.

A SAL CASE OF Yor-rHIFCL INDISCRETION.-A
couple of years ago, says the Fermanaugh Mail,
we chronicled the appointment of a young Ennis-
killener, the son of highly respectable and much
esteemed parents, to an Ensigncy in one of her
Majesty's regiments. Falling into " fast " life be-
fore a year had elapsed, he was cashiered; he was
then sent to a foreign country, where it was
thought that a professional acquaintance of his
father would be able to procure him employment;
his stay was very brief. Having returned to Eng- 1
land, his first act was to enlist as a gunner in the
Royal Artillery. In vain were applications made
atthe Horse Guards to procure his discharge. At
the inmstance of a mother's unceasing solicitude for
the welfare of her prodigal son, a few weeks ago
he obtained a furlough, and proceeded to visit a
brother holding a commission in a militia regiment;
when, probably stung by remorse upon contrasting
his own degraded position with the respectable
one in which his younger brother moved, he broke
trom the latter on Thurslay last, when his leave
was nearly expired, and jumped over a parapet
wall into the sea at Liverpool. His remains can-
not be recovered.

Thomas Gutierrez, arrested in May of last year
by officer Tom Boylan, on the charge of selling
liquor to the slave Jim, of the estate of Matthews,
in his coffeehouse at the corner of Baronne and
Perdido streets, was put upon his trial before the
Recorder and a jury of three slaveholders. The
evidence being sufilient, the jury found him guilty,
and the Recorder sentenced him to forfeit his cof-
feehouse license and pay a fine of $500, and in de-
fault of payment, to go to prison for six months.

Joseph Huron alias Juan Alabso, and Antonio
Williams, arrested by Officer Price on the 21th of
January last, on the charge of selling grog to Mr.
Durell's slaves Bill and Willis, in the cabaret at
No. 25 Fulton street, were also tried by the Re-
corder and his jury. Williams was acqi#tted;
Huron was found guilty, and sentenced to forfeit
his license and to pay a fine of $250, and in default
of payment to spend six months in prison.

Alfred Deville, arrested by Officer John Barron
on the 1st of February last, on the charge of sell-
ing grog to Mr. Barnes' slave Smith, in his grocery
at the corner of Tehoupitoulas and St. James
streets, was tried, found guilty and sentenced to
forfeit his license and pay a fine of two hundred
and fifty dollars, and in default of payment to go
to prison for three months.

As all the parties convicted will pay in prefer-
fence to going to prison, and as the policemen

making the arrests get half the money, it will be
seen that it is a rather serious business to be
r caught selling liquor to a slave without his master's

consent. Other liquor sellers await trial for viola-
tions of the law ; and it must be confessed that
their prospects are not very pleasing. The fine is
severe enough; but the forfeiture of license is the
heaviest blow of all.
