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T IEAGRAPtH TO wHLE PACIVIC.

We published, on yesterday, news from California p

and the Pacific Coast, which was only ten days y

old. By the extension of the telegraph eastward p

on the Pacific side, and westward on this side-and

by the employment of express riders between the f
two termini-we are enabled to hear from Call- a
fornia now in less time than the people of New a
Orleans formerly heard from Washington City.

This is a wonderful result, but the wonders of s
the telegraph increase upon us every day with 1
such cumulative power that we cease to be sur-
prised at anything that takes place. A bill is now
before Congress, and has already passed the Sen-

ate, providing for the construction of a telegraph I
line all the way through from the Atlantic Coast to
the Pacific. The enterprise will undoubtedly be I
consummated--so that, in a very short time, we

shall have the San Francisco news spread before

our readers every morning, with asnuch regularity I
as we now give them the news from Washington
City or New York. Actual trial has demonstrated
the capacity of the telegraph to work accurately

upon lines of two thousand miles in length, with-
out break of message. Of course, however, inter-

mediate stations will be estliblished, and all need-
ful precautions taken to secure the regular and 1
accurate working of the line.

Heretofore, railroads have usually preceded tele-

graphs-but in this instance the telegraph gets the

start, and will probably keep it for many years.

The Congress of the United States, instead of se-

lecting the most eligible and practicable route-

as well as the cheapest-as the one which should

receive the aid of the Government, is frittering
away its time in proposing routes for a railroad to

the Pacific away up among the snows of Iowa,

where nobody believes that a road could be made

valuable, even if nature do not put a veto upon its

construction. Meantime, while this is taking place
in Congress, the Southern Pacific Railroad enter-

prise, in the State of Texas, is gaining strength

every day, and the road will be half way to the

Pacific, in all probability, before the speculators,
lobbymen and land-jobbers in the House of Repre-

sentatives have finished their unseemly quarrels

over their personal schemes in connection with

this grand enterprise.
The news that was received by this "Pony Ex-

press," as it is called, is interesting. It relates to

the arrival and reception of the Japanese Commis-

sioners in San Francisco, and the very appropriate
honors that were shown them by the municipal
authorities of that city. According to all accounts,
these high dignitaries were well pleased with their

reception and treatment. Ina very few days they
were to leave for the Atlantic coast. It becomes

us, then, on tids side of the continent, to endeavor
to confirm the good impression made by our Cali-

fornia brethren, and to dispense the rites of hospi-

tality in a manner responsive to their own, in the
case of the Commissioner that this country sent to

Japan. When they reach New York, we hope the

rabble, rowdies, "dead rabbits" and short-boys of

that metropolis will hold their peace, at least dur-

ing the sojourn of the Japanese Commissioners in

that city; and when they get to Washington, we

trust the Lovejoys, Wilsons, Potters, Van Wycks,

and others of that class, will cease their infamous
abuse of the South in consideration of the good

name of the nation, if not their own personal self-
respect. However much we may quarrel among
ourselves on other occasions, let us not scandalize
the Japanese Commissioners by any exhibition of

that sort during their stay in the Federal metro-
polls.

It is becoming rather warm on the sunny side of
the flags; the habitaes in general seem willingly
to keep in the shade-in fact, there was more in
the shade yesterday than could be actually under-
stood by the uninitiated. There were some rather
ominous dispatches received regarding open cre-
dits, and intimations "to be cautious." The with-
drawmg or countermanding of orders, it is sup-
posed, will follow. The "boulversement" of the
4th April, to which we have before alluded, was
commented on. The question is of course before
the courts, and as it is a really fat paying one to
many parties, it is very ncertain when a decision
will be had. In the meantime, one of the ships,
the William Lord, which had on board six hundred
and ninety-two bales of cotton, which bales were
subject to the five days lien law, commenced to
discharge the cotton yesterday; but the talk was,
that some new question had arisen, and the cotton
was coming from on board very tardily. In fact,
stopping or detaining a ship with four thousand
bales of cotton on board is proving to be a more
complicated case than was at first supposed; be-
sides the claimants for the six hundred and ninety-
two bales, the other shippers are talking about
their rights, and making inquiry as to how their
insurance policies stand, as some of them have or-
dered insurance, and advising that the good ship
would leave on such a day. The policies, of course,
cover adventures and perils, such as of the seas,
fires, enemies, men-of-war, jettisons, pirates, over-
powering restraints, and detainments of all kings,
pridces, or people of what nation or quality soever,
barratry. Policies allude to kings and princes, but
as we have neither in this part of the world, it may
be presumed that the portly, kingly-looking gentle-
man who fills the office of the SBheriff of the parish
of Orleans, will answer for a king and detainer so
long as the cotton remains on board the ship; but
if, to recover the 692 bales, he has to roll the 3900
bales on the levee, it is a very doubtful question
whether such detainment comes within the limits
of the policy. The private talk yesterday was that
there was a disposition to compromise these suits.
Another small matter looms up, as it were : the
freight of these 692 bales, though forming only a
small share of the quantity in liquidation, was en-
gaged atthe rate of a d. or over per pound-we
will rest at this rate-the cotton is withdrawn or
taken from the vessel,other cotton or other freight
has to he provided-and we will say it is cotton-
which has to be taken at the present reduced rate,
say 3-8d., which party or to whose part does it
fall to make the ship good for the difference of
freight between what she has engaged these 602
bales and the quantity to fill up the space, provided
she takes freight to fill up ? Or, in other words, is
the ship to be paid the freight on the 692 bales
under the bills of lading, by the Sheriff or claim-
ants, the same as though the cotton was delivered
in Liverpool, the intended port of delivery?

Sonme parties, who have advanced on bills of
lading, have compounded or brought out the inter-
est of one claimant, but there is some talking that
bills of lading have been signed for cotton, and
the cotton is not on board the ship, but in the cot-
ton press. As there was cotton on board four or
five different vessels, it is not known to which ship
or captain to apply. Notwithstanding this mode
(that is, requiring bills of lading in advance) has
been followed for several years, yet that does not
sanction it, and we can only say that it is a very
loose manner of conducting business; yet the sys-
tem may be followed season after season without
trouble and difficulties.

But the talk is, when may a decision on this five
day lien law be expected? It is idle for some
folks to be talking, why did'nt the vendors get pay
for the cotton before they delivered it? This is a
question easily asked, and might appropriately be
answered with silent contempt. We might ask, is
the great basis of commerce, the foundation of all
contracts and agreements, the simple words of
confidence and credit, to be discarded, as it were,
banished and kicked out of the vocabulary of com-
mercial dealings? In other words, we might ask,
is every dealer in or buyer of cotton to be copsid-

emd ass tr1ostr or harpy until he proves himself -r
to the otrart Then ats or embodying
the words to an order fo the delivery of cotton,
that cottoa de5aibed lithis order Is or is not sub-
ject to the le day li Ilaw of 1855.

to drive on, down the road by the Bayou. When
they got to the toll-gate, Prineeval paid thb toll.
Witness drove on till they croesed the Marlgy
Canal, when Princeval ordered him no stop. Gar-
cia asked witness if he could not drive into the
woods. Witness replied he could not; he could
drive in, but could not torn his cab to get out.
Princeval got out of the cab, saying, "This in as
goods place as any;" and added, "Garcia, we
came here to have s fair fist fight; I want the
driver to search us both, and we give up our wea-
pons."

Witness searched Princeval around his waist and
in his pockets, and found nothing. Garcia said he
would not be searched, and that a fair fight was a
monkey fight. Princeval said "Do you think I
came here with you to go in the woods and have
a ball put through my head?'" Garcia said, " You
do what you can, and I will do what I can; I told
you to bring a cannon with you if you wanted
one." Garcia further said, "Pay the driver and
let him go to town ; we do not want him here."

All this time Garcia was sitting in the cab.
Princeval said, "Then you got out of the cab, and
I will pay the driver when I return to town."
Witness got on his seat to start, and Garcia got
out; he had iron knuckles on one of hin hands;
witness identifies the knuckles in Court as the same
he had on. He had a white handkerchief around
his hand from the time he got into the cab till he
got out; witness supposed it was because hil hand
was sore ; but as he got out of the cab the hand-
kerchief dropped ol his band, and wtteeipaw the
iron kouckles. After Garcia got out, wilhess's at-
tention was diverted a moment by his ehorse; when
he looked around, he saw Princeval strike Garcia
inthe side with his fist; the two then clenched; as
they soufaled Garcia's back was next to witness;
witness saw a knife in Princeval's hand, and saw
him stab Garcia two or three times in the back.
Prisncevai then ran away, end Garclia staggered
back, exclaiming, "I am killedi " At.he same
time Garcia drew a revolver and cocked it, upon
which witeese pt whip to his horse and started
off toward the lake.
