'TH13 PRYOR AND POTTER DIFPI-
oULttY.

The personal quarrels of gentlemens something
with which the press has, legitimately, nothing to
do. It Is a matter afgcting the gentlemen con-
eorned in it, and them alone. The publicity given
to them in other portions of the Union is, we are
glad to say, repudiated in this,as alike unnecessary
and unbecoming.

But the New York press has blazoned forth
every incident connectedwith the late controversy
between Messrs. Potter and Pryor, and has accom-

panied it with so many false statements and false
inferences, affecting not only the character of Mr.
Pryor himself, but the character of the Sonthern
people generally, that we feel censtrained to take
some notice of them. We do not recollect ever to
have read more abusive, outrageous, and scan-
dalous articles, in reference to any circumstance,
than have lately appeared in the New York Herald
and Tribune, with reference to Mr. Pryor. He is
abused and villifled in terms that would be dis-
graceful if used in the filthiest alleys of the Five
Points. We are advocates of the "freedom of
the press "-but when that freedom is abused in
the manner it sometimes is, and particularly as it
has been by the Northern press in its comments
upon this affair, we are almost tempted to wish for
an imperial censorship of journalism in this coun-
try, such as is now so rigorously exercised by Louis
Napoleon in France.

The public will appreciate the magnanimity of
these attacks whenit is recollected that Mr. Pryor
is now under bonds of five thousand dollars to keep
the peace. Of all sorts of cowardice, that is uni-
versally regarded as the most flagrant and despica-
ble which prompts ah attack upon a man who is

laboring under either a physical or a pecuniary
disability. Mr. Pryor is, in a pecuniary sense, a
poor man. His hands are tied by the inexorable
bands of the law. To take advantage of this cir-
cumstance to pour upon him a volley of abuse and
malediction-to heap upon him reproaches of cow-
ardice, and to taunt him with reflections upon his
own manlinessand that of the section from which
he comes-is an outrage and anindignity, our true
appreciation of which we have no language to ex-
press.

Mr. Pryor is represented as declining to fight with
weapons which are in common use in the South, in
duels. There are two falsehoods in the assertion.
Mr. Pryor's friend, without consultation with him,
declined to permit himto engage in such a combat.
Mr. Pryor himself had nothing to do with it. Nor

are bowie-knives recognized as common dueling
weapons at the South. On the contrary, their em-
ployment for such a purpose is exceedingly rare-
never, unless the injury inflicted is of so outrageous
a character that there must be a fight tothe death.
In the settlement of a quarrel growing merely out
of the employment of offensive words, the bowie-
knife is never employed by gentlemen in the South.

We cannot understand the consistency of such
journals as the New York Tribune. When Hick-
man and Grow, and others of that sort, under the
grehtest personal indignity, refuse to acknowledge
the code of honor, their conduct is applauded to
the echo-and the code is denounced as barbarous
and inhuman. But when men like Burlingame and
Potter make a little fictitious show of fight, and as-
sert their responsibility to the code, these journals
are thrown into the wildest paroxysms of delight.
We are unable to understand the consistency of
such conduct. We do not impugn the personal
bravery of Northern men. On the contrary we do
not believe there is one man in ten thousand, with
the education of a gentleman, North or South,
who will not fight under sufficient provocation.
Potter himself, by proposing weapons which he
must have known could not be accepted, has done
more to create a suspicion of hisownbravery than
if he had absolutely declined the combat in the
beginning. In any event we protest that the course
of these journals in relation to this'matter is not
only disgraceful to the American press, but out-
rageously unjust to the people and the character of
the South.

MAYORAL JURISDIOTION IN MOBILE.

For two or three years past Mayor Withers, of
Mobile, has been wielding his authority as mon-
arch of the Police Court, with a strong and un-
sparing, and, as many believe, with a rather high
hand. Woe was it to any party accused before
the august tribunal of his judgment seat, for the
whole benefit of his ultra construction of the law
was meted out to the culprit, and not tempered by
the least infusion of the divine quality of mercy.
The accused, no matter what the offense or the
accusation, were debarred the privilege of coun-
sel to interpret their cause to the ear of justice in
a legal and forcible manner, for His Honor had de-
cided that the Police Court (being the same as a
Recorder's Court in New Orleans) had no bar,
though it had a bench, and that before him no
lawyer should appear, whether the prisoner be in.
capacitated for the task of defending himself by
being deaf and dumb physically, or constructively
so, to all intents and purposes of defence, by
ignorance, diffidence, confusion of ideas, or mental
incapacity.

In himself his Honor combined all the functions
ofbench, bar and jury, and from his decisions there
was no more appeal than from the laws of the
Medes and Persians. If a lawyer appeared before
him in behalf of any accused person, he was curtly
told that he might at once disappear, for he could
have nothing to do with the case, and so the mem-
bers of the bar generally longsince gave up any at-
tempt at Police Court practice. But his Honor was
destined to meet with a customer as plucky and de.
termined as himself, for having galled the feelings of
Ben Lane Posey, Esq., a fighting member of the Mo-
bile bar, by summarily forbidding his appearance
in a case forwhich he was retained, that gentleman
immediately petitioned the Circuit Court for a writ
of mandamus, commanding his Honor to admit
the relator to practice before him in his Police
Court, as is done elsewhere.

Judge Rapier, of the Circuit Court, has had
the matter under advisement for several days, and
it is announced by the press of the city that his
decision will be given to-day. If the case is de-
cided in favor of the relator, of course the decision
will throw the Mayor's Court open to all members
of the Mobile bar who may have occasion to prac-
tice therein. The matter appears to be exciting
an interest in that city even more general and
absorbing than the Heenan vs. Sayers " misunder-
standing" is in New York. The chances appear
to be in favor of the lawyer and adverse to the
Mayor, for the Constitution of Alabama, as quoted,
seems to be explicit on the mooted point of legal
privilege. Nous rerrons.

Being
an exempt member of Pbraeverance Fire Com-
pany No. 13, that company last evening buried his
remains with thefullesthonor.

The engine-house was hnginmourning, and the
colfned body of the deceased laid in state near the
engine whieh, when living, he had manned so often.
Great numbers of firemen of the other companies
assembled, and the funeral was a most imposing
one.

No. 13, the deceased's company, were out in full
force; so were Nos. 2, 5, 7, 8,14 and 18; Louisiana
Hose and American Hook and Iadder; and nearly
all the other companies were represented in the
long line, which reached four or five squares, inde-
pendent of the carriages. Sixpall-bearers walked
by the hearse; a band of music followed after,
playing slowly; and besides the firemen, there
were quite a number of members of the Firemen's
Charitable Association, and other friends of the
deceased.

It was the largest and most imposing firemen's
funeral that we have seenforsomeyears. Andwe
looked upon it with more than usual interest, fora the reason that we knew the deceased-had known

him intimatelyforyears. A good man and citizen,t quiet but energetic as a fireman, and without an

enemy, so far as we ever heard; and the unusual
turnout at his funeral, andthe solemnity with whichI he was laid down to rest, in the Firemen's Ceme-

tery, conveyed a quiet but forcible sermon to all
who beheld the ceremony without having known
the deceased.

Capt. Walton was thereupon authorized to appoint
a committee of five to confer with the Continentals
on the subject, and to report at the next meeting.

We are glad to hear of this movement, for we
know enough of the two companies to believe that
f they have all the energy and influence necessary
to bring the enterprise to fruition, if they set se-
riously about it.

We would take this
early opportunity of hinting that Washington
Square, in the Third District, has claims for this
statue which cannot well be overlooked. The
claims are these: the name of the square, which
cannot be changed, as it was named by the gendle-
man who donated it to the city; the beauty of the
square, which is shaded entirely with healthy and
growing young live-oaks, and is now being filled
up and laid off in walks in a manner superior to
any other square in the city, Jackson Square ex-
cepted; and the centrality of the square in the
lower wing of the city, fronting the Pontchartrain
Railroad, and in a fine neighborhood, where fine
public buildings and mansions have been growing
up, and will continue to grow up until the circuit
becomes compact and splendid.

Possibly we are premature in discussing where
the statue ought to stand; but we hope not.

AnREST OF A MnRDERER.-MOest f our readers
will remember that on the 12th of October last, at
two o'clock in the morning, a free colored woman
named Palmyra Fleitas was shockingly murdered
in her bed, evidently whilst asleep; her little son
being in the bed with her, and not knowing that
she was murdered until morning; also that the
murder was charged upon a policeman named
Jean Gros, who had been living illicitly with the
woman, and who escaped. The evidence against
Gros is strongly circumstantial.

The unhappy youth crouched lower than ever,
in the mud and water; bruised, hungry, and fa-
tigued; nothingbnt his fear kept him awake or
alive. Toward morning, he peeped out, and. at
last found the coast clear; with a desperate effbrt
he scrambled out of his watery dungeon, got off
undetected, reached home, eat something, and
went to bed. He is about town again, but limps
as he walks.

A Poon BO•'s FeoT LesoN in Crow LIrI.-We
saw yesterday morning, at the ThirdDistrict Lock-
up, a shabby and very soft-looking country boy,
about 17 years old, who had been picked up and
robbed by a cab-driver. He had just come down
the river, and landed, being on his way to his home
somewhere in Alabama. His story, which the
police eked out of him with some trouble before
they could make a straight thing of it, was that
upon landing and looking around, hardly knowing
which way to go, he was accosted by a man who
told him he had better not stay loafing about there
or he would get into trouble; and holding out his
hand, demanded $2 50 for wharfage.
