As I its impossible I
for the Government to prove this, even if such I
should happen in any instance to be the ease, the I
decision shows the law to be a dead letter upon
the statute-book--and, thus, there is no real im- c
pedimentin the way of African importation.

The law of Congress which was passed for the
purpose of breaking up the African slave trade,
declares the offense to b dpiracy, and punishable in E
the same way. But, according to the construction n
put upon it by Judge Magrath, it contemplates I
only the seizure and deportation of Africans who I
arefree. If they are slaves at the time they are I
brought away, the pealdti of the aet are notin.
caured. If they are •ree, the United States must

rove that fact before a conviction can be had.
Thas, in either event, the probabilities are that I
there can never ie. any punishment, under the pre-
sent act, for the importation of Africans into this 1
country.

We suspected something of this sort, a short 1
time ago, when we noticed that Wilson, Of Massa- 1
chusetts, introduced into the Senate a bill or a
resolution of enquiry, looking to additional legisla. 1
tion for the suppression of the African slave trade.
Wilson had doubtless been examining the present
law, and had discovered its defects. He saw that
no conviction could be secured under its provis-
ions, and he, therefore, proposed to make it more
d stringent.

But, somehow or other, notwithstanding the
o laws of the United States, of Great Britain, and of

France-and notwithstanding all the fleets that
these powers station upon the African coast-the
slave trade is believed to be carried on still. And
we doubt if all the cbecks and penalties which Mr.
SWilson proposes for its suppression, will have the
effect of breaking it up.

We shall expect to hear some extravagant howl-
ing and ululation from the New York Tribune and
, kindred journals over this decision. These phi-
lanthropists should understand, however, that the
South is not dependent upon the African slave-
trade for its supply of labor. If they will examine
the statistics of population, they will find that the
slave population of the South increases, in a nat-
ural way, faster than any class of people on earth
-a fact which, of itself, disproves all the Abolition
falsehoods that are circulated about the cruelty
with which they are treated. There are now four
" millions of slaves in the South, and the number
annually increases, from natural causes. And it
is a curious fact, though a well-established one,
that notwithstanding the heavy drain which the
Cotton States are constantly making upon Virginia,
Maryland and Kentucky, the number of slaves in
these latter States is constantly increasing. Does
anybody believe that this would be the case if they
were subjected to the cruelty and hardships which
.Abolitionists are so fond of holding up to the gaze
of the world?

The political power of the North may possibly
arrest the exteenion of slavery, but it can never
prevent its growth and development, much less
secure its abolition, in the States where it already
exists. Sensible people,-all over the country, are
beginning to find out that it is the products of
slave labor which constitute the true wealth of the
nation, and that the destruction of the institution
would involve the bankruptcy of the country. Add
to this the rapid dissipation, at the North, of the
mistaken ideas about the cruelty and oppression of
the system, and we have a clear and hopeful view
of the future which promises, we think, an over-
throw of the sectional party which now dominates

be the North.

One of the most important witnesses in the t
suits now going on, says " he cannot distinguish I
the planters' mark on the bales after they have I
gone through the press;" neither could a score of
Philadelphia lawyers. From the testimony taken,
it appears a main point to be ascertained is, tileh
delivery of the cotton. The weigher commenced I
to weigh the cotton on the 30th of March, after 3
o'clock, but previous to the weighing the cotton
had been chissed and marked. This marking, of
course, was the shippers' or shipping mark, or
the buyers' mark, which was commenced on
the 20th, or the day before. It would be
reasonable to suppose that the cotton was de-
livered to the buyer as fast as it was classed, the
classing and qualities being deemed satisfactory.
Then, of course, this cotton was in the possession

of the buyer on the 20th of March anld on the
morning of the 30th. Then the question may be
asked, what is a delivery t One of the witnesses
affirms that after cotton is marked and weighed it
is sometimes put back on storage. It can also be
said that not only sometimes it is put back, but it
is very often put back, particularly if the cotton
has been bought for a rise. But the most im-
portant question is to prove when the five-day lien
law was operative-whether on the 20th, when the

d buyer received the cotton, classed it and marked
, it or on the 30th, after the weighing commenced.
The writ of sequestration is dated on the 4th of
April. If the 30th of March is to be considered
the day of delivery, this would give five 24 boours,
say 120 hours, up to 12 o'clock on the 4th, or five
days including Sunday; but Sunday is not a judi-
cial day, nor has it ever been considered so. Of

THE RESCUE OF SANBORN.

It will be recollected that Mr. F. B. Sanborn, of
Concord, after having been summoned by the
officers to.attend as a witness before the Senatorial i

Investigating Committee at Washington, was res-
cued by a mob from the hands of the officers, and
placed beyond their reach by the friendly interpo-
sI ition of an Abolition Judge. We have lately read
an account of the whole proceeding, written by a
I correspondent of the New York Tribune, which is
at once amusing and disgusting.

From the representations made by this corres-
pondent, one would suppose there never was a
feat of so much bravery performed, in the history
I of the country. The fact that a whole city of
people, male and female, were enabled to over-
power a couple of officers, is dilated upon as if it
were an achievement worthy of Sparta and the
Spass of Thermopyhe.

from using very tiolent measures." Violent meas-
ores towards officers who were simply executing a
legal process in the discharge of an imperative
duty! Further on, he says, " had it not been for
that legal process, the ofnicers would hardly have
escaped out of town with whole skins." "After
the writ was served, two or three of the ruffians
(the officers) were made to bite the dust and were
severely kicked and mauled." The kicking and
mauling of officers who were merely doing their
duty, is alluded to with a satisfaction which is
Sreally refreshing.

TH: SLAVE LItqUOu LAw.-Thia mixed question
having been finally settled by the decision of the r
Supreme Court declaring the law to be constitu- f
tional, active operations against persons informed c
upon have been resumed. Since the first proceed- t
ings under the statute about a year has elapsed,
leaving the affair in abeyance, but by no means in
oblivion. No sooner is the law sustained than
operations recommence with renewed energy.
Already several delinquents have been fined $250
and $500 and deprived of their licenses with a
promptness which can be easily accounted for.

In the first place, the law is very popular. It I
meets a want long and grievously felt throughout
our whole community. In fact, its temporary sus- t
pension, caused by the doubts as to its constitu-
tionality, was regarded as a public calamity. How
many thousands of valuable slaves have been ren- E
dered worthless by this reckless tampering with
them and brought to an untimely grave it is im-
possible to enumerate, but we presume there are
but few masters who have not been caused a great
deal of anxiety, if not severe loss, by it. Yet, not-
withstanding the prevalence of the evil-notwith-
standing the solicitude and watchfulness of so
many persons-nothing was done under the old
system to check it. But we cannot doubt that this
death-dealing iniquity has been arrested at last.

And tllis is a proof, notwithstanding the skepti-
cism of many persons on the subject, that laws
can sometimes effect great good. So many abortive
acts are passed for preventing this and the other
evils--gambling, bribery, corruption at elections,
etc.-that doubts sometimes arise as to the effi-
cacy of penal laws at all. They are inefficacious
because unnecessary or badly constructed. What
is everybody's busncess is nobody's business, but
msake public justice go hand iv hand with some-
bodfs private interest and it is oatended to. Give
sthe District Attorney perquisites for convictions,and
the crimlinal business soon goes earnestly on. Give
t thile police and others half the fines levied for mis-

demeanors, and watchful eyes will be fixed on
every suspicious character. From the beginning
men have been fond of the goods of this world and
willing to exert themselves to obtain them. Hu-
man nature is still the same, and by offering the
reward you call comnland the exertion.

A resolution was adopted provldiag that the
Convention shall adopt a Pttform before proceed-
ing to making nominations.

By a unanimous vote of the Convention, all rese-
lntions were ordered to be sent to the Committee
on Platform.

The resolutions passed by the Alabama State
Legislature were offered by Hon. Judge Meek, and
referred to the Committee on Platform.

Although embarra•sed, the delegation from 1
Georgia is still harmonious.

The Committee on Credentials have not as yet
reported their general opinions.

The delegates in favor of Hon. Fernando Wood,
of New York, will be excluded from the Conven-
tion.

The Committee on Credentials will probably re-
port in favor of the New YorkSoft Shell Democ-
racy and Illinois Douglas delegates.

It is believed that the Soft Shell Democrats will
vote for Douglas.

The Alabama delegates will demand a Slave
Code.

An effort will be made to ballot for a candidate
before the Committee on Platform reports.

The Convention will probably take a recess until
Thursdey.

The 'lharleston correspondent of the New York
Tribune says that the signs conspire against the
nomination of Douglas, and that a rumor is now
in current circulation that the State of New York
will go for Hunter, of Virginia.

The combination between New York and the
Northwestern States is now fully contradicted.
The whole South will concentrate on Hunter.

The South Carolina delegation have reconsidered
the proclivities of the Heon. Jeff. Davis, of Missis-
sippi, and have agreed to go for Hunter. His par-
tisans claim ninety votes. The Kentuckyand Ten-nessee delegates will firmly stand by Guthrie and
Johnson.

Mr. Dickinson is industriously pressed by a few
ardent and personal supporters.

modestly asking if it would be worth anything to
have the letter stopped, which letter, unless an
answer were received within forty-eight hours,
addressed to "H. W., Box B. 196, post-office,"
would be on its way to New York.
