of UMr Donglas, as establishlng the faet, to the po-
polar sattaction, that he originally stood with Mr.
IuchaMnan's Administration on the, question of po-
palar sovereignty, and has done no more than to
maintain his consiatency, while the Administration,
not satisfied with reversing its own position, has
sought to stigmatise, to disgrace and to punish the
comtanoy of others.

ILdeed, with respect to Mr. Douglas' action on
the Kansas question, the evidence connected with
the letter, as I understand, goes further than this.
It:shows that it was at the urgent instance of Mr.
Dotglas himself, who was called in by the Pres-
Ident toseeondhis efoTia, thatMr.Walker was pre-
vailed,aponto soeeptthepost of Governor of Kan-
sas; that the President and Mr. Douglas acted in
conjunction in presing upon Mr. Walker the mis-
ldon to Kansas, which he fnally undertook; and

at lif. Douglas had enforced the consent of Mr.
*alker by representing that the success of the
Maaens and Nehraska bill in the former Territory
wd to a great extent dependent upon his agreeing
to go.

While indicating the opinion hero as tothe legiti-
mate reflection of the letter, and of the evidence
connected with it, to Mr. Douglas' credit, it is but
fair to say, thatthe ircumstances of the exposure
of the letter are subjeoi of censuro and indigna-
nation directed towards those who have seen fit to
violate confidence, even to expose the inconsisten-
cy of public officers. Mr. Walker's agency in the
exposure is likely to be a subject of sharp recrimi-
nation, and to involve personal consequences to
himself. It is insisted by the friends of the Ad-
ministration that the letter was essentially a pri.
vate one; and that Mr. Walker regarded it as im-
posing upon himself pecuilar obligations of
silence, islftlciently evident from the fact of his so
long suppressing it, his own testimony being to the
effect that he did not publish it for fear of conse-
quences to the country. Unfortunately, however,
for Mr. Walker's strict observance of propriety
with regard to the letter, although he did not pub-
lish it, it appears that he freely exhibited it, and
that in this manner the evidence of its contents
unhappily, and "wilththemostintense reluctance"
on the part of Mr. Walker, constrained him to ex-
pose the original, especially, as he urged, to con-
front the suggestion that he had been exhibiting a
letter which was not genuine.

As to the exhibition of the letter to other parties,
(among them, I believe, a reporter) the evidence
of these witnesses seem to involve Mr. Walker in
an unpleasant dilemma. Mr. Schnable's testimony
before the Committee isinteresting, as showing the
degree of publicity which had been given to the
letter before its intensely reluctant production be-
fore the Committee. The following are extracts
from Mr. Scheablo's testimony:

Qnestion--Was it (the letter) shown to you con-
fidentially. or are you at lierty, without violating
any promise of secresy, to speak of its contents?Answer-I am under no obligatiore of secresy
whatever; I have discussaed the merits of that letter
with a great many different persons within the last
eighteen months; I presume twenty different peo-
ple in Washington to-amy have been long aware
of my knowledge of the letter.

The witness went on to state the contents of the
letter minutely, and concluded with a vulgar and
Insalting allusion to the President's religion, which
it was .shame for the committee to tolerate, the
witness remarking that he remembered the advice
eontained in the letter particularly, from the cir-
cumstance that it was " cinched with a seemingly
devout prayer."

Although the letter over which so much fuss is
now made is interesting and opportune, it scarcely
needed this additional evidence to convince those
at all acquainted with the history of the Kansas
complication of the one fact of Mr. Buchanan's
reversal of the position of his Administration on
the essential issue of the Kansas and Nebraska bill.
Indeed, it was only a few days ago that a gentle-
man who attended the Kansas conferences of the
President and Mr. Douglas confirmed nearly all
that the letter referred to establishes. The per-
suasions addressed to Mr. Douglas to turn with the
Administration and to stand by Lecompton, are
described to have been of the most urguent and
impressive character. The last interview conclu-
deo with words of solemn warning, Mr. Buchanan
taking his leave with the remarkable words : " Mr.
Douglas, remember the fate of William C. Rives,
who deserted his party !" X.

WoASLtNiTON, 1). C., April 22, 1860.
.Mr. Editor-While the whole city is racked with

excitement on the subject of the nomination at
Charleston, Mr. Douglas was, on yesterday even-
ing, quietly seated in his parlor surrounded by a
few friends, and maintaining a tranquility and in-
difference, that could not be to one other than a
matter of profound astonishment, accustomed as I
was to bear of the Little Giant as an anxious, un-
quiet and turbulent character. He certainly is
not this. Those who know Judge Douglas better
than myself, say he is one of the most composed
men in the world--one who has peculiar resources
of repose in the abiding faith he has in his princi-
ples. It may surprise many persons to assert that
Judge Douglas himself has never sought the Prces
idential nomination. True, the friends he has at.-
tached to himself by his peculiarly generous anod
unchanging disposition, have labored hard and late
for him; but I am thoroughly convinced that the
Little Giant has always been personally careless of
the honor which his friends have been so intent
and so anxious to bestow upon him.

On last night Mr. Douglas remarked, with tran-
quil determination, that he was content to stand, in
any event, by his principles, and that " if the
Charleston Convention should proceed to interpo-
late in the Cincinnati Platform anything opposed
to the doctrine of popular sovereignty, he would
immediately telegraph to his friends to withdraw
his name, or to decline the nomination if it were
given to him."

Facts are being developed which go to show that
the famous challenge of Mr. Potter, of Wisconsin,
to fight Mr. Pryor with Bowie-knives, was a trick
from the beginning. Indeed, I have obtained in-
formation which leaves but little doubt on this
point. It appears that after the first note had
passed, Mr. Bufington, of Massachusetts, ap-
proached Mr. Garnett, in the House hall, and
threw out the remark that "his (tlarnett's) col-
with league had got a fighting man to deal
this time." "Indeed," replied Mr. Garnett.
"Yes," rejoined Mr. Bafinton; " but Potter
never fights with anything but knives." " Oh,
then," replied Mr. Glraett, most unguardedly,
" there can't be any fight; for gentlemen in the
South neaer recoguise knives in the duel."
