James Murray, brakeman, who was standing on
h the ame platform with Dr. Klier,holding the brake,
"was terribly bruised and injured. He was taken toh the Barracks suffering intensely, and shortly after-h wardsdied.

George Pilcher, brakeman, was standing on the
f back platfrm of the first car, opposite to Murrayf and Dr, Kller. Ie had one of his legs cut off and
,the other broken. He was taken to Carondclet,
where all effrts are being made to relieve his suf-ferings, but It is doubted whether he can live.

J. . Witlig, master mechanic on the road, hadI hs head eitseverely.

Messaars. Kyler, Dreyer, Adreon and Sexton,
members of the City Council, Dr. Smith, Health
Officer, Mr. Pullis, Street Inspector of the Tenth
Ward, and several others, were slightly injured.

The boy Murray, who was a train boy on the
road,,was terribly lacerated, his right thigh being
torn and literally ripped from his loins to the knee,
creating a wound that even shacked the surgeons.The engineers and firemen on both trains
escaped by-leaping, bnt not without some injury.

The Arrest of the Benella Boy.

Among the news by the steamahip Australian
we find the following particulars of the arrest of
John C. Heenan:

Heenan was before the magistrate at Derby on
the 7th, charged with the Intention of engaging in
aprize fight, thereby causing a breach of peace.
MLr. Leech appeared inhis behalf, and said Heenan
had never broken the peace in England, and had
no intention of doing so.

True he may have made use of such language In
the excitement of his capture, when his passion
was aroused, but when he considered he had been
hunted out of eight counties, while his opponent,
Sayers, was allowed to go with the greatest of im-pn-ity, he did feel sore at the treatment he was
receiving. He apologized if he had usneed expres-
atsiono which he ought not. Two gentlemen were
ready to give bail to the amount rcqnired.

Guided by the station in life of the party in Amer.
ica-Heeaun was a blacksmith--he hoped the
Bench would assess the ball at a small amount.

The Clerk announced that the Bench agreed to
Heenan's own recognizance for 50, with two sure
ties in 2 each. (cond applause.) Be added that
the anthorities had no feeling beyond the preserva-
lion of the peace. It was stated by the Court that
Heenan could not be further interfered with any-
where, unless he broke the peace.
Thesecurities were promptly signed, and Heenan

hao left Derby for London. Bell's Life was mostindignant at the capture, which it attributed to
Heenan's companions getting a place where they
were almost certain of arrest.

A subsequent edition exonerates Heenan, and
aays he took all necessary precaution-employing
a man to sound the police and put them ofil the

track. This person deceived Heenan and his
friends, and oave information that led to his arrest.

Bell's Lifo indignantly scouts the idea that Say-
ors or his friends caused the arrest, and states that
Heenan's party believed Sayers utterly incapable
of such conduct.
