SAvYER FIH;uT.-On Saturday night, Daniel Cun-
ningham, a Sayers man, and James Weyman, a
Heenamn man, came together in James Cook's gro-
cery, at the fork of Annunciation and St. Tlomas
streets. They got into a dispute about their re-
spective champions, the first news of whose fight,
as published in the Saturday evening papers, was
a subject of town talk and general debate.

They disputed until Weyman gave the lie to Cun-
ningham. The latter aimed a blow with his fist at
Weyman, who, jumping back, drew a pistol and
shot him, killing him almost instantly. Weyman
succeeded in making his escape, owing to the
crowd and confusion in the grocery at the time.
Cunningham's body was taken charge of and car-
ried away by his friends. Bad liquor, it is said,
created and stimulated the bad feeling which re-
sulted so tragically.

Coroner Beach yesterday morning went up town
to set about his inquest into the homicide, but had
not reported at his office up to last evening.

two buildings on this block escsping-Capt.Brown's
handsome brick residence at the corner of Enghien t
and Casacalvo, and a cottage at the corner of Port
and Casacalvo. The fire also crossed Casacalvo
street, destroying a double one-story tenement, at
which point the desperate labors of the firemen p
succeeded in checking it. It required active and P
severe work to prevent the conflagration from
crossing Enghien and Port streets; as it was, the d
i houses on the opposite side of the latter street were

I badly scorched.
The fire, when under full headway, had a most

appalling appearance, and seemed sure to open a
wide path to the river. Sparks at one time set fire I
to the rigging of a ship and to some cotton bales f
on the levee, but these were saved before much
damage was done.

Fifty-four residences in all were destroyed, in-
eluding groceries and small shops of different
kinds; also the German Congregational Church
and school, small frame edifices at the corner of
Port and Craps streets. The finest residences
burned were those of Capt. Peter Martin and Capt.
Batisford; and the surrounding gardens and shade
trees were crisped up and rained. The great mass
of the houses were small, cheap tenements, occu- t

pied by poor people. It was a piteous sight to see
these unlucky families, frantically exerting them-
selves to save their furniture, many of the firemen
being kindly at work with them. Furniture had to

.0 be moved and removed several times, as the fire

progressed, and some of it was at lastdestroyed on
the streets. Most of the moveable property, we
'i believe, was saved. The greatest panic prevailed I
e among the people in all that part of the city be-

tween the fire and the river; and there was an al-
most universal packing up of valuables and prepa-
ration for departure. These people,of course, were
glad enough, when they found tile red destroyer
clocked in its coarse.

servant cook; to stir it; I placed the flavoring in;
tthis was on the 19th of March, the day befbre the
dinner; I told the cook to stir it constantly until 1
went up stairs to put the children to bed I was
absent about half an hbor; I came down with Miss
Hall, and found Harry, a colored boy of Colonel t
Lemley's, stirring it; I again commenced stirring V
it. until I thoughlt it cool enough for the mould, and
Miss Hall and I came in the room and poared the
tuohs into the monld, having arranged the cake
previonsly;thecake was lady-finage sponge-cake, P
and the children around the table ate of the cake
pretty freely, and as it had no effect upon them c
there could not have been poison in it; we left the
Ruses in the room, to get cold, until next morning ;
none of the children ate of the Ruasa while I was
reparing it; tile oRuse was not boailed Ina bras
etle, but in an iron kettle, lined with porcelain;

my daughter tasted the Charlotte Russe repeatedly
while preparing it, and remarked, while doing so,
that if she tasted it much more there would be none
left; I don't know how Harry came to he stirring
I the Ruse; I never heard Ann, the accused, make
any threats about the family; she was of rather a
sour disposition, but seemed fond of the children.

Miss Sarah Yotig, daughter of the last witness,
sworn-I prepared tihe Charlotte Rnsse on the
evening of the 19th, about dusk.

Ifound
Master Young uneonscioua, and soon after Col.
Lemley was taken down. The cases pultiplying
so rapidly, i arrived at the conclusion that tihe
were poisoned. I was led to believe thiat it wae
arsenic, and began treating it accordingly. Dr.
Stone was at my rcruest sent for, and arrived there
in the evening abont) o'clock. iDr. Stone coincided
with my treatment. MIiss Sallie Young wetlto MIrs.
Phelps to see if site had been affected, and to the
McKees. SRe returned, and said they were
affected similarly with Col. Lemley's foalily. Their
attending physician, Dr. Stille, came to Colonel
Lemley's and found the same symptoms prevailing
as with his patients. He came to the conclusion
that the poison was arsenic. I saw the girl Ann
and the boy Harry. Harry was very active in
lending aid, and appeared much distressed when
he heard the family were poisoned, so much so
that Ihe shed tears. I was called by the officers to
go out and see Ann, who claimed to be sick, but I
found the sickness was feigned, and 1 told the offi-
cers to take her to the Lock-up. Harry also re-
marked. "my Cod, Doctor, is my master and mis-
tress going-to die." Wien told that his mistress
was going to die hIe commenced crying, and ap-
peared so grieved that I had to rouse hits up
several times. I really think the grief of Harry
was genuine. Ann did not manifest any grief that
I cocld discover.

Honer Kellog, sworn-I had the boy Harry be-
longing to Colonel Lemley ia may enmploy for about
eiglatyears; he was a gool, Ihonest boy', and when
I wanted to buy himc, ihe sail lie would rather be-
long to me than any one else if hIe had to be sold,
but ho did not wnish to be sold, as he liked his mas-
ter and mistress better than any one else.

Dr. .Toyce, swor-I htave no knowledge of poson
being boughtl; 1 do not sell drugs; 1 only heep a
suflicient amount of medicine to prescribe I
never prescribe to negroes without an order from
their owners; I bad no suspicion of any arrest; I
did not endeavor to engage rooms in lgiers; I
never said I wanted rooms in case I was saspi.
cloned of selling poison to Col. Lemley's negroese

They assert that the ring was broken
into by a pack of thieves, who used the occasion
as an excuse to rob every respectable person
present.

It was well known by Americans in England that c
Heenan would not be allowed to carry the cham- 1
pion's belt out of England, had he won the fight
ever so fairly.

There is no doubt in the minds of any of the can-
did spectators of the fight, that Heenan had the
advantage and would have won the fight, had not I
the interruption occurred.

It is equally asserted that the interruption of the
fight was a preconcerted plan on the part of those
who had staked largely upon Heenan.

It is positively stated by impartial spectators of
the fightthat Englishmen who had bet their all on
Sayers, so soon as they found that Sayers-was
losing, resorted to the most unfair means to aid
Sayers by keeping Heenan back and pulling him
down.

Losnos, April 18.-A meeting of the Americans
in London takes place to-night on the subject of
l the unprecedented conduct of the friends of Sayers,
and the foul play, which, it is admitted on all
hands, was exercised during the fight.

Mr. George Wilkes, of Wilkes' Spirit of the rimes,
will demand the champion's belt for Heenan, and I
will prove to the satisfaction of all unprejudiced
minds that he is entitled to it. Heenan's rights
will be properly attended to and protected by the
Americans in England. Many Englishmen are
satisfied that Heenan had the beat of the fight.
f NEW YocK, April 28.-One of the evening papers

says that a gentleman now at the St. Nicholas
SHotel in this city, who witnessed the fight from be-
ginning to end, states that when Heenan had got
Sayers into such a position that he must have in-
evitably won the fight, John Morrissey, who stood
immediately behind Heenan, cut the ropes and let
Heenan fall to the ground, thus releasing Sayers
d from the iron grasp of his antagonist.
