Soon after landing the fire, which perhaps w
had been kept from running up the balloon by its
rapid motion, blazed up and soon burnt most of it
to ashes. Whenhe struck the tree he caught somee

Another Ar•tie Expeditlon.

iFPmth tLondon Clroolele, April 2i.
The whaling bark George Henr , which is to

leave this port for a whaling cruise in Cpmberland
Sound, on the 29th of May will take out the no-
clets of an important expedition of exploration in
the regions where Sir John Franklin met his sad
fate. Mr. C. F. Hall, of Cincinnati, is the leader
and master spirit of this adventurous enterprise.
That gentleman, believing it poesible that some of
Franklin's men may yet be living among the peo-
ple of the far North, conceived the idea of leading
an expedition for their discovery and deliverance.

About six weeks since he came here to Inspect
the whaling brig Amaret, (formerly the Rescue of
Dr: Kane's expedition) now owned by Messrs,
Williams A Hatven, of this city, with a view of par-
chasing her for the voyage he proposed to take.
The firm mentioned above, learning his purpose
and plans, generously offered a conveyance to
Northumberland Inlet for himself and his ountt, n
their bark George Henry, then fitting to sil for
those regiona. Their kind offer was gratefully ac-
cepted, and Mr. Hall is now atively forwariding
his preparationsto embark from hare lnthe eorge
Henry.

He will be carried in her to the entrance of Pro.
bisher's Strait, and there landed with his boats
sledges, nautical gear, scientillo insatrmenta,sua
stores of pemmican and other provisions. Only a
single companion goes out with him from here.
He will engage a sufficient number of Flaqimaux
and boats to transport his maoleriel, sad pah for-
ward with as little delay as possible. Hi route
is to be up through Frobisher's Strait to Fox
Channel, thence northward along the hitherto un-
explored eastern coast of that channel, through
Fury and Heels Stralt to the Gulf ofiBoothoia, and
across these waters to Boothia and Prince Wil-
liam's Land. The route thus indicated is over one
thousand miles in length, a distance to be traveled
in small boats, and carrying the adventurous trav-
eler high up as to latitude 70 N. AtBoothia or
Prince William's Land, Mr. Hall has strong hopes
of finding some of the lost navigators in whose be-
half he has entered upon this great undertaking.
He thinks it quite probable that of the one hun-
dred and five men who were with Franklin in that
region, some may be yet there alive and desirous
of returning to their homes. If none of them are
left, something more may be learned of them and
their fate than is now known.
Mr. Hall and his companion expect to be absent

about three years from the time of their departure
hence.
