Uimplrse and areferee having now been appointed,I
the signal was given to prepare for the combat. i
The first ceremony, that of tying the colors to the
stakes, was then proceeded with, and no time was
cut to waste in doffing their upper toggery. Each I
had tken the precaution to put on his boots and
drawers previous to entering the ring, so that the I
usual tedious process of lacinug the men's boots
was dispensed with. In Heenan's case, however,
there would have been no necessity for this, as his
boots were of fashionable make, with elastic sides.
He was the first to appear in buff, and a single o
glance was sufficient to show that his condition
was all that could be required by the most fastid- I
ions. Tom's mahogany bust was quickly after
bared to the gaze of the moltitude, and here, too, I
was evidence of strict attention to his work. They
had a final rob from their seconds, and now I
advanced to give the final friendly shake. t

This was the time to get a fair idea of their res- r
pective proportions, and in size it really looked a 1
horse to ahen. Heenan stood full four and a halfnd
inches over Tom, and had an immense advantage 1
in length. Every muscle on his broad back, his
shoulders and arms, was well developed, and T
gave evidence Of enormous power. His legs are
rather light, but still there is no lack there of wire I
and activity. His akin was exceedingly fair and I
transparent, and shone like that of a thorough-
bred. His mug was hard, and looked older than
we expected, his cheek bones being very promi-
nent, but now that they had been denuded of much
that was superfluous, his tout ensemble was far
more like that of his brother professional than in
his first interview with us. Tom looked brewn andthard as nails; his well-knit frame seemed fitter
than we have seen it for years. He looked visibly
