That proposition, as we have already
shown, is so aniltaitly partial, sectional and ex-
elusive, thant:t ate never command the favor of
the representativee from the central and southern
portion of tbe11Uon6 It provides for the build-
ing of two roads•lt is trne-but they are to start
from the weatern borders of the States of Iowa
and Missouri, respectively, and unite at some com-
mon point upon' the plains, and thence proceed
weetwstl, by a single stem, to the Paciflc. Ob-
viously, such a road will be in the interest of the
Northern system of railroads through Illinois and
OhIo, and wllLbe equivalent to a complete ignor-
ing of the superior claims of the Southern route.
This polith is not only sectional and unjust, but
it is a vloi1 defeat of thiwhole scheme-for it is
plain tltt no proposition of the sort can command
the approval of Congress unless it be sustained by
al the friends of a railroad connection with the
•lc.
But, that which we have advocated and shall

gontinne to advocate, Is the only proposition which
can secure the assent of Congress, at the same time
that it fullills all the conditions of fairness, and jus-
tIce, adiequgality. It is to provide for the coustruc-
lion of two reads, one upon the Northern and one
upon the Southern route. There has not been any
year, for several years past, in which there was not
a securemajority In both Houses of Congress for
aid to a PaolloRailroad. Why then has the enter-
prise failed to go through! Why does CongrOes
still hesitate and temporise in the matter, and fail
to meet the just expectations and requirements of
the public? It is because of the jealousy of con
ictcing routes, and the destructive rivalry which

has been indulged in by indiscreet friends of the
different propositions. Common sense ought to
teach them that such a course defeats every pros-
pect of any road, and ought to warn them that it
is worse than the policy of the dog in the manger,
which- denles to themselves a benefit for fear that
othernumay equally participate in It.

A Northern road cannot be provided for without
the aseistance of the South, nor can a road be
made upona Southern parallel of latitude without
the concurrence of the representatives of the
North. In this conflict of interest, a compromise
is the only feasible way of adjusting the difficulty.
It is very plain that if a1Northern road be made,

uSoth will never be content until she be placed
npog a footing of equality. The same will be true
of the North'if a Southern road be built. Mani-
festly, then,any purely sectional road will give rise
to dissatisfaction and discontent. There is no pos-
ilble solution of the difficulty other than two lines
of road-one connecting with the Northern system
of rpads, which extend to the Atlantic coast at
New, York, Philadelphis and Baltimore-and the
other connecting with the great commercial cities
of the Lower Mississippi Valley and the Gulf of
Mexico.

We trust, then, that Congress will no longer
hesitate in its duty in the premises. The friends
of railway communication with the Pacific cannot
afford any longer to fritter away their opportuni-
ties in senseless oppotitiop to each other, destroy-
ing all chance of consummating this great enter-
prise, for fear s6me particular interest may get the
advantage of another. The friends of the South-
ern route are willing to display the utmost liberal-
Ity, and to concede to others all that they ask for
themselves. Let their overtures be met in an
equal spirit of liberality, and the day is not far dis-
tant when the political ties which bind the Pacific
coasito the Union will be strengthened by a com-
mercial and social ligament which promises, in
every respect, to be jroductive of the grandest
results.

Speosal to the New Orlanss O•seeat.l
Baowearvam n, April S2, 1800.

JMr. Tt-To dispel any debut as to the posl-
tion of affairs on this river a short historical rela-
tion of facts may not be out of plaee. Before the
annexation of Texas, Mexico always claimed that
her eastern boundary extended to the Nueces.
President Polk found the question an open one
when he came into power, but between her own
opinions and those of the immortal Gen. Taylor,
the conclusion was arrived at that Old Zach should
move from Corpus Christi and occupy the east
bank of the Rio Grande, and "take the chances."
That movement brought about the battles of Palo
Alto and Resaca de la Palms, and the subsequent
war, in which the boundary dispute was settled,
and we were allowed to hold dominion on the right
bank of the 1Io Grande.

This settlement did not conform to Mexican no-
tions, and ever since the Dexican population have
labored under two very considerable errors-one
-asto how this valley was lost to them, and the

other as to its destiny. Honestly and truly the
majority of the Mexican population think they
were sold and not beaten out of this country; and
very honestly and foolishly they believe that the
programme can be so altered that the Nueces in-
stead of the Rio Grande can be yet made the
boundary. You may say all this is absurd; but
I ask you what is to be expected from so ignorant
a people, when there are thoesands of men in the
United States who believe that the South would
fail to sustain itself If outloose from Boston. Men
will be monomaniacs on some subjects, and the
peculiar Idiosyncracy of the Mexican is that he is
a terrible fellow in the tented field!

The idea of recapturing the country between the
Rio Grande and the Nueced is peculiarly the idea
with Cortina, and it has been his pot-house boast
for the last ten years that it was his destiny to
accomplish this result. He has boasted of it in the
presence of Americans, and many of them, I am
sorry to learn, have assented thoughtlessly to his
bragadocio. We have spch a faculty for trading
that rather than "sptle a bargain " some of us
will affirm the deost preposterous aesertions; and
in manly instances I haveheard it charged that
Cortina has often declared in the hearfig of Mexi'
cans, when Americans were present and not deny-
ing it, that Gen. Honston and his friends were in
favor of giving up this section to Mexico. When
such stories have been uttered year after year in
hatamoras and throughout the State of Tamauli-
pas, what more was to be expected than that the
people who heard them should be in favor of fill-
bustering a part of Texas.

The project ripened as time grew on, but it re-
quired just such a man as Cortina to attempt the
execution of the scheme. He did not go into it
foolishly either, for he played a safe game, having
two objects, one of which he intended should not
fail if the principal plan did fall through. He is a
bold, desperate, shrewd and commanding man;
his plan partakes of all these characteristics. In
order to make himself popular .with his own coun-
trymen, he becamea bully, carrying his six-shooter
regularly, fighting when required, and maintaining
at his mother's ranche a rendezvous for all the des-
perate Mexicans he could find. Atthat rendezvous
Americans were habitually and traditionally hated
and despised, and none of the forbidden race could
hope for civil treatment unless under peculiar
circumstances. He next became a politician to
the extent of carrying all his clan with him to the
polls and buying favor with the candidates by the
strength of his influence in an election. He thus
made a party with the Mexicans and with the
Americans, whereby he became aso powerful that
he walked the country with impunity, while the
archives of the District Court of Cameron county
contained an indictment for murder of an Amerin
can, and two indictments for stealing against him,
for which he was never even arrested. Infact, one
of the slices of this county is knownas the Plaque-
mine of Cortina.

With these indictments against him, and with
grave susplcions in the public mind that he was
I 'guilty of ether crimes, he yet came and went as
the most innocent did. All this consolidated his
strength to such an extent that when the American
garrison was withdrawn from here, he prepared to
carry out " his idea."

He collected a large number of Mexicans at his
rancheo and there armed them ; for on no other sup-
position can it be accounted for how he so sud-
denly appeared in the field at the head of 180 men.
To bring about the final catastrophe, he came into
Brownsville on the 13th of last July, with a fol-
lower of his. The latter soon became intoxicated
and commenced a row in the streets. He was ar-
rested by the City Marshal, Mr. Shiers, and started
to the lock up. Cortina came up and told the
Marshal to release the man, which was refused.
Cortina then stepped back, drew his revolver and
deliberately shot the Marshal twice, one ball gra-
zing his head and the other taking effect in his
I shoulder. The Marshal fell, and Cortina then
mounted his horse, took his drunken accomplice
up behind him, and flourishing his pistol, defied the
town to take him, while he rode away to his
ranche.

After the above oflense he lived at his ranche
and in Matamoras, all the while defying the law
and still committing crimes. Ultimately a party
was made up to go from this place and capture
him, buthe made his escape into Mexico. In Sep-
tember he suddenly reappeared on the other side
of the river and made an attack upon this place
the 28th of that month. He brought with him on
that occasion a body of 100 men, more or less, and
surrounded the town, and his demand was that the
citizens who had volunteered to go out and cap-
ture him should be given up to death. Not finding
all of them, he proposed to burn down the town,
and actually murdered in cold blood five citizens
who were running away. One of these men, Geo.
Morris, was killed by the United States flag staff
inside of Fort Brown barracks. Cortina was at
last persuaded to leave town by the Mexicans
from Matamoras, whose property would have been
involved in the general conflagration.

You are acquainted with the remaining facts of
the case so far as this immediate city was con-
cerned-how it was besieged-how it was gal-
lantly defended for two months-how mighty.at-
tacks were made upon it-how out-houses were
burned-how terror prevailed everywhere; but
you cannot know, for it has never been told, how
the country along the river has suffered.

As I said, Cortina had two plans, one of which
was to harrass the people in such a way that they
would leave, and another was to steal and rob
enough to pay him well even if he failed. Thou.
sands of horses and cattle have been robbed and
run off; scores of farms have been devastated, the
houses burned, the fences torn up and the crops
trodden down, and, as a last resort, the Mexicans
who served our people in every capacity, were
driven off to the other side of the Rio Grande. By
this means he paid his men and discouraged us.
But he failed to accomplish his great purpose, for
the Americans are yet on the Rio Grande, and the
prospect is that he has called into existence an in-
fluence which will follow him until he is glad to
live west of the Sierra Madre.

However,he is still in the field, and his resources
are not affected. He has the sympathy of all his
countrymen, and tiere is still game for his follow-
ers on this side of the Blo Grande. As long as he
can find cattle to stampede from American farm-
ers on this river, as long as he can murder and rob
stock traders, as long as he can sell our beef
hides in Matamoras, so long will he continue to
follow the business, until we take the matter into
our own hands and establish institutions of a more
friendly nature on the west bank of the Bravo.

And this consummation is not so distant as your
pious and conservative readers may imagine. We
have sever tsrned our back upon a foe, and I
hardly think we shall commence at this late date.
The boundaries of our republic have a constant
necessity for exp••sion, as Ihstory proves, and
the Rio Grande is not of ausoient volume to stop
its onward career. Neceslity requires that we

HAVANA OORUSWONDMNCZ.

HAvAMA, May 3, 1860.
Mr. Editor - On Monday morning last Don

Gregino de Heredrlio Tejada, the Alcalde Mayor
of the Colin District of this city, held an open
sourt (the first open. parU have ever known held
in this city) in the hall of the Aynatamiento, at the
south side of the Palace, for the preliminary trial
of the accused ausaseins of the late Don Antonio
Gonizales Agneroa, who are named Enlogio Pardo,
Dnelheo Valves and Ceferino de Cardenas, who
are negroes, and two white men named Francisco
Jimenes y Zamora and Domingo Palms. The nov-
elty of the proceedings attracted a great crowd,
and I was unable to obtain a very good position
for either hearing the proceedings or seeing the
formalities observed. As far as I could see or
learn, the accused men were not present,but were
represented by their lawyers. The proceedings
opened by the prosecuting attorney reading the
indictment, as we should term it, and the immense

mass of evidence and examinations, alike of wit-
nesses and of the accused, which occupied about
two hours, and then proceeded with an impas-
sioned address to the Court against the accused,
urging that the negroes should suffer by the "vile
Garotte" and the white men be sent to penal ser-
vitude in "Africa (Cents, I suppose) for ten years-
the accused to pay the costs incurred, and to in-
demnify the family of the murdered man."

The accused were ably defended bySefior Doctor
Don Antonio Gonzales de Mendosa, who defended
Pardo, Don Mirales Lemus and Don Ponce de
Lloronte y Cordotre, who appeared for Cardenas,
Zamora and Palmas. The defence of Valves, his de-
feader, Sellor Fepernot, beingunableto be present,
was read. As far as Icouldcomprehend, from the
distance at which I stood from the speakers, the
white men were "accessories before the fact," or,
in other words, had regularly hired the negro as-
sassins to murder the deceased gentleman, and all
the accused having confessed their guilt, their seve-
ral defenders could only ask for an amelioration of
the punishment. His Honor, the Alcalde, not pos-
sessing the power of passing such severe sen-
tences, committed the accunsed, and no doubt guilty
men, for trial before the "

R
eal Audiencia Preto-

rial," Supreme Court, which was understood to
have been engaglsd with the case yesterday. I
have not heard, at the early hour of my present
writing, what was the decision of the " Real Audi-
encia," which court sits with closed doors to the
public.
