TALK ON 'ORAGE.

The general talk yeaterday did not amonpt to
much. The accounts from Liverpool to the 26th
nlt., brought by the steamer which arrived t til.
bec on the 6th, did not act altogether as an oef$t
to the depressing accounts which were received
last week. Some intelligent parties think that the
cotton market on the other side has touched bot-
tom; while' there are a fe•V alividuala-but few
and far between-who would not care to learn of
the cotton market receding to 5d.n Liverpool. In
fact, these Bears would not care if the credit sad
welfare of New Orleans should succnmb to-da~
be effecitually used up-so long as they could rest
ize a gain or large gains. They are contdnually
harping about bills of exchange coming baoe, of
immense losses, all this, that and the other; od ati
the same time they will have brokers oat picklng
up and buying lots of cotton here and there4 while,
they wiltbe bearing downi or endeavoring tof ra
the market down;. tht is,, they will have their
agents or brokers baying on one side of the streit,
while they will be runningd6in on the othdrdildeb
These remarks, however, or this talk, does not sp-
ply to the majority of buyers.

The flags were not crowded to-day, though at
two or three corners on rue Carondelet the gather-
iugs were free, and talk went on as usual. There
was something said about cotton, and there were
some remarks about freights. Freights ape low
enough, about as low as any respectable saipper
should require. Of course there was some talk
about cotton, and that a lot of 1300 bales would
entail a loss of over $25,000-we are afraid to: say
how much more, but the cotton cost here 8c, O lb.
and was rather sandy and dusty; in fact, we should
think it was very sandy when only valued at 2d. g
lb in Liverpool. We hope there are not many bales
of the staple in this category. There was some
further talk of large reclamations and so on, which
will be large, as the talk was that one party had
purchased 120,000 baleh"here and at otherlports,
which would all have to bad old at great losses.
Fortunately, the parties can withstand the dedfci-
ency. Therefore, we propose to eschew all these
gloomy details, and ascertain if there is not.some-
thing redeeming on the flags. As for the flags on
rue Carondelet, it is manifest that the season's bu-
siness is rapidly drawing to a 'lose. The cotton
suits under the five day lien law are alluded to fe-
quently. It is the general impresslonthat tlhere
will be no more sequestrations under thi law,
when the cotton ano prigduce is on board o• abip,
all stowed.' the lai ir•Ill answer very wel when
the produce has not been removed from warehouses
or presses; but whenl valuable ship and cargo-
worth a quarter of a million of dollars are stppped
-- detained, taken in charge by the Sheriff,lto re-
cover 692 or 1000 bales of cotton, it will prove a
costly business. In the qse of the ship William
Lord, we learn that a soft fortlamageafor $20,000
has been filed against the Sheriff; that the expenses
of unloading the ship to recover the sequestered
cotton, and the reloading the ship with the cargo
which had no more to do with the sequestered cot-
ton than the man in the moon, will cost over $10,-
000; that is, to obtain possession of about 1000
bales of cotton, will cost, cash up, $10,000, and
then the cotton in question is subject to a long and
tedious lltigation. However, it is none of our busi-
ness if parties desire to throw iway good money
for doubtful and bad. It is f f~' the lawyers and
court officials, but it will have a very dafavprable
effect on the commercial character of out city
* abroad, because the cotton could have been bond-

ed subject to the decision of our courts, where
suits have been brought, either bybeing left to the
court itself, to a general jury of twelve men, or to
a jury of merchants. In-the present aspect of the
suits the end is not yet, but sufficient is already de-
veloped to warrant the-talk that there willbe no
more stopping or sequestering of ships and cargoes
d under the five day lien law.
