TALK ON 'OANlG •]U

Yesterday opened under the advices from Liver- I
pool, brought by the steamer of the Galway line,
which acted like a charm on the flags of Carondelet
and environs; nor did they fall harmless on lee
rues Tchoupitonlas, Poydras and New Levee, for
the breadstuff market in England was advancing; i
yet there must be several advances before the pre-
sent prices now ruling in flour and wheat in this i
market are covered by Mark Lane quotations ;
consequently, the chief movements yesterdaywere 2

in the staple, which went up, according to talk, to s
18,000 bales--a tolerable good day's work. As we
intimated in our last, the bottom has been covered I
in Liverpool, and cotton has receded to the lowest I
figures for this season. This is the general impres-
aion, and will be the salvation of many bills of I
exchange now going forward. Talking of cotton, I
brings up remarks on the suits now going on in I
London, regarding some 2000 bales of cotton pur-.
chased here last winter, and paid for by proceeds 1
of bills drawn on New York, which, unfortunately
for the holders thereof, were not paid, and which
led to attachments being laid on the cotton-2050 I
bales-on shipboard. Itwas soon ascertained that
the attachments would not hold. The cotton went 1
forward to Liverpool, was delivered to the holders
of the bills of lading, they giving bond to indem-
nify the vessels which transported. The cotton
has been, it is presumed, all sold, and the contest
between the buyer of the cotton here and the re-
ceivers or holders of the bills of lading has, been
commenced in London, under what is termed com-
mon law. Well, it is supposed common law is just
as good as any other law. In the meantime, the
talk is, "what will be the fate of the bills drawn to
pay for the cotton in question?"

The good ship Milton, which was taken posses-
sion of by the Sheriff of the Parish of Orleans,
with her cargo of 2039 bales of cotton, which cargo
was discharged to obtain possession of 500 bales,
onder a presumed lien, has commenced to reload.

Here is another costly question under the five day
lien law. Shippers by this vessel for the balance
of the cargo have forwarded their bills of lading,
drawn and sold their exchange, and the good ship
ought to have been in Liverpool within a short
time hence. Here is another case involving great
detention, damages and costs-the latter having to
be paid in cash; that is, unloading ship, drayage
and storage, drayage to ship again and restowing
of cargo. Then, again, if the identity of -the cot-
ton is not fully established, the lien law sustained,
and the cotton retained-of course to be re-sold
under bonds-who pays the ship and owners for
the difference in freight at which the sequestered
cotton was to be carried for to Liverpool, and the
present current freights at which the ship will have i
to take the quantity to compldte her cargo?-that
is, who pays the difference in freight between
5-16d. and 17-32d? Then, again, suppose the de-
tention of the balance of the cargo should, by the
proceedings here, sell at a difference of one pound
sterling; that is, the detention should cause the
shippers and owners to suffer a loss; whereas, had
the cotton not been detained in this port five or six
weeks, it might have paid a pound per bale profit.
Therefore, there may be a difference of $15,000,
simply in the sale of the balance of the cargo, and
who is to make the innocent shippers or owners
good, or are they to be sufferers because they hap-
pen to get into evil company! Tray, Blanche and
Sweetheart. Some of these suits now going on
are to be submitted to the court, some to a general
jury, and two to a special jury of merchants.

Our insurance offices met with some out-and-out
losses yesterday. The fire on St. Philip street had
a telling effect on scrip after meridian yesterday.
to the losses yesterday came the news of the de-
struction by fire of the steamer Bonita and 252
bales cotton; also the loss of a large schooner,
bound hither from New York, wrecked on Elbow
Key. If the New Providence wreckers get around
her, the footing up will be about equal to a total
loss. Our insurance companies have been very
fortunate in their river or inland business the en-
tire season; no large or valuable boats and car-
goes of cotton have been destroyed by fire. The
Lacey, burned last week, fell lightly on our local
companies, compared to what a cargo of three
thousand bales or more cotton would have caused.

From all accounts the growing cotton, or this
season's planting, is doing as well as could be ex-
pected. The receipts at all the ports now sum up
over 4,300,000 bales, as will appear by our semi-
weekly table to-morrow, provided we receive the
Texas advices up to last Saturday, which had not
come to this office last evening. The Charleston
weekly returns, according to the well-regulated
figures of thie Charleston Courier, come this week
under an error pf ten thousand bales, which, it is
presumed, will be explained. The total receipts
at Charleston up to the 3d say Uplands 459,802;
Sea Islands 25,231; total, 485,033. According to
the receipts up to 26th April, 471,947, and the re-
ceipts of last week, the total quantity would reach
475,071 bales. Nevertheless, we have no doubt
but, in making up the crop figures at the close of
the season, there will have to be added over ten
thousand bales at Charleston and Savannah. There
will also have to be added an excess at Mobile, and
an excess at this litle receiving point of some few
thousands. In fact, if some folks wait for the New
York Standard, the oracle, we fancy the correc-
tions will amount to one hundred and fifty thous-
and bales, instead of one hundred and thirty-nine
thousand bales, as was the case last year, on the
renditionof the year's crop.

During the talk yesterday the incidents of the
great fire were talked of, and the inquiry was made
what caused the delay in the erection of the levee
pumps, which which were contracted for last year.
Who are to blame ?-why are not the pumps and
pipes laid ?-is talked of.

The mails.are coming through with some regu-
larity. We have to suggest that, in the General
Appropriation bill, a few dollars will be granted
by Congress to allow Postmaster Marks to have
more assistance for next season; and the inquiry
is made, when will the Post-Office be removed to
the new buildings. It is hard ti answer this ques-
tion, though the scaffolding around the new build-
ing is being removed, indicating that a few more
hundred thousand dollars are only required to
complete the outide of the great Custom-House,
Court-House and Post-Office building of New Or-
leans.

By the English mail steamer Clyde we glean the
following interesting news from Vera Cruz. The
Clyde also brings *200,000 on freight:

The Reactionists are in a truly deplorable condi-
tion; defeated on all sides by the Liberals, without
pecuniary resource, and almost without an army,
their only resource appears to be in E•ropean
mediation, whilst the rejection-of snclmediation
by the CoostitJilool Govetaed rdueta
marked sensation at the capital.

The position of Miramon was no lenger tpnable.
Marquez had esaped from prison. The flight of
General Parra, formerly Minister of War, under
Zuloaga, and his enrollment nader the Constitu-
tional Government, is not the least carious ircunm-
stance illustrative of the deplorable condition to
which the Reactionists are relgoe

1 .
They have lost all the large towns, the conquest

of which had cost them so much. The garrison of
the capital, with the two thousand five hundred
men, composing the central division of the army,
are all who remain to oppose an army of twenty-
five thousand Liberals.

To render their condition more deplorable, the
Reactionists are losing their best friends. The
French Minister, H. Gabriac, has been recalled,
and will leave Vera Cruz in a few days. His snc-
cessor, who is anxiously expected on account of
the known liberality of his views, is M. Dubois de
Saligny, formerly Secretary of Legation at Wash-
ington, and Charge d'Afikiresto Texas.

Gen. Vega has evacuated San Lnis, taking with
him the garrison, numbering 2000 men, 15 pieces
of artillery, and a large number of wagons, loaded
with munitions of war. Meeting Gen. Oraga at
Salinas, he was defeated, losing his artillery and
provisions. Miramonwas about leaving Mexico to
repair the disaster.

Miramon was unable to procure more money, be-
ing only able to get $23,000 from Joker, but it was
supposed that those capitalists who advanced
$200,000 to capture Vera Cruz would not refuse to
do as much to recapture San Luis.

Minister McLane was at last accounts in Vera
Cruz, but proposed in a few days going into the
interior, to have aninterview with Miramon.

The official returns of the vote of Savoy in favor
of the annexation exceeds 100,000; 1200 citizens
not having foted.

Advices received from Paris state that slight in-
surrections had taken place in the French posses-
salons in Africa, but were promptly suppressed.

Advices received by the Overland Mail at Alex-
andria state that great preparations are being
made in China for defensive preparations.

It was rumored that two English vessels had
been sunk by the Peiho river fort. This report is
unconfirmed.

The Chinese rebels have threatened Shanghai.
Afairs in the sundry districts of India had again

been quite serious.

DOMESTIC INTELLIGENCE.

Congrspnamul Proceedings.
WAIsNsoGro, May 8.-In the Senate yesterday

Mr. John Sherman advocated the passage of the
pending Tariff bill, saying that it would yield from
sixty to seventy millions of dollars, and afford a
reasonable protection to all sections.

WAsaGTuroN, May 8.-In the Senate yesterday
Mr. Davis spoke on his resoluatons relative to
slavery in the Territories.

Mr. Brown, of Mississippi, urged immediate
legislation to protect slave property in the Terri-
tories.

In the House of Representatives to-day, in the
Committee on Tariff, Messrs. Taylor and Millson
ineffectually tried to introduce amendments to in-
crease the duty on sugar.

Mr. Pettit offered an amendment to repeal the
duty on sugar and molasses. This amendment was
rejected.

The testimony of Mr. Wendell before the Com-
mittee on the Covode Resolution, shows that he
expended from $30,000 to $40,000 on the English
bill.

A part of the expenditure has been traced; the
rest is in a fair way of discovery.

The testimony of Messrs. Simplon and Johnson
shows that the Lecompton Constitution, made at
Washington, was sent to Kansas by an Adminis-
tration agent.

The Committee on Naval Affairs are about to
report a bill to provide for the establishment of
Mr. Butterfeld's Mexican Gulf Steamship Mail
Line, proposed to connectgwith the New York and
Boston Southern Steamship Line.

It is understood that the New York and Eastern
members will oppose the passage of the bill.

In the Senate to-day Mr. Brown, of Mississippi,
introduced a bill to deepen the channels of rivers
emptying into the Gulf of Mexico, and authorizing
certain States to levy tunnage does.

This bill was referred.
The resolutions introduced by Mr. Davis,relative

to slavery in the Territories, were considerably de-
bated.

No conclusion was arrived at, after which the
Senate adjourned till to-morrow.

As it was, the fsames from the rPr eeywlr-
cated to the cluster of very old and o0mbnplbg e
woooden shanties which fronted on both St.PLh
and Chartres streets, extending from the cornee.
Next to the grocery went a little old chbaroal
shop; next to this, the shoe store on the earner,
formerly iRoeche's; then up Cartres, the whole
ancient row of abshanties, ncluding a second•hand
furniture shop, with carpenter shop in the rear; a
cigar manufactory, which the free colored propri-
etor had occupied for thirty years or more;
Azig's wine-bottling establishment; a tin-shop and
a milliner's shop.

The fire could hardly be deplored, had it rested
with the destruction of these comparatively worth-
less old shanties,the existence of whicl, on gronned
so valuable, has for years been a disgrace to the
street; but the immense volume of flame, favored
by the wind, communicated to te buildiggs on
the west aide of Chartres street, and rendered the
business a very serious one Indeed. The rames,
by this time, were on the ground in full force, lbt
the scarcity of water compelled most of them to
remain idle, unless they felt like asslisting people
in the removal of their property.

The only water obtained was from theguttes of
St. Philip street, supplied by the steam the en-
gines, (the John Adamos and the Louisiana Rose
machine) which were stationed on the levee and
sucked from the river.

The row on the west side of Chartres street con-
sisted of P. Cosah & Brother's dreg store, on the
corner; a double brick bllding, used by the same
firm for the storage of wines, liquors, etc.; several
small houses, occupled by Mr. Boso, tailor, and
others; and the old and well-known bakery estab-
lishment of Mrs. Widow Bonny. The wagon yard
of the bakery prevented the conagration from
extending to the more valuable property above,
on Chartres street.

The firemen, in combatting the flames with their
weak supply of water, worked like demons rather
than men, going almost into the Bre in order to
get at it, and recklessly defying the crumbling
walls which menaced them on all sides. With the
water furnished by the steam engines, they at last
checked the flames within the bounds above
named; preventing their extension through to
Royal street only " by the skin of their teeth."

Toward the latter stage of the fire the propeller
tug-boat Union, which is provided with a powerful
pump, and employed by the Underwriters to help
at fires on or near the river, landed outside the
ships at the foot of St. Philip street, and,hose of
different sizes being connected by a wrapping of
sail cloth and cord, sent a perfeot deluge of water
over the levee. This enabled the John Adams to
go close to the Bfire and do good work, to the great
relief of the firemen who habd been so desperately
at work. It was this conjunction of steam power
alone which prevented the fire from going through
to Royal street; for without water, what could the
firemen have done?

Antonio's grocery, in whlchhe fire started, be- c
longed to Mrs. Widow Ollet, now in France, and
was insured for $1600. The row of old wooden
shanties belonged to O. Blinean and to Louins Gag-
nard, f. m. c.; they were worth little or nothing,
intrinsically, though valuable for the rent they
paid. Most of the contents of the different shops
were saved.

Mrs. Bouny's bakery was entirely destroyed,
with nearly everything in it. We have notthe lose,
but it mustbe heavy. Mrs. B. owned the building d
and all. The other properties on this side of Char- I

tres street belonged to U. P. Blaneand, Mrs. Widow
H. Laudreaux and Charles Chauviere. The prop- r
erty of the latter consisted of the drug store and tt
warehouses of Cosachs & Brother. Only the upper
story of the drug store was destroyed; the drugs de
below, valued at $4000 and insured, escaped the o
fire, but must have been much damaged by water. a
With the warehouseswas totally destroyed a stock
of wines, liquors and fancy groceries worth $18,-
000-all insured. ft

We estimate the loss in buildings at about $20,-
000, and the loss in goods at about $25,000-the
greater part of which falls on the insurance corm-
panies.

As an oddity, in connection with this fire, wre
may mention that one of the shopkeepers, aJ yone
Frenchman, was arrested the night before for
drunkenness. Yesterday morning he was fined 1
five dollars. Not having the mony,hewas looked I
up again, and whilst thus ooauoed, bi place was
destroyed by fire. Recorder Benit, finding thi
out, released him without psyment, sad he tray-
eled, only to find bih place of business a pile of
ashes.
