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TEE MEETING TOMIGET.

A mass meeting of citizens will be held at Odd
Fellows' Hall to-night, to endorse the Citizens'
Ticket now before the people for their suflkages
on the first Monday in June. It is hardly neces-
sary to make an appeal for a full turn-out on the
occasion. The people appreciate the importance
of securing a safe and efficient administration of
the Municipal Government for the next two years,
and they will attest their interest in the matter
to-night by a full and imposing demonstration.

We deed not urge upon every citizen the duty of
giving his personal attention to this subject, for it
is each one's duty, no less than his privilege. Not
alone his individual welfare, but the welfare and
future destiny of our great and growing city, are
involved in the selection of our municipal officers.
It is, therefore, of the highest importance that the
people, irrespective of party, and in the interest
of the development and future growth and welfare
of New Orleans, should signify their appreciation
of the subject in an emphatic manner. Let there
be such a demonstration as will reflect the real
sentiments of the people upon an issue Involving
the best interests of the city for the ensuing two
years.

TALK ON 'ORANGE.

Our flags are thinning offdaily. It is almost im-
possible to raise a sergeant's guard on the hereto-
fore reliable corners of Carondelet and environs.
We are rapidly tending to the summer standard.
There were some sales of the staple yesterday,
and if there were to-day in our marketaquarter of
a million bales of clean cotton, or more, to be had,
it would commandpricecs at from 11@12c. The
time and season for talking about cotton is draw-
ing to a close; whatever we may have to say in
general will only be confirmatory of the views we
expressed last autumn of a yield beyond the esti-
mates which were from time to time promulgated.
As we have been delayed in receiving the figures
or receipts from two ports, we are compelled to
make up another semi-weekly table of receipts.
The last weekly receipts from the Texas ports took
many operators by surprise. These receipts, send-
ing the quantity up to 225,000 bales at the Gulf
ports, seem to confound the views of some parties.
We are confirmed in our views that very few indi-
viduals are aware of the great and vast productive
powers of the great Southwest of these United
States, or the cotton-growing section. For in-
stance, circulars have been forwarded to England
during the present season containing remarks that
the maximum production of cotton in the United
States had been attained, placing this maximum at
the figures of 4,300,000 bales. It will thus be seen
how very little many writers and circular authors
know of the producing capacities of the cotton-
growing States.

We are gratified to find that our respected co-
temporary, the New Orleans Price Current, has
found sufficient material to send the receipts at the
seaports over 4,300,000 bales. Our neighbor has
been keeping the Virginia and North Carolina re-
ceipts at the same figures for four weeks. Our
neighbor is also very skeptical about the Florida
receipts. We trust he will take no umbrage if we
intrude on his figures and tables, premislngthat the
difference in our figures will not have any remark-
able influence on the value of the staple. Our
neighbor is fully 30,000 bales short in his figures.
It is no sort of use to be awaiting on what the New
York Price Current may say or its tables indicate.
We move onward, regardless of what the New
York folks may figure up. Let us now flgure up,
or foot up, how we stood last evening on the great
receits. We have

If the Texas receipts hold on, it is reasonable to
conclude that the figures of 4,600,000 bales may be
reached. We give tile figures at this time to settle
many conflicting opinions in regard to 4,300,000
bales.

Under our financial head this morning will be
found a correspondence on the Stamp Act and de-
livery of cotton in Liverpool. It will be perused
with interest, as regards the manner in which cot-
ton is stored, sampled and delivered. From the
very hard pressing which bales of cotton undergo
when passing through the steam presses of New
Orleans, it would be very diffieult to draw a fair
sample from it bale of hard compressed cotton.
However, the correspondence alluded to embraces
some new views regarding the delivery of cotton
beyond the Stamp duty, which covers something
more than is fully expressed by the correspondence,
though the parties were nlit inclined to acknowl.
edge it. It will also be perceived that the charges
or storage on cotton is ruled at so much per week,
say lic., or about 6.c. per month. This Is rather
lower than the cotton-presses of New Orleans work
for. However, an account of sales of cotton in
England generally covers a long line of charges.

The Europa, from Liverpool, with dates to the
5th inst., was announced as having arrived at Hali-
fax at an early hour yesterday. Her advices, com-
mercial and financial, were regarded as favorable.
There are not many tens of thousands bales of cot-
toll unsold in our market at this time to create any
great reaction, either one way or the other.
The weather is rather too dry for the growing

crops-tlhat is, for cotton. The accounts from the
sugar region are generally favorable, particularly
fromn the rich and flourishing Attakapas parishes,
as we learn by all ohl citizen, who returned from
there last evening. Rain and moisture are wanted
on thle oplands for cotton in the interior of lissis-
sippi. It is hoped the New York speculators and
jockeys will forbear in their circulars for a few
weeks any allusion to the growing crop, or tile
crop that is expected to grow.

A HRon LeaOe.-- Oeo of tise party was speaking
of a four-legged chicken he had seen, when Lemon
immediately averred that that chicken was not
near so peculiar as a duck he had seen in his youth,
of whom a certain Captain Yorgan was the fortu-
nate possessor, for it not onlyphad two pair of legs.

OFFICIAL IOSLIUUIINCrY.

The Postas•ter of New York city, so It is sta-
ted, is a defaulter to the Government In the sum
of nearly two hundred thousand dollars. Some
weeks ago there wasa rumor that this arme officer
was a defaulter, but the amount was a very leig.
nlficant one, and the story was soon hushed up.
The public was scarcely prepared for this latest
revelation, involving a default wlich has remained
undiscovered for some years, and for so large an
amount of the public money.

We do not know upon what authority the tele-
graphic reporter states that this money was ex-
pended in the Pennsylvania canvass in 1856, but
we presume he must have had some warrant for
the declaration. The story, at least, is not an im-
probable one. Fowler was Postmaster of New
York city under the Adminastration of Pierce. He
was naturally desirous of retaining the position,
and this could only be done by the election of Bn-
chanan. He was also, and had been for several
years, a leading member of the Democratic organl-
cation in New York known as the Tammany Soci-
ety. We belleve'he was the Chief Sachem of that
order-a society which has an immense political
influence,not only in New York city and State,but
throughout the Union. Fowler was thus a profes-
sional politician. He lived by politics, and had no
other pursuit. This,however,would have been no
discredit to him, of itself, if he had been and had
continued to be, an honest man. It seems that he
could not resist the temptations of his position.
The excitements of political life and the advance-
ment of his personal interesta, unsettled the
moral balance of his character, and h; becomes a
defaulter to that Government which had reposed
in him a great and important trust.

The money is but an insignificant item. The
United States can lose two hundred thousand dol-
lars without feeling it or knowing it. The Govern-
ment is swindled out of fifty times that much,
upon various pretexts, every year of its existence.
But this circumstance becomes important, as illes-
trative of the demoralizing tendenties of politi-
cal life, and the deep gangrene and corruption
which everywhere afflict the body politic. One
day a report comes that members of Congress are
bribed to vote fora bill-money paid down to
them, in current coin of the Union, for their sup-
port of a particular measure! The next day a
high officer is reported a defaulter for a heavy
amount! What is the moral of all this? Is it any
wonder that Lord Macaulay writes letters predict-
ing the eventual downfall of American institutions,
or that the London Times foresees their still more
speedy decay, or that the corruptions of our Go-
vernment form the subject of a special harangue
from Earl Grey in the British House of Lords ?

That money was used-and large amounts of it
-to carry Pennsylvania for Buchanan in 1856, is
no new discovery. It needed not the Covode
Committee to bring this fact to light, for every.
body knew it at the time. Not only were the
office-holders of the Government expected to con-
tribute, but circulars were sent all through the
South soliciting private contributions. Pennsyl.
vania was felt to be the battle-ground of the con.
test, and the entire energies of the Demoqracy
were concentrated there, to save the State to Ba
chanan. John W. Porney knows all about this,
and he knows exactly how much money was ex-
pended-for he was Chairman of the Democratic
State Committee, and director-general of the
whole campaign. It was mainly due to Forney's
exertions and management that the State was car-
ried for Buchanan; and we have always supposed
it was the consciousness of this fast, on Forney's
part, that made him so bitter in his hostility to
Buchanan, after the latter had refused to put him
in his Cabinet. He made Buchanan President, but
the service was not appreciated in the way that
Forney desired.

Notwithstanding this fact-which Buchanan knew
as well as anybody else-and notwithstanding the
astonishing developments of fraud connected with
cntracts for the Navy, which were made after
Buchanan became President- that "old public
functionary," as he calls himself, writes a letter to
the Fort Duquesne celebration a year or two ago,
deprecating the use of money in elections, and be-
wailing the political degeneracy of the timeal
Like Joseph Surface in the play, he utters the
very wisest maxims of morality-but they are
merely for the purpose of impressing the public,
not for his own guidance! It was only after he
was secure in the possession of the first dignity of
the Republic, that he becomes distressingly. and
painfully conscious of the immorality of the very
means by which he knew that position had been
attained. Need it occasion any surprise that infe-
rior officers of Government with such an example
of loose slorality before them, should descend
still lower, and forget the distinction between the
public money and their own? Is it any wonder, in
view of all these facts, that scarcely a day passes
without some fresh exhibition of official dishonesty?
Well-deserved, indeed, will be the reproaches of
Earl Grey, if this state of things be allowed to
continue !

ARE oo0NGR SuMEIc CORRUPTIBLE ?

Our telegraphic column, yesterday, contained a

very curious announcement from Washington. It
was reported that a development has been made

before the Covode Investigating Committee, affect-

ing the integrity of certain members of the last

Congress who voted for the English bill. It was

specifically charged that several members sud-

denly changed their votes upon this proposition
when it came before the House, and that the dates

and particulars of certain checks for money issued

by Cornelius Wendell, explained their opportune
conversion.

The names of these members are not given-nor
have we any idea at present to whom allusion is
made. But as Cornelius Wendell, who has lately

quarreled with the Administration, has exhibited a
remarkable readiness to disclose all the disgrace-

ful political transactions in which he has ever been

engaged, we may expect very soon to be duly en-

lightened on the subject. Since this Covode Com-

mittee has been in session, Wendell has developed
rascality enough-of his own and other people's-
to supply a whole colony of Botany Bay convicts

for the remainder of their lives. Nor does he ap-

pear to have any compunctions of conscience
about it, or be at all conscious of any moral de-

linquency of his own. Wendell is one of those

precious patriots, educated in the school of the
Albany Regency, who think that there is not only
no harm in political dishonesty, but that such

things should be set down to the credit of a man
rather than to his disparagement. He blazons
forth his own disgrace with a refreshing coolness
that it is really charming to contemplate.

When the particulars of this affair come to be
made known, we shall be enabled to ascertain
with accuracy the precise money value of a memor

ber of Congress. We feel confident no Southern
member will be impeached. But it is important
that the true tariff of rates by which members are
to be purchased should be made known, so that
the cost of procuring the passage of any measure
through Congress may be definitely determined.
Let Mr. Wendell furnish the specifeic items of the

bill, with the receipts of each member in full.
