Mr. Smith was arrested, tried by the Ameri-
can Consul, and acquitted. The Russian and Eng- i
lish Consuls, the Governor, Vice-Governor, two in-
terpreters, and several of the lower grades of
natives, were present at the trial, and did not ap-
pear to be satisfied with the decision. The affair h
was settled too quickly to suit their fancy, and had d
created some ill-feeling against Americans, who
had hitherto been highly esteemed by the natives h
for their peaceable and honest manner of conduct-
ing business.
