DIRECT TRADE FOR '1J53 SOUTH.

We notice the arrival at Norfolk, Virginia, of the
ship "Lone Star," direct from Bordeaux, France,
with an assorted cargo of wines, brandies and
manufactured articles of different kinds from the
workshops of France and the Continent of Eu-
rope. The cargo, the Norfolk papers say, is
eagerly sought after by merchants and private
citizens, and will be quickly disposed of. And the
ship, after taking in a return load of the agricultu-
ral productions of Virginia, will set sail for France
again, and ply regularly afterward between the
two ports of Bordeaux and Norfolk.

This is an enterprise set on foot bya intelligent
French gentleman, M. Lacountre-who, after a
residence of several years in Virginia, and a
thorough examination of the agricultural and com-
mercial capacities of that State, was astonished-
as well he might have been-that the foreign com-
merce of Virginia was conducted through New
York and other Northern cities, instead of directly
from and to her own waters. M. Laconture saw a
great Commonwealth, producing abundantly of
breadstuolfs, tobacco and other things In request on
the other side of the Atlantic, and consuming
largely of the special productions of his native
land, without any direct commerce worthy of the
name; but paying annual tribute, alike on its im-
port and export trade, to the commercial stlebi
the North. He saw the eastern border of Virginia
flanked by Chesapeake Bay, the most magnificent
harbor in the world, and he asked himself the
question why Virginia could not successfully carry
on a foreign trade of her own? He not only asked
the question, but he has answered it-answered it
practically and gloriously-answered it in a way
that should be a reprgach to Virginia for her own
laggard action in an enterprise of such grand and
beneficent consequences. Returning to France, M.
Laconture, by his own efforts, freighted the vessel
whose arrival has just been chronicled at No'folk,
and dispatched her across the ocean. We trust
the enterprise may prove as profitable as it is
praise-worthy and commendable.

What M. Lacouture has done for the establish-
ment of direct trade between Europe and the
South, may be also done by the people of other
States of the South that lie upon the seaboard.
The foreign commerce of New Orleans, it is well
known, is increasing with steady progression. So,
also, of MIobile and Charleston. But the leading
commercial cities of the South, from Norfolk to
Galveston, should not be content until they are en-
tirely released from aJl dependence upon Northern
cities, and are able to conduct their foreign com-
merce, both as to imports and exports, exclusively
for themselves.

This is a question involving not merely the com-
mercial, but also the political interests of the South.
It is not a question of dollars only. It would be a
grand end gained, it is true, to save to the South
the heavy amounts which we annually pay North-
ern factors and importers; but it would be a still
grander object to show to the fanatics of the North
that we are in no respect dependent upon that sec-
tion of the Union. That which constitutes the'
wealth of the country-that which enables us to
pay for four hundred millions of imports from
abroad every year-is mainly the cotton which is
the exclusive product of the Southern States. If
we exported this cotton direct-as we are glad to
say we are beginning now to do-and if we brought
back, immediately to our own waters, the articles
of foreign growth and manufacture which we use,
it would require but a few years to convince the
North how really independent we are, and to
silence the fell spirit of fanaticism and sectional
hostility. The South will never achieve her true
destiny, political or commercial, as long as New
York and Boston and Philadelphia inport three-
fourths of our consumption of foreign articles. But
we are beginning to appreciate our resources and
our true position, and the dawn of a brighter day
for the South is already visible.

The convention of this organization, which has
been in session in this city during the present week,
adjourned on Wednesday evening.

We have heretofore "refrained from speaking of
the organization at all, because we knew nothing
of its objects, aims and purposes. But, since a
convention has been held in our midst, and ounr
citizens have been permitted to listen to addresses
from two of its prominent members, it is our privi-
lege to give an opinion of its merits.
It has been denounced as a filibustering expedi-

tion; but, if we understood the remarks of General
Bickley on Thursday night, and those of the Rev.
Mr. Spangler. tihe sole and simple object of the K.
G. C. is to extend the empire of American freedom
to the sunny climes of Mexico, by carrying to that
unfortunate country a host of law-abiding and law
sustaining men, who will protect and defend the
right and punish the wrong.

The court-house was crowded yesterday ev6ning,
and the speakers were frequently applauded du-
ring their addresses. The audience were evidently
favorably impressed by theni. We learn that sev-
eral gentlemen of our'city joined the association
during the convention. [Raleigh (N. C.) Press,
14th.

There really seems to be no limit to human
credulity. It is strange that men pretending to the
faculty of reason will permit themselves to be
humbugged and made asses of in face of common
sense and the most undeniable facts. " General"
Bickley was, in this city, accused publicly of being
an impostor and a coward, and instead of answer-
ing these rather grave accusations for a military
man, he fled to avoid the vengeance of those he
had deceived. But, admitting him tobe earnest in
his professions; what can he or his followers do?
There is no party in Mexico that needs the help of
American flilibusters, unless it be that of Miramon,
just now. They don't want them, they won't have
them should they go, and any party that should ac-
cept their services would damn itself with the Mex-
ican people.

Fromn the Rio Grande.

We extract the following from the Brownsville
Flag of the 17th:

Since our last issue, Col. Lee has left Browns-
ville for San Antonio; Maj. Heintzelman has re-
turned to Camp Verde. Capts. Ford and Littleton
have started with their companies for Goliad.

A complimentary ball was given Capt. Ford by
some of the citizens the evening before he was to
leave.

Why such a distinction was made, and Major
Heintzelman was permitted to leave without any
public acknowledgment of the estimation which
our citizens put upon his services, we know not.
The most charitable presumption is, that the time
of his departure was not generally known.
Tie Major set about informing himself of the

true state of affairs as soon as he arrived in
Brownsville, and in a very few days had Cortina
routed from his stronghold, and on his way up the
river. Of his pursuit to Rio Grande City we need
say nothing, save that with the modest bearing
that marks the true soldier, he gave all the credit
to others, who, we regret to say, were egotistic
enough to take it as their just due.
The condition of the Rio Grande frontier is no

better than it was in December, and there is little
prospect of any immediate improvement-true,
there are four companies of U.S. cavalry between
Brownsville and Rio Grande City, commanded by
brave and effcient officers, rendering it unsafe for
outlaws to cross in large bodies.

Vigo, at Pinos, and that success has done away
with the necessity for outaide ascistance. How v
the battle was won, is not a well settled question a
at present, but whether Vega betrayed his cause
to give Miramon an excuse for compromising with C
Juarez, or whether he was gallantly beaten there t
as he was at Palo Alto, are questions for the Mexi-
cans to determine; but the effect of his defeat has Il
been to raise the hopes of the Liberalistes and to n
depress the prospects of the Church faction and
the Americans; for a temporary success is calcu- a
lated to inflate the already gigantic proportions of
Mexican vanity, and a permanent success is cal- v
culated to relieve Juarez of his dependence on us, I
and to set him up as an impudent and exacting
equal of the American Government, ready and ii
willing to abuse and betray as as all his predeces- I
sors have done. We shall thus have another two
years negotiation on hand before we can break
decently with a government we have built up, but
which is bound to repay us with ingratitude, be-
cause it has no other stock in trade.

It is seriously talked of in this place that a com-
promise is about to be effected in this Republic, on
the basis that all things shall be restored to the
same position they stood in before the month of
January, 1858, with one slight ,exception. You
remember that infeptember, 1857, Comonfort was
President of Mexico, Juarez was Chief Justice of
the Supreme Court and Miramon was a Lieutenant
Colonel of Chasseurs. On the 15th of January
Comonfort fled before a revolution, of which Mira-
mop was one of the leaders,~Jarez became Presi-
dent, and Mexico became the scene of a bloody
civil war. It is now proposed to restore the old
order in so far that Comonfortshall again be named
President, Juarez shall resume his position on the
bench, and Miramon shall be placed in command
of the army. This programme is the work of Eng-
lish and French intrigues, for the manifest partial.
ity of Juarez for Mr. McLane has frightened John
Bull and Jean Crapean that we are about to get an
advantage of them in Mexican matters.

It is not probable that such a compromise will
be successful, or if successful, that it will be of ser-
vice to Mexico, as the people of this country are
now so thoroughly disorganized that no domestic 1
settlement can calm theminto a peaceful and hon-
orable life. We are losing time in negotiating with
such a desultory and irresponsible people, who
only set up a government to-day that they may
annul it to-morrow, because it does not furnish
offices to all the hungry and idle vagrants in the
State. In the matter of Comonfort's return, there
may be some probability in it, as it is well known
that Alvarez, the Warwick of the Liberalists,has
always been in favor of Comonfort, and the latter
is suspected to have run away with money enough
to start the Government on if he should be success-
ful in a new revolution. It is certain, at least, that I
something is going on in Mexico, and that a new
President is a recognized necessity in this country I
before any pacification can take place.

I have often written to you that the movement
made by Juarez against the church property and '
privileges in this country was a failure, and that I
probably it was designed to be so from the begin-
ning. I can state from my own knowledge, that I
the church Is just as powerful here to-day as it
was this time two years ago; that it is just as ex-
clusive and intolerant, and that its property re-
mains untouched. Long robed priests flaunt about
the streets as openly, monasteries are just as
plenty, collections are as open, and, in fact, all
things move on just as religiously as ever, in spite
of the decrees of the 12th and 14th of July last;
and what is more, neither the people, the rulers,
nor the priests, intend to make any change which
is likely to afford your heretical Methodists, Bap-
tists, or Presbyterians, an opportunity to. sprinkle
or baptise a single Mexican.

Gen. Degollado is in the Interior, forming a new
army wtth which to operate against the capital of
Mexico in the fall, and the papers from Monterey,
Tampico and Zaeatecas speak of his efforts atun-
tiring and likely to be successful. I have very
grave doobts on the subject myself, notwithstand-
ing the source from which this ruloir comes ; for I
am thoroughly persuaded that Mexican papers are
not altogether truthful, in the first place, and I do
not believe Gen. Degollado to be the man to make
any such enterprising movement, in the second
place. My own opinion is, that no serious opera-
tion will take place in this country until fall, if at
all, for the reason that the States are very much
dissatisfied, and this is about the time when the
great majority of the people are busy with their
little patches of corn and vegetables. Further, I
believe that some compromise is being hatched in
Sthis country, which will please all hands for a time;
Sfor notwithstanding your support of Juaresz, he is
Svery shaky in his position, and if some pacification
Sis not bad, the respective 8tates will withdraw
their support from him and rely upon themselves.

Gov. Vidaurri has already published one mes-
sage to the Legislature of Noeva Leon, in which
he charges the present incertitude of the country
to Juaren, because he has not acted with vigor and
because he has not fixed a definite policy with re-
gard to the United States. Vidaurri is terribly
Safraid of the filibusters, and he condemns Juares
for granting Mr. McLane any permission to march
Americans into the frontier States. Gen. Degol-
lado has published a long defe'ice of Juarex, but it
Samounts to nothing.
