TALK ON 'OHANGE..

The chief talk yesterday was how is the election p
going. We have resided in this good city of New
Orleans for years-say over two secre, but we
have seldom known a Mayoralty election, with
other offices, occupy so much of the general talk. t
The full details of the result will be found in an-
other column. Outside of the election there was
not much confab going on.

There have been several arrivals of steamers
since our last talk, and those from St. Louis and
intermediate landings, as well as those from the t
Ohio river, have brought in good cargoes. The
Vicksburg packet Mary T. (what does the T. stand
for, is talked of) brought in 524 bales cotton,
against 265 bales brought by the packet on the
same day last year; these are, however, incidental
items, and only bronght up in the way of talk.

Notwithstanding the very dry weather in this latI I
tude, there has been more than an average quantity
of rain fallen throughout the West, which leads to
hopes that there will not be any great deficiency in
the crops of corn and wheat for this season. As
regards the pork crop that is not much of a con-
sideration at this moment, because if pork and
bacon cannot be obtained at resonable prices,
Texas beeves can readily be made available; and,
although the receipts of pork on the levee this
present commercial year are telow last year-say
190,610 barrels and tierces, against 259,411 same
time last year, and with a large diminution in the
receipts of bulk pork-there is not the least indi-
cation that our planting and agricultural commu-
nities will suffer. Though we have received this
season from the West more than twice the quan-
tity of the great staple, corn, (second only to King
Cotton) the prices have not receded to correspond
with the large increase in receipts. A year ago
the price of corn on our levee ruled at from $1 05
@$1 10 and $1 15 per bushel-about thirty cents
per bushel higher now than at this time last year.
The general talk, however, yesterday, was not so
much about corn as on other subjects-say per-
taining to cotton, exchange and freights, and the
political position of Europe. The private corres-
pondence of the Arabia, of the 29th ult., has been
received with rather untoward feelings; that is, in
regard to the present apparent stability of peace
on the part of Mr. Napoleon the Third.

It is not necessary to talk much just at this time.
The weather is getting too warm for the usual daily
congregations on the street, and the corners are
falling into summer quietude.

The telegraph advices received yesterday fell on
a still market; there is no desire for large transac-
tions. Cotton has got the go by for this season,
unless for good and clean parcels, which will bring
good prices-say as high as 12 and 12. cents.

The receipts of tobacco continue free, but the
weed is greatly depressed. The large losses on last

year's operations are not forgotten, and as the

burnt child dreads the fire, the s•nal tobacco ope-
rators or-buyers are few and tar between. The
stock of the weed at this time is about 5000 hogs.

Foen PERsoIS POISOtnE AT LotiXSO, N. H.-Theo
Manchester (N. H.) Mirror has the particulars of a
poisoning case at London, in which Alexander
Moore is charged with poisoning his wife, daughter,
son-in-law and servant girl, all of whom are in a
dangerous situation. The original cause seems to
have been dissatisfaction in regard to some prop-
erty left to his wife by a deceased son. He at-
tempted to fre the house in which they lived, but
was prevented, and lodged in jail. Hie got clear of
a trial through the efforts of his bondsmen. After
remaining away from home for awhile, he returned
several months ago, and has lived there since,
though not on very pleasant terms. About three
weeks since the family fell sick,seemingly with the
same complaint. They at once called to their as-
sistance their family physician, who was afterwards
discharge, and the services of another secured
from Concord. A careful investigation of the sev-
eral cases soon led to the conclusion that the
family was poisoned with white lead. A painter
in the neighborhood states that he furnished the ac-
cused with nearly a cup faull about Thanksgiving
day, which he said he wanted to fill up some cracks.

Tm ROAD TO AfLANDRIA. t
By the road, which a horseback mail traverses '

three times a week, the distance from Markasvlle to

iAlexandria is thirty-five miles--Marksvill being
midway, on the seventy-mile route from Red River
Landing, where the New Orleans mails for Alex- t
andria and other points in the interior are put Ii
ashore. Seven miles from Makarsvlle I found a
ferry crossing Red river, which is here about a
hundred yards acrose, with high and m-nh gunliW
banks of clay and stiff, reddish-hued soil, the
washings of which so tinge the waters of the rives r
that from their color it gained its naome-,agoo-
name as any and easier of mention than those
which stretch out with polysyllable redaodanoy,
as lississippi, Atehafalaya, eto,-not that suche
aboriginal titles should be objeated to, but, on the
contrary, cherished and preserved as the relics of
an ancient and nearly extinct people.

From the ferry, "Voorhi

s' Ferry," to Alexan-
dria, twenty-eight miles distant, the road winds
through a wilderness, most of the way through the
pine woods, up and down short hills, sandy, rottyl,
rooty, stumpy, gullied-in short combining all the
conditions of meanness which could pooslbly per-
tain to a road.
