Personal Courage of Mtittary Cosuunanders.

Universal publicity has been given to the un-
doubted personal bravery of Washington, as espe-
cially shown at Braddock's Field, at Princeton and
asLong Island; and very few but have read and
reread the accounts of Napoleon's reckless expo-
sures of his own life at Arcole, Lodi, and Arcis-sur- a
Aube, and his evident intentionat one time to bury
himself under the ruin of his Old Guard at Water-
loo. The name of the Iron Duke, however, has O

been spoken of principally in connection with his "
lmilitary and strategetieal abilities as a leader, and
we know but little of him in the matter of personal .t
courage, or audaclty. in this light the following
paragraph onthe subject is of much interest:

Personal courage, which was so necessary in the
Generals of antiquity, is no longer the chiti quali-
fication in the commauders of modern armies.
Wellington, therefore, made no etiltrt to distin- ,bSgulsh himself by brilliant personal achievements.
Nevertheless, as orfen as his presence on a poiltr of danger or at the head of a column of attack
was necessary, he exposed himself gallantly. At
the battle of Assaye he had two horses killed under
him. In 1811, when advancing with Beresford and
a few officers to reconnoitro Marmout, who was in
preparing to cross the Dp~ro, he got surrounded "
by a small body of cavalry, and made his way
throuogh them only sword in hand. At Salumanea c
he received a contusion on the thigh and a hall t
through the hat. At the siege of BurgIs he often *
.t exposed himself in the treSehes,and escaped, says
Strher, only by a miracle. At the battle of Orthes
a spent ball gave him a contusion on the lower
part of the th:gh, and the, same day, when roen-
r noitering Marshal Solt'e position from a hiht, he
served as a mark for the French artillery. F rnally,
during the memorable battle of Waterloo, he
showed himself on every part of tiWe field where
the presence of the chief seemed to be necessary.
-Never, perhaps, had he exposed himself so lavi6h-I ly; the greater number of officers in attendance
on him were killed or wound.d at his side.
