TALK ON 'OANGE.

It was quiet yesterday on the flags of Caronelet
and environs. On the great levee, above Canal tb
street, there was some activity, brought about by Si
the arrivals of several steamboats from the great d
West, with full cargoes of produce; but the sun
poured down his rays beautifully; in fact, we may p
say that the heat was on the order of the summer
solstice. The wind continues at the same point of p
the compass, and not a sign of rain intervening.
The fresh winds for the past three days have caus-
ed a very low stage of water in Lakes Pontchar-
train and Lake Borgne. If they continue for two i,
days more, the fishing banks will be laid bare, and
the usual deposits be carried with the wind and tl
tide to parts not come-at-able. The Baturday o
evening's excursions will prove barren, unless we p
have a change in the wind. It will be observed
that cotton, tobacco, exchange, the next steamer, i
and pelf in general, do not cover all the talk on the o
feags; that resreation and pleasure are thought of
obdcslnully; and though there was no communi- d
catiosf with the seatlhoie suburbs yesterday, there
will ,ropably. be~se .to-day by steamer. The
ohly cotnmubleatroadfteot with The Gulf or Lake
Borsne, wra bythe Mexican Gulf Railroad. Proc"
torville, at the terminus.of the road, is improving.
The hope is that Congress will approriate another t,
hundred tholusd dOplare to Insure the completion
of the fortfleatious at this village. If the Queen of
Spain and her mllaters intend to carry out that f
great " bw-wow," whleo has been talked of, about
the Marquis de la' Habana, there will be a great c
many privateers or buccaneers hovering about our
shores. However, this is only incidental talk, I
brought up bn some of the shady corners of rne
Carondelet. Though` the private advices are that
they talk largeamd boasting over in Spain, the opi-
nion prevails that the dons will not push the mat-
ter. They might do an Immensity of damage to I
American commerce at frst, because Mr. Buchanan s
and his advisrs are so much taken up with African t
passenger vessels, they have no time nor ready
means to prepare for what Spain can do by a sim-
ple declaration of war, by sending out its naval t
force from Havana and granting privateer, commis-
sions; in fact, Spain, as trifling it is on the rolls of
nations, could sweep the commerce of the Gulf of
Mexico, through the port of Havana, before our
Government could raise a hundred guns or a half-
dozeq of steamships of war for the defense of the i
Gulf coast. A rumpus with Spain would cause a
tremendous excitement in the great Southwest-
the end would be that we should take Cuba and
keep it. There is a goid deal of talk about this
little speck from Madrid in commercial circles.

The telegraph advises of the decease of Col. Wm.
R. Hallett, in New York on the 5th Inst. Col. Hal-
lett, as he was called by courtesy, was no ordinary
individual. For years he hanoceupied the highest
financial, commercial, poltical and social position
in our sister city and State, Mobile and Alabama.
The Colonel appeared in Mobile somewhere about
tlhe year 1,820, forty years ago, in the service of
Thomas Hallett, his brother; afterwards Wilson &
Haellett, Robert Wilson, of Liverpool, being the co-
partner; Thomas Hallett withdrew and Col. Hallett
succeeded him. The business of the firm was con-
ducted under thelerm of Wilson A Hallett in Liver-
pool and Mobilt for a long time. Sometoing over
twenty-five years ago Col. Hallett became Presi-
dent of the Bank of Mobile-a bank which has
often bgen called the little monster, or the monster
of many beads, which has withstaO6 alt revsi
and Lpanils; hever having suspended payment. In
fact, at the head of this institution, Col. Hallett has
wielded an immense influence, financially and poli.

tically. Attached and connected, as Col. H. has
been since thedays of Jackson, with the Demoerato
party, he has in almost every sense carried the
State of Alabama in his breeches pocket for years.
As a politician the Colonel always maintained what
may be said a transcendent influence. As a mer-

chant and financier, being at the head of the only
banking institution of any note or standing for
many years, he possessed unbounded control of
the great trade of Mobile; but whether he used
the advantages of his position to the detriment of
his opmpeers in commerce and trade, we are not
prepared to say. But in the course of a long and,
we may say, eventful career, Col. Hallett main-
tained his credit and his name, and that ofhiscom-
mercial firm, unblemished and untarnished. As a
merchant, he stood the highest of the high in the
great South. As a financier, the management of
the Bank of Mobile answers to his skill, tact and
abilities.

Colonel or Mr. Hallett must have been about 68
or 70 years of age at the time of his death. He
had been out of health for some time, and we are
surprised that, as an ardent and devoted South-
erner, he should have gone North to have ended
his days, when the city of his adoption should be
his last resting place.

There are but few, very few, of the old pioneers
of Mobile commerce and trade now left. We occa-
sionally meet with Captain Hugh Munroe, the
veteran of 42 years in marine and commercial cir-
cles. He still resides in Mobile. Then we occa-
sionally meet with our respected fellow-citizen,
Capt. Jas. Forsyth, who has been part and parcel
of the Southern States-Florida, Alabama and
Louisiana-for over forty years, and still possesses
u anbounded vigor and soundness for four score

years and five. Then we notice Capt. James Mc-
-Cutchon Baker, who has been connected with the
Alabama, Florida and New Orleans trade for
I. years. There is also Mr. D. Eslava, who was one
of the first settlers in Mobile, still living. There
are others who have appeared in commercial cir-
cles within the last fifty years, but we have not
space to enumerate them. But what astounds us
is that the venerable William It. Hallett should go
North to end his days.

Some kind friend has sent us Col. Wrong's last
circular-that is, the one written for Liverpool last
week. We beg to be excused this week from fol-
lowing the Colonel through his nmystifications; but
the Colonel does not say a word to his Liverpool
and Manchester friends about 4,550,000 to 4,600,000.
In fact, according to the Colonel, figures have gone

d out of date.

Ho.HCsoE.-A horrible homicide occurred in
West Liberty. Morgan county, last week. A Mr.
Phipps, o young man, wps fatally stabbed with a
bowie-klifo by a Mr. Watson, a citizen of the town.
There had been some hard feelings between the
parties, when they met in Henry's drinking-house
and the matter was opened again, the result of
which was that Watson drew a bowie and thrust it
in the body of Phipps, breaking blade in the back-
bone, from the effects of which Phipps shortly
afterwards died. The caouse of the difficulty be-
tween them was a woman, towards whom Phlpps,
it seems, had acted disrespectfully. Watson
escaped at the time, but was subseqauently ar-
rested and held over until the next term of court
to answer the charge of murder.
