a repst which has been in town for several days,
to the effect that Cortlna was at a hacienda namedChaeo Ayual about seventy miles above 'Mat-

eoras, with a considerable number of men, appa-tently eigake~e In watching the Texas frontier.

Some of theae reports, for there are many, repre-sent hba to Be at the head of 500 men, while others

reduce his stensgth to 60. Bome stories say that
he has as high as 2200 men, and these reports go
so far as to charge that he is in the service of the
Government, and that his real object is to watch
the frontier and guard the State against the inva-
sion of flbusters. All of these rumors are possi-
bly true, for itis well known here that the Mexican
ofiotals are terribly apprehensive of the If. G. C.'s,
sut that the Governor of Tamaulipas would not
consider 4 moment as to the propriety of hiring
Corts to contest the sovereignty of Mexico with
Gea.BEokleyesorwhatever captain the filibusters
might elect to lead them into that State.

The most probably story, however, is, that Cor-
tina has collected a considerable number of his
former followers, and is now on the Rio Grands
waiting to msake a sucessful foray upon the pro-
perty of our people, and possibly upon the town
of Brownville. There are a number of his follow-
ere in prison in the latter place at present, and it
is not concealed here among their friends that Cor-
tina will certainly, if he gets any opportunity,
make an effort to surprise the town and break into
thejail to release his adherents.

Whatever credit this report is worth, it has,
iieVertheless, given considerable uneasiness to our
citisons, as it has, no doubt, to the neighboring
peopleof Brownsville. As I have said, the officers
of this place fear that any further outrages by
Cortina will lead to serions complications, if not to
an armed occupation of the Mexican side of the
Rio Grande; and it is a lesson of history that an
aggressive neighbor is dificult to displace when he
once effects a lodgment. It would be an easy task
to move a body of soldiers into Mexico ; but then,
after they had made a camp, thrown up fortiea-.
tions, aqd settled themselves, it would be terribly
difficult to get them to move back again. VYattel
says that in souch a case the line of duty is plain;
but there are very few soldiers who have ever read
Vattel, or if they did, there are still fewer who
understood what he said. I think, therefore, that
the Mexicans will exert themselves to prevent any
further difficulty on the Rio Grande; but them the
difficulty arises-how can they preventit? Cor-
tina does not ask leave of any Mexican authority
what he shall do; and my opinion is that the Gov-
vernors hereabouts are more frightened of him
than are the citizens of Brownsville. If Cortina
should declare for the church and for Miramon, he
would be a serious encumbrance to liberal ideas in
Tamaulipas, and with the assistance of his associate
villain, old Vidaurrl, of Nueva Leon, he might aspire
to gubernatorial honor in Tamaulipas. This would
not go down with Garcia, Trevifo, or with Garza,
for they all look to that dignity as a reward for
their labor., and therefore these gentlemen are
very much opposed to driving Cortina into the
opposition ranks.

I am not posted as to any definite news from
Cortina, but I think you may rely upon it that he
it actually on the Rio Grande,and that he th-cat-
ene more trouble to the Texas border. As for my.
self, barring the sympathy I feel to those who must
inte by the movements of the rascal, I have a sin-
cere desire to see him make the .attempt. It is
only by irritating and infaming this sore in your
body poliio that any good result can be produced,
for ultimately the people will force the Govern-
ment to take some steps to suppress the disgrace.
